The Odessa Disorders.

Odessa, Nov, 6:—Qut of the 6,000
casualties daring £he recent rioting those
who were killed or who died of their
wounds aggregate up to midday 964, of
which number 713 were taken to Jewish
cemeteries, and 251 to ‘Christian ceme-
teries.

Anti-Semitic, distarbances are report-
ed from all the outlying districts. The
Deasants are greatly excited and are
urged on by agitators from Odessa.
Troops have bheen dispatched to the dis-
turbed regions.

Fresh disorders were reported = at 5
o'clock this evening in the:suburb of
Dalnea Melnizi. Troops have been dis-
patched there,

The theatre of the town of Akker-
man, near Odessa, is in flames.

In view of the entire devastation of
nearly all the Jewish mills, shops and
factories, the trade of Odessa is threat-
ened with complete ruin, and wholesale
bankrupteies are feared involving the in-
ternational credit of Russia. Some of
the banks and all the shops have re-
opened ‘and- the streets are being cleared
of debris,

It is claimed in some quarters here
that estimates higher than 2,000 killed
and 5,000 wounded were exaggerated.

The Czar's Manifesto.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—Following is
the ‘text of the imperial manifesto con-
cerning Finland:

“By the grace of God, we, Nicholas
1., Emperor and Autocrat of all the
Russiag, Czar of Poland, Grand Duke of
IYinland, ete., in virtue of the law of the
diet of April 25th, 1869, command the
opening at Helsingfors, December 20th,
f an extraordinary diet to consider the

llowing questions:

“First—The proposals for the budget
f 1903-7, provisional’ taxes and a loan
for railway construetion,

“Seeond—A bilk providing hy a new

indamental law of parliament for Fin-
ind on the basis of universal suffrage

Train service
will be resumed to-morrow. Everything
is quiet in Einland and trade has been
resumed.

The appointment of Count Witte as
president of the council of ministers is
announced by the Official Messenger this
morning.

On the heels of the successful issue of
the Finnish national movement comes the
news of a strong revival of the struggle
for autonomy in Poland.

War in the Caucasus.

London, Nov. 7.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Daily Mail says:
“War, hopeless war, prevails in the Cau-
casuas. The trans-Cauncasion railwiy, the
sole line, is efféctually crippled and rein-
forcements have been compelled to
march. ‘Seventeen bridges have been
wrecked and the rails have been torn up
in forty places. The telegraph lines have
been destroyed, and Georgia and Dag-
hestan are isolated. Every man is in
arms and the war office is helpless.”

More Fighting.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 7.—The news from
the Caucasus is particularly bad to-day.

Fighting between Armenians, Tartars
and Russians assumed a ferocious char-
acter and every attempt of the troops to
restore order resulted in the deputations
turning upon the soldiers and fighting
them wih arms and bombs. Two com-
panies of Cossacks are reported to have
been entirely wiped out.

The entire trouble is of a revolutionary
character, but it gives the people an op-
portunity to manifest their race hatreds,
and the most horrible atrocities have been
committed.

According to a merchant who has just
arrived from Baku, the scenes there were

legs were amputated by Tartars, aud she
was allowed-to expire in untold agony.

“ Trenches Filled With Bodies.

Odessa, Noy. 7.—The mobs completely
devastated, plundered and burned all the
Jewish houses in the suburb of Dalnik.
In the large villages of Severinovka and
Anatolievka and the towns of Ovidiopol,
Maoaki, Akkeran, Ataki, Olviopol and
Winitza many hundreds of persons are
reported . to" have been killed and thou-
sands wounded.

The details of last week’s massacres are
gradually leaking out, and only serve to
add to the horrors. It appears that the
soldiers ruthlessly slaughtered the de-
fenders of Jewish houses. In one case
46 railway workmen who defended Jews
on Crokhorovskai street were shot.

At the Jewish agricultural school the
rioters first secured a large sum of money
from the principal as a guarantee of his
safety amd afterwards returned and de-
manded more. Failing in obtaining any
more money they slaughtered a number
of the pupils. The rest escaped.

In another case under horrible torture
rioters forced a rabbi to surrender the
key of his safe containing $1.500 deposit-
ed in his keeping, and then killed the rab-
bi and his wife.

The scenes of grief were heart-rend-
ing as the bodies were placed in the
trenches, each trench containing seventy.
Similar “funerals will continue for three
days.

Four hundred and twelve Jews, vic-
tims of the massacres of last week, were
buried to-day. A majority of the shops
were closed, including many -of those
belonging to Christians. 3

Berlin, Nov. 7.—Wm. T. Stead, fresh
from Russia by way of Finland. stopped
over in Berlin to-day on his way to Paris.
For one hour and a half he poured out
his vivid imaginations of “Hell, pretty
welly at Odessa,” as he called it, of the
horrors he had seen and heard of—‘“the
ghastly welter into which Russian so-
ciety has drifted.”

TELL OF SUFFERINGS OF
MEMBERS OF EXPEDITION

No News From Mrs. Hubbard—It is
Fesred Two Parties Have Perished
i Interior.

St. Johns, Nfid., Nov. 8.-—The mail
boat " Virginian arrrved yesterday from
Northern ILabrador, - bringing James
Richards and Peter Stevens, members of
the Dillon Wallace expedition who went
to explore the interior of Labrador.
They left Wallace and Faston in Sep-
tember in the wildest part of Labrador.
When provisions were growing scarce,
Wallace and Easten decided to attempt
to reach the Caribou country. Before
| this the party had suffered greatly owing
| to the searcity of game, being on short
rations for a considerable period.

Richards 'and Stevens gave Wallace
and Hasten every ounce of food they
could spare and suffered terrible priva-
tions themselves m reaching the coast.

The mail boat brought no news of Mrs.
Hubbard’s expedition, which has not
been heard of since it left -the coast last
Jue.  Reliable authorities along the
coast express grave fears that both ex-
peditions have perished, the season hav-
ing been anusually poor for game, while
snow has fallen early. It is altogether
likely that the expeditions can reach the
coast ]a‘e«x‘j‘in the- geason. If .they fail
of do-so™they—~must - almost  certainly
perish.

GROWIH OF PON
OFFICE BUSINEDS

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Iacreased Deposits in the Savings Banks |

—Chaages Under Libzral Rale—De=
partment Shows Surp'ns.

(Special Correspondence of the Times.)

Ottawa, Nov. 1.—The records of few
departments show as plainly the great
progress which Canada has made since
Confederation as do those of the post
office department, and at the present
time. when the regretted retirement of
Sir William Mulock from the position of |
postmaster-general is still cansing con-
siderable notice to be paid to the affairs
of that department it is singularly oppor |
tune to investigate some of the facts
shown by the figures of its records.

In 1868, the first year after Confeder-
ation, there were 3,638 post offices in ex-
istence in Canada, according to the Sta-
tistical Year Book. In 1881 these had
grown to 5,985, and in 1896 to 9,103,
whilst in 1904 the number was 10,460.
Thus it will be seen that the number in
existence last year was nearly three
times that in existence in 1868.
zTurning to the number of letters, one
finds that the increase was immensely
greater than in the number of offices. In
1868 the

Number of Letters

handled by the post office was 18,000,000
but in 1881 this had nearly trebled and
the number was 48,170,000.

DISTRESS AMONG THE
POOR OF METROPOLIS

Wives and Relatives of the Unmﬂoﬁd
in London Wait on Premier
Balfour.

London, Nov. 6.—The desperate oont-
tion of the poor of London was brought
to the notice of Premier Balfour to:day
by a remarkable deputation of the wives
and other women, relatives of the unem-
ployed. who did not hesitate to . tell the
premier that unless something is speedily
done to lessen their sufferings there will
be bloodshed: “Don’t forget that hungry
men are deserate men,” said one of the
All had the ‘same tale to_tell
of husbands out of work and starving
wives and children.

Evormous crowds of women from all
parts of London marched through -the
streets headed by a deputation whieh
My, Balfour received at the office.of the
local government board. Only thirty of
the women were admitted to the. pres-
ence of Mr. Balfour. The Premier was
very sympathetic. He acknowledged
that the evil was very real, but hg
had little to suggest in the way of allevi-
ating it except an expression of hope
that publie-charity would come to the aid
of the unemployed.. They had his genu-
ine xympahty, and he felt the magnitude
of the evil from which they were suffer-
ing.

A mass-mecting of the women were
held at 3 o’clock in the afternoon to hear
the report of the delegation. Mr. Croeks,
M. P.. and others mmade speeches, 'Mr,
Crooks said tirat Mr, Balfour's reply to
the delegation was unworthy of the
Premier of a great country. He added
that they had started an agitation which
would not cease until every man who
wanted food was supplied with suffi-
cient to support his wife and children.
The speaker urged his hearers to eom-
tinue the agitation. He said that a
revolution in England would not be be-
hind the revolution in Russia in securing
the demands of the people.

A resolution was unanimously adopted
to continue the fight for the employment
of the wnemployed. The meeting broke
up amidst stenes of uproar and singing
of the “Marseillaise.”
