~ Changes Under Liberal Role—De­

partment Shows Sorpto.

Prosperity of Canada,
'Vit remains for the statistics of the post 

office savings bank to show how the 
people of the country have increased in 
wealth. The savings banks are the 
places where the less wealthy members 
of the community place their moneys and 
therefore show the increased earnings of 
the people. In 1881 there were 304 poet 
office savings banks in the Dominion 
with 39,005 depositors, the amount de­
posited during the year was $4,175,042 
and the amount withdrawn $2,015,813, 
leaving the amount of deposits at the end 
of the year $6,208,220. In 1896 there 
were 755 offices, the amount deposited 
was $8,138,947, the withdrawals were 
$7,406,000, and the balances at the end 
of the year $28,832,930, to the credit Of 
120,422 depositors. Thus the number of 
depositors had increased in the sixteen 
years some 87,000, whilst the amount of 
deposits had increased $22,700,000. In 
1904, however, there were 961 offices, 
the amount of deposits was $13,047.507, 
the amount of withdrawals $11,883,128, 
and the balances at the end of the year 
were $45,419.706 in the names of 168,572 
depositors. Thus in the eight years the 
number of depositors bad increased 33,- 
000, but the amount of the savings had 
increased $17,000,000. So that under 
the Liberal government the saving* had 
increased in eight year* more than 
three-fourths of the amount they in­
creased during double the time of Con­
servative regime.

A careful study of the report of the 
department shows that not only has the 
business increased very largely but that 
a constant and careful effort has been

From Baehemut, Besarabia, comes an 
entirely new and revolting tale. A three 
days' attack on the Jews began furiously 
on Thursday with every indication of po­
lice organization. Jewish students were 
beaten, the Jewish stores in the markets 
were sacked du-rig the day and during 
the night the plunder of residences com­
menced. Troops arrived on the scene 
but the following day the work of the 
pillagers was resumed before the eyes 
of the soldiers. The prayers of the hunt-

San Francisco, Nov. %—Trapped in 
his rooms by the police aid fully aware 
that his last avenue of escape had been 
barred, Milton Franklin, jindrews, who, 
it is said, murdered Bowie Bouton on 
Cutler mountain near Colorado Springs 
ten mouths ago, and who murderously 
assaulted and robbed Win. Ellis, an 
Australian horseman at Berkeley, Cal., 
last night shot and killed Nulda Olivia, 
his female companion, and then fired a 
bullet into h-is own head, causing in­
stand death. Andrews, for whom the 
police of the entire country were searcn- 
ing, was fully prepared for the tragedy 
that closed his career.

Having learned that Andrews and 
Nulda Olivia were living in an upper 
flat in McAllister street the police de-- 
part meut sent a detail of two policemen 
and two detectives to make the arrest. 
Although certain that the persons want­
ed were in the twro room# the officers re­
ceived no answer to their repeated 
knocks. At the moment one of the offi­
cers arrived with an axe with which the 
door was broken Andrews fired the shot 
that ended the career of his companion. 
The bullet was fired into her right tem­
ple and she dropped dead on the bed, 
falling backwards with her hands clasp­
ed. When the officers gained entrance 
to the apartments they found Andrew’s 
lying on the floor grasping a revolver in 
one hand, a mirror in the other. The re­
volver wras of large calibre and but two 
of the charges had been fired. Extra 
ammunition was found in his pockets.

On searching Andrew's body the cor­
oner’s deputy found $130 in gold and 
an English sovereign, nil the money tirât 
remained of the $*590 which Etiis was 
robbed at the time he< was lured by An­
drews to a cotta ge^in Berkeley. Con­
siderable jewellery was also found on 
Andrews. A rambling typewritten state­
ment. written presumably by Andrews, 
who denied that he had anything to do 
with the murder of Bessie Bouton, was 
found in one of the woman's stockings.

Andrews and his companion had been 
living at the McAllister street house for 
three weeks. Tht landlord said he had 
believed that only the woman occupied 
the apartments, as he had not seen the 
man. The police say that the pair used 
thé same hiding tactics here as elsewhere, 
Andrews remaining within doors whilst 
the woman made all necessary purchases.

Ottawa, Nov. 1.—The records of few 

departments show’ as plainly the great 
progress which Canada has made since 
Confederation as do those of the post 
office department, and at the present 
time when the regretted retirement of 
Sir William Mulock from the position of 
postmaater-geueral is still causing con­
siderable notice to be paid to the affairs 
of that department it is singularly oppor­
tune to investigate some of the facts 
shown by the figures of its records.

In 1868, the first year after Confeder­
ation, there were 3,638 post offices in ex­
istence in Canada, according to the Sta­
tistical Year Book. In 1881 these had 
grown to 5,935, ahd in 1896 to 9,103, 
W’hilst in 1904 the number was 10,400. 
Thus it will be seen that the number in 
existence last year was nearly three 
ti-meg that in existence in 1868.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 7.—Count Witte 
has definitely pledged himself to support 
the plan of convocation of a constituent 
assembly When the douma meets, if a 
single representative raises the question. 
He is exceedingly • anxious to win the 
support of the Zemstvoists party, w’hich 
he does not hesitate to declare conforms 
nearest to his political ideas, and which 
he evidently regards as the strongest, 
safest aixl most influential factor in the.

The Odessa Disorders.
Odessa, Nov. 6.—Out of the 6,000 

casualties during the recent rioting those 
who were killed or who died of their 
wounds aggregate up to midday 964, of 
which number 713 were taken to Jewish 
cemeteries, and 251 to Christian ceme­
teries.

Anti-Semitic% disturbances are report­
ed from all the outlying districts. The 
peasants are greatly excited and are 
urged on by agitators from Odessa. 
Troops have been dispatched to the dis­
turbed regions.

Fresh disorders were reported at 5 
o’clock this evening in the suburb of 
Balnea Mclnizi. Troops hare been dis­
patched there.

The theatre of the town of Akker- 
man, near Odessa, is in flames.

In view of the entire devastation of 
nearly all the Jewish mills, shops and 
factories, the trade of Odessa is threat­
ened with complete ruin, and wholesale 
bankruptcies are feared involving thé in­
ternational credit of Russia, 
the banks and all the shops have re­
opened and the streets are being cleared 
of debris.

It is claimed in some quarters here 
that estimates higher than 2,000 killed 
and 5,000 wounded were exaggerated.
