two hundred feet below us. The morning
sun has not yet illumined these gloomy
depths and, as we are whirled past,sombre
shadow, cold solid walls, sharp jutting
rocks and precipitous ridges have bheen
lost to us like the scenes in a panorama ere-
we have time to digest their grandeur or
their Leauties. Everywhere are trees,
mostly small, between ledges, on shelves,
“lining the face of steeps, so that we view
them from every angle of depression till
those immediately beneath us present the
appearance of heaps of brush. We are
now traversing a tract which for general
purposes it will answer to call a table land
and which we cannot particularize. Be-
tween here and the Nepisiguit, say a dis-
tance of twenty-five miles, there is not the
making of a single good farm nor even any
tolerably good timber. The dry, rocky
ridge gives place to an intervale so con-
tracted as to be useless and this merges
into a barren plain which is finally lost in
the interminable swamp. = We cross

THE NEPISIGUIT
by a substantial bridge. This river is
ninety miles long and only lacks water to
assume respectable dimensions and make
some noise in the world. The bed is an
infinity of rocky boulders, around which a
series of insignificant and apparently inde-
pendent rivulets were feebly trying to force.)
their way. We tried to imagine the
honest lumberman driving his logs down
this stream, allowing him a full head of
water and as we did so the whole atmos-
phere seemed filled with profanity and the
shriek of the locomotive sounded like a
chorus of oaths. The face of the country
now chaunges. The river swells into an
estuary bordered by broad intervales back-
ed by fertile, undulating lands upon which
the agriculturist seems to flourish if we
accept his buildings and well tilled farm
as an indication of solid comfort and sound
financial standing. A broad bay soon
opens before us and——

‘“BATHURST”!

shouts the brakesman opening the door
and shntting it as suddenly as if con-
fronted with a battery of revolvers. Yes,
it is the Village of Bathurst and a very
pretty village too, viewed as a whole, for,
of course, we had not time to examine it
in detail. It occupies both sides of the
bay, here quite narrow, though the village
proper is on the east’ and opposite one to
us. The site rises gradually from the
water, then falls from us and gradually
merges into the green and fruitful fields be-
yond, which are studded with villas and
tasteful farm houses. Below and by us it
is less pretentious and more scattered.
The Bay is simply lovely in its unpretend-
ing quietness and total absence of the
picturesque. For our own part we have a
decided preference for green fields yielding
up generously the bounties of Providence
to the grandest and most romantic scenery
on the continent. We have turned away
from tremendous steeps and canyons un-
paralleled for sublimity ending in snow-
copped mountains which pierced the clouds,
with a feeling of profound dissatisfaction
and felt that our” well-tilled acre was of
more benefit to the human race than the
whole. Our road now skirts

NEPISIGUIT BAY
for some distance, with the opposite shore
rising hazy and dark from the horizon and,
casting our eyes northward, the mountains
of Quebec stand out in bold relief, their
summits and bald, precipitous taces
illumined by the morning sun. The land
is mostly level and singularly free from
stones,  with porous subsoil ; this latter
being a decided advantage in these high
latitudes, the moisture seeping readily and
admitting of the working of the ground
almost as sodn as the frost leaves it-
What it lacks in richness is abundantly
made up in this manner. We pass Petit
Rocher, Belledune, Jacquet River, and
New Mills Stations,observing, near the lat-
ter, a dam which could not be induced to
hold water under any circumstances, a
rotten flame and an old mill-frame in the
last stage of decay. We will assume that
from this the Station received its name by

the prospect is closed by mountains and
high hills. Looking on the steep, scraggy,
rocky sides and bald summit of the ‘“Sugar
Loaf” they can in fancy—especially in win-
_ter—imagine th Ives the P of
a Swiss chalet, without the attendant
drawbacks of black bread and sour. milk.
They will have little difficulty in indacing
themselves to believe that the crystal sheet
of water before them is a lake—a Geneva
or Lucerne according to fancy—and should
they indulge in a sail on its placid waters
any speculations on the matter may be
speedily set at rest. The temper of the
god of these mountains is none of the mild-
est. . He is apt to resent an invasion of his
water domain with a vehemence at once
sudden and fatal. It may be that hisbrow -
is serene, his countenance open and calm.

Don’t trust him. Whilst you are laugh-

ingly enjoying yourself with good company,

or contemplating the bold outline of some
lofty, hill reflected in the depths of the

water, with one breath from his mountaia:
home he leaves you helpless and strug-

gling in the deadly embrace of an expanse

as pitiless as himself. \

MOUNTAIN AND RIVER.

Immediately back of Campbellton is a
comparatively bad tract. This rises more
abrugtly as it recedes from the river till,
tinally,at & distance of five or six miles, it
merges into a ridge almost of an equal al-
titude with the “Sugar Loaf.” Thisslope
is farmed wherever it is free from rocks
and not too steep. Looking up, the
mountains—our old friend the ‘‘Sugar
Loaf ” in the foreground-—close in towards
the river, we stand in an irregular
basin with one side and half the bottom
wanting. Farther up,three or four miles,
our view is completely closed in, the
capricious river takinga turn followed, of
course, by the attendant mountains. From
where we stand it is one mile to the other
side of the river. Here is

AN INDIAN SETTLEMENT

known as ‘‘the Mission ” occupying an
alluvial flat extending to the base of the
| mountains, a distance of threejmiles and,
probably, as far along the river bank.
Distances here are very deceptive. When
we were told that it was three miles from
the Station to the top of the *‘ Sugar
Loaf” we looked incredulous and this will
apply more forcibly to the depth of ‘the
Indian reservation. This is easily accoiint-
ed for. A high mountain background
will force itself on our notice whether we
will or not and, like the forward, pushing
individual, overshadows and belittles un-
pretending greatness. The Indians here
farm considerably ; have good houses in
many instances, with horses, cattle and
sheep. A commodious Chapel of some
pretensions occupies the western end of
the Mission., We would be glad to know
that the aborigine is here developing traits
of character which would tend to elevate
him to the ranks of civilization, but are
afraid that he stops a long way short of
every acquirement incident tosuch a state
of existence. He is as erratic as he ever
was. Steady employment of any kind is
altogether uncongenial. He will farm &
few days and then leave his potatoes half
planted in pursuit of fish, varying the
whole by an occasional day’s work around
some milling establishment, wedged in
amongst wide gaps of complete idleness.
With rare exceptions his agricultural pur-
suits have not improved him. To the
habits (good ones) of his white brother he
does not take at all kindly. Tables and
chairs he seems to consider as an abomina-
tion and he is yet as dirty as— an Indian,
after being initiated for thirty years into
settled pursuits.

To do the red man justice he has to con-
tend against the mogt enervating influ-
ences. He has been so long akind of
licensed pauper that every atom of inde-
pendence is completely destroyed. He is
never ashamed to beg where opportunity
offers and this leads, by easy stages, to
still further degradation. With all inher-
ent pride destroyed, his mother, his sisters,
his wife have become systematically cor-
rupted till his social life is somethihg hor-
rible. Even without outside information
(perfectly reliable in this instance) a re-
view of the rising generation tells a terrible
story of demoralization. We would be
glad to know that the good cure of this
mission is exerting to the utmost the
powerfnl influence which he possesses to
destroy this hideous blot and start the
Indian on a new life as a man and turn his
wife into what she ought to be—a woman.
We would suggest to the Government.
under whose fatherly care these Indians
are,improved supervision considering that
they number full three hun souls,

Pondering over what we have already
said the reader will not look for much at-
tractiveness g the femal bers of
this community and will not, therefore, be

a contradiction, otherwise it is t-
able.

Leaving Nepisiguit Bay we take across
the country in a north-westerly direction
overa flat tract of moderate fertility. Ar-
riving at

BAY CHALEUR
we are six miles above Dalhousie and this
is the nearest point to the raiiroad from
that village. - The Bay is here from two to |
three miles in width and a prettier sheet
of water it would be hard to find. On the
north it is bordered by hills having a mean
elevation of 800 to 1000 feet, and our way,
as we follow the river, is backed by a near-
ly equal altitude though less abrupt and
rocky. Every arable flat and slope-is care-
fully tilled and seemed to produce fairly.
A distance of nine miles brings us to

CAMPBELLTON.

This quite village is built on something
in the shape of a point, the railroad pass-
ing immediately behind it. It boasts of
at least four good hotels and quite a num-
ber of well-filled shops, while the private
residences give indications of snugness and
comfort, rather than much pretension.
An orderly and generous people are the
Campbelltonians. We are led to infer
thus from an attendance at a concert on
behalf of the blind which was held during
oursojourn. The hall waspacked—seats,
aisle and entrance—and, notwithstanding
the night was so warm as to wilt a shirt
collar in an hour, there was not theslight-
est disorder. Every person seemed to be
in sympathy with the unfortunates to a
degree that reflected credit on the entire
assemblage. There were also many people
outside who either did not want to go in
or were unable to secure afooting. These
comported themselves in a manner which
made their presence entirely wnobjection-
able, a fact so rare in this connection that
it is well worth being chronicled. The
Campbelltonians have

more slovenly and dirty than before they
ever saw the face of a white man. We

prayed heartily that, without a radical
change, in personal habits, they might
never become extensive farmers. Thebare
idea of the butter and cheese,which ought
to make your table so attnctive.,irom'ng
through such hands, could not fail to in-
spire the most profound disgust.
