Big Lumber Land Sale.

A very important sale of timber
lands began at the Crown Land Office,
Fredericton, yesterday. Lumbermen
from all parts of the Province were
present, North Shore operators being
fully represented. The lands offered
comprise all the unlicensed crown lum-
ber lands, which are divided into 573
berths, which contain an aggregate of
3,877 square miles. The licensing of
these lands does not, in any way, affect
their availability for settlement.

Th: Newcastle Town Election.

The mauncr in which the election for |
aldermen for (he town of Newcastle was
conducted on We Inesday last shows that
there is niel for the government or the
coutts to impress upon 1eturning officers
as well as candidates the faci that the
statutry law relating to such matters is
bused on well considered principles and
reasone, aud is n.t to be lightly set aside,
especially by those who are appoiuted to
put it in operation. The fact that none
of the ballots used were in conformity
with the act under which the election was
held, and that “‘any old thing” purpoit-
ing to be a ballot was counted, save in the
case of three ballots, aoy of which
were as gocd—to say the 1:ast—as the
others, has caused considerable comment.
In view of what was done at Newcastle,
it is now freely asked : Why may not re-
surning officers and candidates in similar
elections elsewhere in the province ignore
the provisions of the Towns Incorporation
Act when it suits them to do so? And
if such doings are to pass unchallenged,
what becowmes of the important safeguards
thrown around the balloting for candi-
dates by the law which was so0 boldly
ignored on Wednesday last ?

The Towns Iacorporation Act of 1896,
section 13 says that in the first election
for mayor and aldermen ‘‘The hallots
may be written or printed as provided in
section 24 and the schedule of this Act.”

Section 24 reads as follows :—

“‘The said ballot paper shall be in writ-
ten or printed form and shall be sub-
stantially according to form in the schedule
to this Act and shall contain the name of
every person nomingted,” etc.

Turning to the schedule wa tind that it
illustrates a ballot with the names of an
imaginary lot of candidates on the left
hand side, and the words ‘‘Aldermen for

ward” on the right hand side, with’
a diniding line running up and down the
bsllot between the names of candidates
and the names of the wards.

It will hardly be credited, abroad at
least, that notwithstanding the plain
wording of the Act and its mandatory
verms requiring that ‘‘the ballot shall
contain all the names, etc.” and ‘‘shall
be substantially according to the form in
the schedule,” the returning officer de-
sided on or before polling-day to accept
ballots which had the names of only one
half of the namber of candidates written
or printed thereon.

Moreover, as the town was not divided
nto wards and the aldermen were elected
at large, some two thousand ballots were
priuted with the words ‘‘Aldermen for
the Town of Newcastls' on the right hand
margin. This was done in order that the
ballots might be *‘substantially’’—that is,
as nearly as possible—in conformity with
the form in the schedule. The returning
officer, however, declared these ballots
“no good” and directed the candidates for
whom they were printed to cut the print-
ing (which the schedule showed should be
there) off the right hand side,

When the ballots were being counted
one of those printed as just stated was
found to have been cast by a voter, and
although it was perfectly clean and bore
the names of eight candidates for whom
the ratepayer voted, the returning officer
rejected it, thus exceeding his authority
and depriving the elector of the right of
having his vote counted for the candidates
of his choice.

In another case there was a ballot which,
like hundreds of others approved by the
returning officer, had eight plainly printed
names on it. The elector, however, had
placed a little cross with a pencil opposite
two of the names, leaving six names which
should nndouhtedly have been counted.
The returning officer rejected this ballot
in couating. In this way one of the can-
didates, whose name was on each of these
illegally aud improperly rejected ballots,
was counted out by the returming officer
aud a candidate who had a less number of
votes was counted in.

We are not concerned in the matter 8o
far 38 the success or defeat of any particu-
lar candidate goes, but give the plain facts
for the purpose of showing that something
should be done by the legislature to guard
against the law 1elating to the form of
ballot being set aside as it was in this
case, and to protect both electuis and
candida‘es in their rights. When the
legislature, in passing the Towns Incor-
poration Act, ordained that the ballot
should contain all the candidates’ names,
it was in order that the elector might be
as free 33 possible from undue influence
in the exercise of his franchise. It has,
as we all know, often happened in cases
of voters over whom certain election
workers have had undue influence, that
they have had the ballots these workers
desired them to vote placed in their hands
and thap they were followed and watched
to the ballot-box so that they were practi-
cally not left free jn yoting. The legis-
lators said that they - would change thag
system. They, therefore, enacted that in
such electionsas that in Newcastle on
Wednesday of last week, the ballot used
should contain the aames of all the candi-
detes, sud that the elector sheuld go
alone iato the polling place, where it was
forbidden for any person *'to offer him a
ballot or otherwise canvass him or sgek
to influence his vote.” By soms kind of
agreement between the returning officer
and the candjdates the form of ballot
prescribed in the Act was digpemed with.
These gentlemen, in effect, declared ghat
it wasn’t necessary to pay any attention to
it. Infact, they determiined that they
would be guided by the Act when it
suited them and jgpore jt when it was
more convenient to do go. [t {s, thera.
fore, not to be wondcred at that the re-
turning ofticer should be guided by no
particular rule in counting the ballots and
it & kind of ge-as-you-plea
operation. The fact that, in doing s,
he counted a gentleman eighth on the

ol who actually stood npinth and shut

out a good candidate who was faitly and |
honestly elected,suggests that the interests |
of buth electurs and candidates require |
something further in the way of law for
the'r protection.

It is a question as to whether it was
worth while for the returning officer to |
save even one member of the defeated
ticket from the maunifest condemnation of
the electors by iznoring enough of the
good ballots cast against him and for Mr. |
Street and afford a very gauzy excuse |
for declaring Mr. Morrison elected.

It is quits evident that Mr. Morrison
and his particalar friends ren a ‘‘devil-
take-the hindmost” race for success at the
polls, so far as his associates on his ticket
were concerned, as, while they voted |
every time for him they left Mesere. !
Banuon, Henuessy and even poor Mr. l‘
Clark, whose persousl followers stuck |
pretty faitlfully to Mr. Morrison, to elect |
their men if they could.  They determin- I
ed that whatever fate might overtake
Mr. Morsison’s colleagues, he, at all
events, was to be made safe. But, with
all the Panic faith thus manifested in M-
Moriison’s behalf he was two votes short i
of success. He ““got there” all the same, |
temporar ly, by being 1mproperly counted |
in by the returning officer.

|

At the meeting of Newcastle Town
Council on Tuesday evening the matter
of the official return was considerel, under
an application of Mr. Street, three of
whose votes were found to have been im-
properly rejected. The three rejected
billots which included his name were
examined and while it was found that
certain names on one of them at least
should not have been counted, asthe
elector evideutly so intended, Mr. Street’s
name was uot erased from any of them
and it was the voters’ manifest intention
to elect that gentleman if possible. The
Council had no power under the Act to do
full justice and give to Mr. Street the seat
to which he was, in all fairnese, elected,
and it could only declare the seat to which
Mr. Morrison had been improperly return-
ed vacant, and order a new election for
said seat, which it did unanimously.

It aleo transpired that two of the im-
properly rejected ballots contained Mr.
Creaghan’s name, so that bis official count
should have been 242, instead of 240 as
the official figures made it appear. There
was, therefore, no tie between any of the
candidates.

Neweastle Towa Council.

The new council of the Town of Newcastle
was called to order by His Worship Mayor
Ritchie on Monday evening at 8 o’clock in
the public building, of that town,

There were in attendance at the board
Mesers. Edwd. Sinclair, Jas. Rundle, John
Morrissy, J. R. Lawlor, John Ferguson, C.
E. Fish, J. D. Creaghan and Donald
Morrison.

The Mayor said that the necessary
jualification oath as aldermen had been
taken by the gentlemen at the board.

Ald. Ferguson nominated Mr. Robertson
Lingiey as Town Clerk and Treasurer, and
that gentl was u ly elected to
the office, and his bouds fixed at $5.000.

There was a little informal discussian as
to the mode of procedure for organization.

Ald. Morrissy moved that Mr. Lingley be
secretary of the meeting pro tem,

Oa the question being called ald. Lawlor
suggested that under the 57th section of the
Towss lncorporation Act the council could
oot proceed with business until the Clerk
and Treasurer had entered into bonds as
required by the Act. After some further
discussion a recess was taken for an hour,

On reassembling the clerk and treasurer’s
bond in the sum of $5.000 was submitted
and read by Mr. Lingley, his bondsmen
being Messrs. Jas. O. Fish and Robert*H.
Armstrong.

On motion of ald. Lawlor, seconded by
ald. Singclair the sureties, who were approv-
ed by the Mayor, were also approved by
council,

Ald. Creaghan referred to the necessity
for having the council room provided with
proper seats and tables and moved that the
matter be placed in the hands of a committee
to be appointed by the Mayor;

This was agreed to and the Mayor ap-
pointed aldermen Lawlor, Ferguson and
Creaghan.

Ald. Morrissy moved that a committes of
three be appointed to prepare bye-laws to be
submitted for approval of the council.
Carried,

Ald. Creaghan said it would be well,
meantime, to continue the existing county
bye-laws in force so far as applicable until
others for the town were adopted.

Aldermen Fish, Lawlor, Ferguson were
appointed the bye-law committee under ald.
Morrissy’s motion.

Ald. Morrissy said it would be best to
adopt the Chatham Town bye-laws pro tem,
a8 the county bye.lawg might nct be so suit-
able for the Town Council.

Ald. Ferguson'thought it would be as well
to leave the town affairs to be managed as
at present as far as possible.

Ald. Lawlor pointed out the authority of
the Town Couacil to take charge of and con-
trol town aftairs, and to appoint town offi-
cers, etc. when they geemed it necessary,
It would be well to have some fixed code of
bye-laws to guide the conncil.

Ald. Creaghan made a motion on the lines
of his suggestion and added that when the
county bye.aws did not apply those of
Chatham sioild b scted upon.

Ald. Morrisun suggested that difficuitieg
might arise in connection with existing
officers and their coatrol, unless the council
reappointed such of them as they might
wish gc continge fo serve,

Aldermen Fish, Sinclair, ¥ergusgn gznd
Creaghan, the Mayor and other members
further discussed the subject.

Ald. Creaghan withdrew his former motion
and moved that the bye-laws of the Town of
Chatham, so far as they would apply, be
adopted for the guidance of Newcastle pro
tem, Carried.

Ald. Fish said there had beep no roll ,all
of membere of council, nor had record of the
qualifications of aldermen been made. Such
record and the regular return of the election
ought to appear on the minutes of this first
meeting.

The clerk here read the following :

‘Fo the Towy Council of the Town of New-
castle.

I, E. Lee Street of the Town of Newcastie
in the Coucty of Northumberland, druggist,
a cacdidate at the election held on Wednes-
day the 23rd day of August, instant, for
aldermepn for the said Town of Newcastle;
being dissatisfied with the said election, do
hereby make application fo the na,’d Togyn
Council through the town clerk of the said
town and complain that three ballot papers

ald. Sinclair the foregoing protest was re-
ceived.
The Mayor said that the returniog officer,

' in a conversation with him to-day, had seid

Ald. Creaghan moved that a committee be

" appointed to procure a town seal and neces-

sary stationery, the device for the seal to be
submitted to the council for approval.
Carried, and ald. Fish and Creaghan were
appointed as such committee.

Ald. Lawlor moved, seconded by ald,
Morrissy, that the application of Mr. Street

{ come up for investigation at the next meet-
i ing of council.

Carried.

Ald. Morrissy, seconded by ald. Ferguson,
moved that the retarniug officer be request-
ed to be present at the next meeting of
council and produce the election papers and
give evidence in reference to the protust of
Mr. Street.

Ald. Fish thought it was not necessary for
the 1eturning officer to be present ; that the
books and papers would be suofficient.

Ald. Morrissy’s motion was carried.

Ald. Lawlor said it ought to be under-
atood that all committees were required to
submit all propositions to make purchases
for the town or council to a full meeting of
the Board. =

Ald. Morriesy said if they would give him
the key of the hall ha would place furniture
in it in order that it might be mnore suitable
for the purposes of the Bosrd aod afford
better accommodations for it as well as
those who might attend to witness the
proceedings.

Ald. Sinclair ““I don’t know about that.
If we go that far ald. Morrissy might have
a pull ou us in the farnishing line,
[Laughter.]

Adjourned until 8 p.m. on Tnesday.

TUESDAY EVENING'S SESSION.

The couacil re-assembled on Tuesday even-
ing. la the absence of Mayor Ritchie who,
together with ald. Sinclair, was at Frederic-
ton, to attend Wednesday’s Crown Land
sale, ald. Fish was, on motion of ald. Fergu-
son, seconded by ald. Morrissy, chosen
chairman.

The minutes of Monday evening’s session
were read by clerk Lingley aud approved.

The chairman said the first business,
according to the minutes, would be the
matter of Mr, Strzet’s protest.

Ald. Creaghan moved that Col. Call, re-
turning officer, who was present, be request-
ed to explain why he had rejected the three
ballote which he bad thrown out in counting
the poll at the election of Wednesday last.

Col. Call came forward and was sworn by
the chairman, He deposed that he had de-
livered over the ballot box and ballots to
the Town Clerk.

Chairman Fish: In the matter of the
three ballots which Mr. Street complains of
having been impropetly rejected, please pro-
duce them.

Witness : There were six rejected.

Ald. Morrissy : We have uothing to do
with those respecting which no objection has
been made.

[Witnees produces ballots. ]

That ballot with the marginal words “‘Ald.
ermen for the Town of Newcastle” I rejected
because there were not sixteen names on it,
a8 required by the Act. One of the three
had 8 names on it. Chas. E. Fish’s pame
was erased and had a cross opposite to it
aod J. R, Lawlor’s name had a cross placed
to the right of it. The others (6) were not
erased or marked. I rejected it on the
ground that it was a ballot so marked that
it could be identified. The other ballot of
the three had on it the names same as the
two preceding ones: E. Sinclair, Jas.
Rundle, C. E. Fish, E. Lee Street, John
Morrissy, J. R. Lawlor, J. D. Creaghan and
John Ferguson. Edwd. Sioclair’s name is
clean, while the othera have check-marks at
the ends and could be identified anywhere.
(Witness details the marks, which were all
alike in blue pencil on and opposite the final
letters of the several names, excepting that
of Mr. Sinclair) I would say that the elector
probably meant to vote a plamper for Mr.
Sinclair.

Ald, Morrissy suggested that the poll-
book be proved, which was done by witness;
also tie ballot box, the key of which wit-
ness said had been. in his poasession since
the election until he had, just now, handed
it to clerk Lingley.

Ald. Creaghan said there was an impres-
sion amongst the aldermen that witness had
rejected the ballots named of his own mere
motion,

Witaess : I rejected the ballots becaunse I
thought I was required t» do so by the Act.

There was here some discussion on the
law, but ald. Lawlor said the business now
was to get Col. Ca]l’s testimony as to the
faots aqnly. Peaple’s upinions were uot in
order.

Mr. Donald Morrison was about to axk a
question, and ald. Morrissy said that no
j questions should be asked of the witness by

a citizen not of the council, save through an
} alderman or the chairman, He said Mr.
! Moriison had no right to sit at the Board
while his claim to the seat was in question.

The chairman read section 45 whizh
showed that the person whose seat was in
question could not vote on the matier, and
said he could not see that Mr. Morrison
had not a right to ask questions. Mr.
Street would have the same right.

Ald. Morrissy still conteaded that Mr.
Morrison had no right to sit at the Board as
an alderman,

The chairman agreed to this, but said Mr.,
Morpison couid ask (uesgions of the
witnesses.

Mr. Morrison claimed that he was ao
alderman until this matter wae decided, at
all eveuts.

Ald. Lawlor said the question was whether
bir. Moyrison had the right to examine the
witnesses. He thought he had, but that
examination of the witness as to his opin-
ions of the law was irrelevant. He asked
witness to give from th2 poll book thie num-
ker of yotes cast for each candidate.

Ald. Lawlor suggested that the council‘
might adjourn, to meet again at the call of 1
the Mayor, legal opinion on the validity of |
the thres rejected ballots to be obtaincd |
meantime.

Ald, Ferguson moved that town clerk

Mr, Lingley was sworn and said he rep-
resented oue of the candidates at the elec-
tion.

Ald. Ferguson: Did yom, in checking
when the ballots were being counted, make
any error ?

Mr. Morrison : Did you not differ from
the poll clerk as to the number of votes that
had been counted forme on the second or
third page of the poll-book ?

[Here there wasa good deal of discussion
as to the value and relevancy of this kind of
testimouy, the main contention being that
the tally of the poll book as returned by
Sheriff Call, must be accepted, so far as the
proceedings at this stage of the enquiry was
concerned, the matter to be determined be-
ing whether the three ballots in question
were good or not. Witness, however finally
answered]—

I tallied on two pieces of paper, 8o had
a somewhat hard chance. My count differ-
ed from that of the poll cletk.

Ald. Morrissy: Did you rectify the dif-
ference?

Yes.

Ald. Morrison : How?

I was convinced by the other men’s
tote,that I might have been wrong.

Ald. Rundle here said such testimony as
this was irrelevant and council should deal
only with the rejected ballots. The tally of
the poll book was not disputed.

Ald, Creaghan moved, but afterwards
withdrew a resolution on the lines of ald.
Lawlor’s former suggestion, to submit the
disputed ballots for the opinions of lawyers,

Ald. Morrisey said the council was com-
petent to deal with the question, and if its
decision was objected to, let those who were
so dieposed go to the lawyers for their
advice.

Ald. Creaghsn then moved that the pro-
test of Mr. Street be now dealt with by
committee of the whole. This was carried
and, after consultation, a decision was
arrived at.

News and Notes.

The British steamor ‘‘Puritan” sailed
from Philadelphia on August 12, with a
large cargo of railway materials, in fact
the largest cargo that has ever been taken
from any port of the United States. She
tpok out forty Baldwin locomotives and
tenders, and eighteen steel bridges for the
Chinese Eastern Railroad, in addition to
several tons of miscellaneous cargo.
Another steamer will leave in a few weeks
with a similar cargo.—Se. Am.

Granville, N. 8., is possessed of an ice
mine, a veritable cave of ice, and the ouly
ong known to exist in (Janada, in fact the
only other such mine is situated in Nor-
way. This little Nova Scotia ice cave,
while it does not startle the visitor with
its proportions, is nevertheless deep and
mysterious. After a mile’s travel from
Annapolis and as far again through woods
itis reached, Heavy rocks lie yound
about it and fron; the apening large
boulders of ice can be seen inside, A
cold chilly air is given forth from tho
opening, which on a hot August day is
most refreshing.

Five hundred men were discharged
from Oramps’ ship-yard, Philadelphia, on
August 15, and last week 30p were also
discharged. It is not on account of lack
of work, but lack of steel, and it is likely
that 1,500 more will be drupped within a
weck. Thers are large quantitis of
material at the yard but it does not
come in order as required for use.
Several shipyards on the lakes have had
to close entirely because they canuot get
the steel they want. OF course, ship-
building does not make any great dratt
upon thg ateej product of the coungey, for
it is estimated that only about three per !
caut of the steel manufactured goe.s‘
into ship-building. The Pressed Steel
Car Company, which requires
thousand tons of steel a day, canneot get ]
more than six hundred tons.
