The long expected rain has at last 

reached us and its arrival is likely to 
do immense good throughout the prov­
ince. Its appearance, however, has not 
been so welcome in the city and the 
holiday programmes have been rather 
disarranged.

At ten o’clock this morning nearly 
as much rain had fallen as in the 
whole of last month. The total rainfall 
for August was two Inches and the 
rainfall this morning had alredy 
reched V4 inches, with a fresh breeze 
blowing from the southeast. This is an 
excessively heavy fall.

Although rain commenced 
about midnight nearly the whole of the 
fall has been since five this morning. 
At times this morning during short 
periods rain fell at the rate of over 
an inch an hour, which is unusually 
heavy.

The season has been altogether an 
unusually dry one. Especially in ’(he 
interior there has been an unbroken 
period of clear skies except where ob­
scured by the smoke from the forest 
fires. The total rainfall for August 
was two inches, just one-third of the 
fall last year and about one-half of 
the average for that month. The total 
for July was 2 9-10 inches, as against 
3)4 for the corresponding month last 
year.

Reports from the province show that 
this rain is putting out the fires in 
every direction. Rain was perhaps 
never so much needed as it has been 
lately. Splendid lumber lands have 
disappeared and villages in almost 
every county have been threatened.

The fires are particularly bad along 
the North Shore, and especially in Car- 
leton county. At Perth and Bath, the 
smoke hung dense day and night, and 
in every direction for fifteen miles fires 
were in progress. A good many of 
these fires seem to have been get 
through carelessness, caused by camp­
ing parties, trains and mills and in 
many cases through the negligence of 
farmers while clearing their lands.
