ELIPHANTS FONTEIN, Jqi^ im­
probably long before, this you will 
have heard of the deaths of Lieuten­
ants Borden and Burch, which oc­
curred iff action about five miles from 
where w» are camped. We had been 
waiting for orders about two hours at 
some distance frem the kopje. 'When 
we were sent for we had to ride atoout 
a quarter of a mile to get to the kopje, 
and several bullets whistled around us 
when we were trotting over. We left 
the lead horses behind a kopje on the 
left and started climbing up the one 
that we were told the Boers were be­
hind. We were in extended order with 
Mr. Borden in the centre. When we 
got among the rocks we crawled up, 
taking all the çover we could. * Sergt. 
Ryan and I were on the right flank, 
and just as we reached the top of the 
kopje I saw three Boers coming to­
wards us about forty paces away. 
They were dressed in black clothes. I 
said to Ryan, “There they are.”. We 
both fired at once, and all three drop­
ped. We dropped, too, for the bullets 
were coming pretty thick. The ambu­
lance men told me 
there were two dead Boers found just 
at this split, so I guess I am respon­
sible for one Boep. We then advanced 
about ten paces and Mr. Borden stood 
right up straight, presumably to sig­
nal another advance or to see if he 
could see the enemy. At any rate he 
was a good-target for some Boer who
