
CITY NEWS. "The great trout lakes of Kings, 
Charlotte and York have an Interna­
tional reputation because of the 
catches which foreign anglers have 
made In these waters. I have myself, 
standing on a raft, taken from one of 
the minor takes of Kings county, sliver 
trout ranging from one-hair to two 
pounds In weight until I was forced to 
cease owing to physical fatigue,"

Bis experience, he eald, had been the 
same on the lakes and brooks of the 
head waters of the Lepreaux and 
Musquash, Reports from the Nerepls 
and Qromocto lakes also exploit a con­
tinuous abundance of trout.

Spruce and Ludgate lakes, near this 
city, have been fished out.

The otianlche Is the gamest of all the 
angle flsh In this region. He had first 
found this fish in “Skiff Lake." where 
“Joe*’ Jefferson used to fish. Later 
he had recognised him In Seven Mile 
Lake, on the head waters of the Le­
preaux. This fish averages in weight 
from two and one-halt to three and 
one-half pounds.

The late John Stewart captured one 
which weighed eight pounds. While 
there is an abundance of fish in the 
waters of this part of the country, the 
facts do not justify a statement that 
large game Is equally abundant in the 
district. There are a few bears and 
some deer, but moose are scarce.

The Canaan hunting grounds were 
among the best in the province when 
game was scarce In other parts. Moose 
and caribou could always be found 
here. In the lean years when not a 
deer track was to be seen In any other 
part of blew Brunswick, good hunt­
ing was to be had on these well known 
preserves.

Moose hunting under the most favor­
able condition» was a strenuous sport, 
but In Canaan particularly does it re­
quire great physical exertion. There 
was not. the same opportunity to hunt 
In a canoe, as on the Tobique lakes. 
Canaan was a time honored resort for 
big game, because It was central and 
within easy reach. Borne of the best 
highways of the province lead to it. 
In the course of his admirable paper 
Rev, Mr. Gaynor referred to a number 
of instances where hunters had been 
attacked by moose.

A BUNCH OF YARNS.
Premier Tweedle remarked that he 

had never before heard of a well au­
thenticated Instance of a hunter being 
attacked by a moose. ■

Dr. Flnnle said he had on more than 
one occasion been attacked. Red deer 
would also attack a man. He knew 
of a ease where a buck deer had got in­
to the streets of Weetmount and at­
tacked some pedestrians, who were 
rescued by the motorman and conduc­
tor of a passing street car.

Some one remarked that the deer 
probably had heard that the grass that 
grew in the streets of that somnolent 
suburb was particularly succulent and 
resented being disturbed at his meat

D. G. Smith knew a man who was 
like George Washington In some re­
spects, yet he told Mr. Smith that on 
one occasion he was chased by a deer 
and only escaped by ascending a tree 
and drawing the tree up after him.

John Robinson, Jr., said In all his ex­
perience as a hunter he had never been 
attacked by a moose. His difficulty 
had usually been to get near enough to 
the moose to have a shot at him.

H. G. Thomas had a friend who got 
into a conflict with a buck deer and 
only escaped Injury by timely assist­
ance being rendered him. They were 
pretty savage animals when In a fight­
ing mood.

most important part to the matter, and 
it was owing to this fact that particu­
larly to the province of Quebec, the task 
of the game wardens was so arduous.

Mr. Cham­
bers referred to the large numbers of 
deer which were being exported, and 
recommended the adoption of the tag 
system, as the only way to prevent the 
wholesale slaughter of deer for export.

Mr, Chambers said that on one oc­
casion he had confiscated five hundred 
partridges.

Frank D. Shallow of the Moniteur du 
Commerce, said he would like to know 
what became of the partridges. 
Shallow looked rather deep as he ask­
ed this question. Mr. Chambers man­
aged to clear himself of the Shallow 
Insinuation that his own larder might 
have been stocked with the confiscated 
birds.

Apply, stating salary, toFREDERICTON, Feb. At the last 
meeting of the York county council 
that body decided that the new high­
way act should be given a fair trial 
before being condemned. Reports re­
ceived from different sections of the 
county are to the effect that the new 
act is not making the government any 
too popular with the electors. It is 
eald that the roads were never lnauch 
a poor condition as they are at the 
present time. Of course there are a 
few exceptions, but they are few and 
far between. On the opposite side of 
the river especially are the roads most 
impassable, the first time such a con­
dition of affairs ever existed. One re­
sident from that part of the county 
said yesterday the highway act Is kill­
ing the local administration with us, 
and they will find a great falling off 
In their votes at another election. 
Under the old act always after a storm 
the road masters of the several dis­
tricts never lost any time in calling 
out the people and having the roads 
cleared. A far different order of things 
exists this winter. There seems to be 
no one to take the lead. The breaking 
of the roads is now to the hands of a 
commissioner, who has control over 
certain sections. In St. Mary's it is 
said that the commission there ap­
pointed refuses to act, so the result 
can be imagined. A gentleman from 
Victoria county told your correspond­
ent today that the same difficulties 
were being experienced to the up river 
counties, and he added that the great 
feeling against the act will be ' more 
shown when the day of paying taxes 
arrives. An Influential supporter of 
the administration made the remark 
“that he believed the highway act 
would buet the government," and so 
it goes. It Is quite true that the big 
storms test the working of the act 
pretty severely, and people generally 
are inclined to allow for excuses, but 
even admitting difficulties they cannot 
help comparing the present with the 
past, and to doing this the new state 
of affairs suffers considerably. People 
In this country have strong feelings on 
the subject, and unless the new law is 
soon made more operative It Is prob­
able that not only the county council 
but electors generally will not delay In 
condemning the law. The road on this 
side of the river from here to Ото- 
in octo has been looked after as In 
former увага Those having the busi­
ness to charge have attended to, their 
dutiesi If the same could be said of 
all others the same complaints might 
net be heard, not at any rate until the 
tax collector came around.

NOTHING DOING IN SUNBURY.

FREDERICTON JCT„ Feb. 
Regarding the carrying out of the pro­
visions of the new Highway Act, noth­
ing whatever has been done by the 
new superintendent. All the clearing 
of roads was done by the people on 
their own Initiative, і Men who had 
wood or lumber to haul cleared the 
way themselves. Where there was 
sickness, the neighbors shovelled the 
enormous drifts for the sake of the 
sick. The superintendent is a most 
estimable man, but he was not pre­
pared for so strenuous Initiation Into 
the duties of his new Job, The people 
are yet waiting for the superintendent 
to play Some of the fine cards he has 
to bis hands. If he cannot cope with 
the next big storm, they will not be 
so non-committal. The machinery of 
the act has not been put to motion 
yet, and it Is therefore Impossible to 
64У how it will work. The people are 
waiting.

THE OLD PLAN IN VICTORIA
ANDOVER, N. B„ Feb. 2 —As yet 

ft is not' known that any superintend­
ent has been appointed under the new 
Highway Aet for this county. Conse­
quently no one has authority over the 
roads, but the recent snowstorms 
have rendered It necessary that the 
roads should be broken out, and the 
old commissioners to many districts in 
this parish have had the roads snow­
ploughed. Each district to this parish 
has been furnished with a snow plough 
under the old law, and as most every 
farmer has hauling to do, the reads 
must be broken. There Is a geod deal 
of hay, oats, potatoes and wood to be 
hauled to the stations and to the vil­
lage, and the farmers would break 
out the roads even If there was a law 
prohibiting It, but this state of things 
dees not excuse the government from 
repealing the old law and not appoint­
ing any men to nut in force the new 
law. There hae been no snow plough 
run through the village this winter, 
which makes it bad for pedestrians, 
although the sleighing is very fair.
CONDEMNED IN RESTIGOUÇHB.
CAMPBELLTQN, Feb. 2—Re high­

way aet, there Is not much to he said 
to regard to Its effect on winter roads 
to this county. We have had so little 
snow here that little difficulty is ex­
perienced to keeping roads open, so 
that the highway act can hardly have 
had a fair test in this particular. But 
as an Instance Ofrth* popularity of the 
act the following may be oltsd:

At the meeting of the county council 
recently held the highway act came in 
tor acme discussion. Several of the 
councillors were opposed to the aet and 
Were not backward to expressing them­
selves. it was moved by Co un. Bar- 
berle, seconded by Conn, Mawhtoney, 
that "the county council of the munici­
pality of Restlgowoh# does not ap­
prove of tbs highway act of IWH as it 
takqs away from the county council 
the right to expend the money collect­
ed by its officers and brings tbs coun­
cil under control of the local govern­
ment to a certain extent." The motion 
was carried on a division of seven for 
and four against. Two of the oonaoU- 
lors voting against the metSnn ha#* as* 
ceiv*4 aeeetotments wader'the ask;

The fifth annual meeting of the 
North American Fish and Game Pro­
tective Association was held Wednes­
day in the board of trade rooms.

The Hon. L. J. Tweedle, president of 
the association called the meeting to 
order. He said that he heartily wel­
comed the association to New Bruns­
wick. The formal welcome to the oRy 
was to have been given by his wor­
ship Mayor White, but owing to the 
absence of many of the members the 
address of welcome will not be given 
till today. Premier Tweedle thanked 
the association for the honor of elect­
ing him president of the association.

Many letters, of regret were read 
from prominent members all over 
the country.

During the last year only one death 
has occurred in the membership of the 
association, R. S. Dennis, of New York. 
The general membership has largely 
increased during the year Just past. 
The financial statement shows $140 on 
hand.

D. G. Smith in his report of the 
condition of affairs to New Brunswick 
referred to the hatchery on the North 
Shore, which, he said, had about 250,- 
000 fry. These were distributed largely 
during the year to the lakes and 
streams of the province. A river in 
Michigan had been filled to its utmost 
feeding capacity by artificial propaga­
tion, and he felt that It would he suc­
cessful in New Brunswick. The past 
fishing "season had been below the 
average to the Mlramlchl river, but in 
the St. John and Tobique the season 
was die best to their history.

Premier Tweedle retired at twelve 
o’clock to attend » meeting of the gov. 
ernment and Hon. A- T. Dunn took the 
chair.

Mr. Robinson, of Northumberland 
county said that heaver were becom­
ing quite plentiful In his county. He 
knew of a stream not sixty miles from 
Newcastle on which there were four­
teen homes. He described how these 
animals work. They are skilled In fell­
ing trees and If the tree la some dis­
tance from the bank they will dig a 
canal and thus float the stick to the 
house. Mr. Robinson strongly urged 
the enforcing of the laws for the pro­
tection of both fish and game. During 
the last year there had been a large 
number of sportsmen to New Bruns­
wick. He knew of 118 who had visited 
Northumberland and had taken eighty 
moose. He had letters from many of 
the leading sportsmen to the United 
States who are confident that big game 
in New Brunswick is Increasing. Mr. 
Robinson thought that a law should 
be enacted preventing the carrying of 
rifles to the woods during the close 
season.

D. G, Smith objected that many an­
glers who came derived great pleasure 
shooting and these people were very 
strict observers of the game laws. He 
thought a law to compel all who took 
rifles Into the woods to register would 
assist the officers In case the laws were 
broken.

Mr. Chambers thought rifles should 
not be carried to the woods during the 
close season.

L. B. Knight and others discussed 
the question.

Mr. Robinson also objected to the 
Importing Into this province of a new 
machine gun which he says Would 
work great havQO to the big game.

VERMONT HEARD FROM.
H. G. Thomas, ehiet of the depart­

ment of fisheries and game of Ver­
mont state, read a paper on the ques­
tion of seining by Canadian and Am­
erican fishermen in the waters of Lake 
Champlain, stating that en Dec. 6th 
last the legislature of that state had 
enacted a law forbidding seining in 
that lake as far as the Vermont waters 
were concerned. Mr. Thomas said fur­
ther that Vermont and New York state 
had appointed a commission to deal 
with this matter, 
appointed waited upon Hon. Mr. Prefon- 
taine at Ottawa, asking that the Cana­
dian government enact a similar law. 
He quoted from the proceedings of the 
morning session of jiat conference, In 
which Mr. Meigs, the member for Mis- 
slquoj, endeavored tq make it appear 
that the protection of fish and the 
stocking of the waters was of little con­
sequence.

Mr. Thomas quoted some of Mr. 
Meigs’ statements to call attention to 
the political subterfuges used to pre­
vent the representatives of Vermont 
and New York having any influence 
with the minister of marine and fish­
eries.

ANOTHER MAN FROM VERMONT.

Ex-Governor Fisk of Vermont spoke 
along similar Unes and advocated the 
re-enactment of the order to council 
Which was at one time passed by the 
Canadian government prohibiting sein­
ing to the waters of Lake Champlain, 
hut which was afterwards rescinded.

Dr. John T. Flnnle and B. T. D. 
Chambers were appointed a committee 
to draft a strong resolution to be pre­
sented to the minister of marine and 
fisheries requesting that a similar or­
der to council be again enacted ,

The following gentlemen were ap­
pointed a committee to determine 
where the next meeting of th* associa­
tion should be held and to nominate 
the nominate the officers for the ensu­
ing year: Hon. A T. Dunn, D. G. 
Smith, Dr. Flnnle, H. R. Charlton, ex- 
Gev. Fisk, G. H. Richards, R. E. 
Plumb, Premier Tweedle and И. T. D. 
Chambers, the two latter ex-officio.

The nominating and location com­
mittee met at the Royal Hotel last 
evening to prepare a list of officers for 
the ensuing year and decide upon the 
next place of meeting. The committee 
will report to the association as a 
whole this morning.

Dr, John T. Finale read a valuable 
paper on Forest Protection and its 
Bearing Upon $Seh and Game Protec­
tion. He referred to the vast amount 
of damage done to the game Interests 
by forest fires, which are often caused 
by hunters carelessly dropping lighted 
cigar* or cigarettes or hot pipe ashes. 
Groat conflagrations are often started 
to tbla manner. Fire wardens are 
necessary for the adequate protection 
of our forests and game interests. Five 
has done Immeasurably more damage 
than the woodman's axe to the forests.

Dr. Flnnle gave some figures show­
ing the lose by forest fires to the prov­
inces of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, 
Ontario and Quebec. In New Bruns­
wick during the year 1903 180,000,000 
feet of timber was burned, to addition 
to the wiping out of a village, and 
large losses of private property. The 
productiveness of the soil is also 
greatly interfered with- People do not 
seem to fully realize the bearing that 
fire protection has on game preserva­
tion. f

The secretary read a paper written 
by L. O. Armstrong of Montreal, en­
titled, “How best to form public opln-x 
ion as to the need of flsh and game 
protective laws.”

Mr. Armstrong was greatly impress­
ed with the necessity of educating 
public opinion upon the policy which 
the association was advocating. The 
voter was the man to get at. He 
should be reached by letters to the 
local press, supplemented by talks in 
school houses and other centres to the 
districts where the poaching and In­
discriminate slaughter of fish and 
game Is most generally practised.

Mr, Armstrong thought that the rail­
ways would provide free transporta­
tion for a lecturer to visit the dis­
tricts where education was particular­
ly necessary, to order to shew the peo­
ple that It was In their Interests that 
poaching should be stopped.

Mr. Armstrong also gave the guides 
some good advice on the way to treat 
the ladite and gentlemen who employ­
ed them.
