ANOTHER STRIKE

ORDERED IN RUSSIA|

But There is Not as Much Enthusiasm
as Formerly.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov, 17, 2.25 a.
m.—Though the industrial tie-up in
St. Petersburg yesterday was even
more cemplete than it was Wednes-
day, and though no break has been
manifested in the ranks of the work-
men and strikes have broken out at
Moscow and Reval, the most import-
{ ant feature of yesterday’s develop-
ments was the failure of the walkout
to spread generally outside of, the cap-
{ital. The movement apparently lacks
the spontaneity and ceontagiousness of
the last great strike, which broke out
at Moscow, and despatches received
from the industrial centres of Russia
up to this hour show little inclination
on the part of the workmen to take
up the cudgels in behalf of Poland.

ODESSA, Nov. 16.—The workmen’s
organization today proclaimed a gen-
eral strike to begin Nov. 20.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 16.—The
council- of workmen’s delegates to-
night resolved to continue the strike
indefinitely.

Progress at King's Under
Presidedt Hannah.

Donations of at Least $120,000 to

be Made at Some Time in

HALIFAX, Nov. 16.—At this morn-
ing’s meeting of the board of governors
of King’s College, President Hannah
stated that he had, on coming 'to the
college,; set earnestly to work and tried
honestly to make of it a full and ab-
solute university. That had been the
idea which he had always in view, but

after acguainting himself with the con-
ditions in these provinces, and having
put forth every possible effort to real-
ize his ideal, he had reached the con-
clusion that federation was the only
solution of the problem. He had sought
to arrange for a divinity course at
Windsor, an arts course in New Bruns-
wick, and an engineering course at
Sydney. He proceeded to enumerate
what obstacles were in the way, and
stated that he was of the opinion that
the college cannot be made an absolute
university under existing conditions. As
to the school of engineering, it was do-
ing work which must be done by some-
body, and was not duplicating. Its fu-
ture could not be definitely prophesied.
He stood before the board, said he, as
the trustee of two great things, the in-
terests of the Church of England and
the interests of higher education. The
question was, should the interests of
a little college be made to dominate
these?

Rev. Canon Crawford asserted that
sh far as the board was concerned,
amalgamation was a dead issue. Dr.
Harnah had accepted the presidency,
and after one short year had become
disheartened. The question of amalga-
metion had been settled before Dr.
Hannah arrived. The board, he believ-
ed, would not consider the question. Dr.
Hannah had - been very enthusiastic
about the school of engineering and

Canon wierd) had
stippose it t’és enth\!gi?sm was due
to his confldence in the good which
would be done to King’s. It now ap-
peared that King’s was the secondary
interest. Let a stop be put to this, and
if one must be totally sacrificed, or one
must suffer, let it be the school of en-
gineering.  Let them abandon the lat-
ter and -confilne their attention to
King's. If students were required to
go elsewhere for their arts course,
those who wished a residential course
would go. to Lennoxville or Toronto,
or somewhere else, and this would be
ruincus te King’s.

Another member of the board criti-
cized Dr. Hannah very sharply for hav-
ing, the speaker alleged, come to King's
with full knowledge of the facts and of
the attitude of the board toward amal-
gamation, and now, after. a year’s
work, -had grown discouraged and
wished thé whole question threshed out
again.

There is little doubt that the spirit
of the board is as {vigorously anti-con-
federatior, as ever it was. Dr. Hannah
is biterly criticlzed for giving out in-
terview. to the press previous to the
meeting of the board, and it is also
charged that his trip to England was
made at a time of critical moment in
the college’s life. Teo the charge that
he came to King’s fully acquainted
with the state of affairs, he is said to
have replied that this was not the case,
and he was not fully posted.

HALIFAX, N. 8., Nov. 16.—The gov-
ernors of King’s College have given out
an official report of the conclusion they
arrived at today after considering the
King’s College matter. They say no-
thing regarding President Hannah’s re-
port exeept that it was received. But
it is understood that practically it was
in“line with what has been published
as his views. It is said that he has
modified them after hearing the dis-
cussion at the meeting. The governors’
statement is as follows: The president’s
report was received and it was unani-
mously resolved.

“That this board considers that the
progress made by the college so far un-
der the presidency of Dr. Hannah is as
great as ‘could reasonably be expect-
ed, and that the success of the college
is assured #f the church people of these
provinces will give the necessury fin-
ancial aid.”

The speakers expressed profound re-
gret that the many - statements had
been made by the press would indi-
cate a change of policy on the part of
thz governors, for as a matter of fact
no such change had been contemplat-
ed, and there is a streng determination
to maintain an efﬂcient art course in
‘Windsor.

The reports of the Sydney and Glace
Bay committees were received and
found most encouraging. The labora-
tory at Glace Bay is completely equip-
ped, and from Sydney came a strong
request for an additional professor, on
account of.the increased work, which
was described in detail. A committee
was appointed to meet the views of the
Sydney people in this matter as may
seem best.

The report of the collegiate school
was in every way satisfactory. The
building is now raised to a more suit-
able and imposing site, and is equip-
ped with modern sanitary appllané%s
and an excellent drainage system.

Rev, S, Weston Jones, in speaking of
the financial outlook, enumerated with-
out, of course, mentioning names of
donators, legacies amounting in all to
$120,000, which he knew to be coming
to King’'s College at some time 1n the
future.

SHOT AT WIFE ;
KILLED HIMSELF

Believing He Had Caused
Wife’s Death

ST APOLINE, Que., Nov. 16.—Believ-
ing that he had murdered his wife,
Alexander Labrie, one of the  best
known farmers in this district, com-
mitted suicide by hanging himself in
a shed at his home here this morning.
A difference of opinion on some do-
memstic subject between Labrie and
his wife resulted in a serious quarrel
between the two. In a fit of blind
rage Labrie snatched up a loaded shot
gun which was standing in a corner
of the kitchen and aiming it at his
wife, pulled the trigger. With a piere-
ing shriek Mrs. Labrie fell wuncon-
scious, and when the smoke cleared
away Labrie saw the form of his wife
lying stretched out, apparently life-
less, on the floor. Believing that the
woman was dead and that he was her
murderer, Labrie went to a shed in
the rear of the house and hanged him-
self to one of the beams by a piece of
rope.

A fewminutes ]ater a neighbor drove
up to the house and entering the
kitchen found Mrs. Labrie unconscious
on the floor. She was uninjured and
soon recovered consciousness. She
had fainted when her husband had
pointed the gun at her, and the charge
had passed close to her head, but had
missed her entirely. When the woman
was sufficiently recovered a search
was made for . Labrie. His lifeless
body was found-a few minutes later
hanging by a rope to one of the rafters
of the shed.

Mayoralty of Boston.

BOSTON, Mass.,, Nov. 16.—At the
Joint primaries held today throughgut
the city for the choice of candidates

for mayor and other municipal offices,
Former Congressman John F. Fitzger-
ald received the democratic nomination
over City Clerk Edward J, Donovan,
by a plurality of 3,916 votes, while
Louis A. Frothingham, speaker of the
Massachusetts house of representatives,
was the choice of the republicans by
a plurality of 275 over Judge Henry S.
Dewey.

The first returns from city hall,
where the votes were counted, and the
last extras of all the papers gave the
republican nomination to Judge Dewey
by a plurality of 38 votes. Crowds
waited about the bulletin boards until
the announcements were made and
went home with the impression that
Fitzgerald and Dewey were the win-
ners. Shortly before midnight; how-
ever, an error in the count was discov-
ered by the election commissioners, and
the correction gave the nomination to
Speaker Frothingham ‘by 275.

Mr. Frothingham is 368 years of age
and a practicing attorney. He is a
graduate of Harvard and was captain
of the baseball team. He served with
the ‘Massachusetts naval brigade  in
the Spanish war and has been speaker
of the house of representatives the
past two years. He is a member of the
University Club and the Country Club
of Brookline..

The corrected republican returns
gave Frothingham 9,987 votes; Dewey,
9,712, and Senator E. B. Callender,
1,679.

Ritchie, a trustee and creditor; Miss
Annie Norris, a creditor, and Ora P.
King, a trustee; and 'W. Watson Allen,
K. C., represented Darling & Co, of
Toronto, creditors. Mr.  Keith’'s ac-
counts showed receipts amounting .to
$1,444.61, and expenditures up to date
of $347.68, The claims paid against the
estate amount to $3,296.43, Of this sum
$2,144 is covered by the claim of Ben-
nett, an Amherst creditor.

McGURDY GUTS
HIS OWN SALARY.

He Will Be Satisfied With
a Miserable $75.000

g
Qutlines a Policy of Retrenchment in
Management of the Mutual
Life.

P
NBEW YORK, Nov. 16.—At a special

meeting of the board of trustees of the
Mutual Life Insurdnce Company in this
city today, at which a preliminary re-
port of the recently appointed special
investigation committee was submit-
ted, President Richard A. McCurdy
caused a stir by announcing that at
his own request his salary had been
cut in half from §$150,000 to $75,000 &
year. This action was taken at a meet-
ing of the finance committee, and Mr.
McCurdy said it was the first step in
reducing the expenses of the company.
Salaries of the other executive officers
of the company also have been re-
duced, the saving amounting in all to
between $145,000 and $150,000 per an-
num.

Mr. McCurdy’s statement to the dir-
ectors preceded the submission of the
investigating committee’s first report.
This committee; which was named to
examine into the affairs of the com-
pany, made a significant request for a
broadening of its powers, and recom-
mended changes in practices by ' the
company “which on their very face are
loose, unsound and open to eriti-
cism.” i

The committee recommended that
pending its further inquiry, the execu-
tive officers adopt immediately a policy
of retrenchment,

The preliminary report was adopted,
together with the resolution increasing
the powers of the committee in contin-
uing its investigation. The directors
ordered that full publicity be given to
the report as well as to the statement
made by President McCurdy,

President McCurdy in his address to

Ahe trustees, outlined, & nilley of T
il €Y.

trenchment the “offfcers h aﬂ
decided. He declared he did not know
what was contained in the report of
the special investigating committee and
he did not desire to forestall anything
the committee might do for he would
abide by its decision. Mr, McCurdy
said that during the forty-five years
he had been in the service of the Mu-
tual the company had grown until it
stands wuprivalled for the magnitude
of its assets. 'Whatever criticism may
have been made of features of its ad-
ministration he declared:the fact re-
mains that no policy holder of the com-
pany need ever entertain the shadow
of a doubt that his policy, with all ac-
cretions, will be paid in full-when due.
Mr, McCurdy said the merit in the
company’s upbuilding was mot his
alone. All the officers had labored to-
gether. ’

Mr. McCurdy said he was aware that
the management had been subject to
severe criticism and that the com-
pany’s business had suffered to a great
extent.

“7 am far from admitting,” he said,
“that all criticism which has been made
is unjust or deserved, but on the other
hand I am not so blind as not to know
that a public opinion unfavorable to the
administration has been ‘created and
that its persistence must continue to
work harm to the business of the com-
pany.”

The prineipal reform demanded was
the reduction of the cost of insurance.
He had set an example’ in retrench-
ment by asking that his salary be cut
in half. Commission agencies will be
changed to a salary basis and legisr
lative expenses will be done away
with, policy holders’ protective com-
mittees taking the places of salaried
legal agents. President McCurdy’s
plans call for a reduction of expenses
in every branch of the business. In
conclusion he said:

“Of one thing I feel certain, that no
officer or trustee of this company has
made any unlawful profit out of his
office.”

Preliminary Examination Gontinued in Police Gourt
Wednesday, But Has Not Yet Been Finished.

The preliminary examination of Fred
Northrup, charged with the death of
Charles O’Regan, was resumed Wednes-
day afternoon before Police Magistrate
Ritchie in the police court.

his counsel, A. 'W. Macrae.

DR. J. W. DANIEL.

Dr. J. W. Daniel was the first wit-
ness sworn: I arrived at the Queen’s:
rink shortly after ten o’clock on the
evening of the 30th, in response to a
summons from a brother of the de-|
ceased. The young man was dead
when I arrived. I examined the body |
carefully the next day, when Dr, Bent- : i
ley and I made a post-mortem examin- ]
ation. When the upper half of the!
skull was removed considerable bulg- |
ing of the dura mater was visible.
When that was divided a large quan-
tity of venous blood escaped. The effu- |
sion of blood was the only evidence of
injury to the brain. The other organs
of the body, including the heart and
lungs, were found to be in-a pretty
healthy condition. There was a small
soft clot in the right ventricle of the
heart which probably formed during
the last moments of life. The clot was
of recent formation. Compression of
brain caused by the effusion of blood
was, in my opinion, the cause of death.
A blow on the chin or other violence
applied to the head might have pro-
duced the injury which caused the effu-
sion. O’Regan’s staggering might have
been due to concussion of the brain, or
to the paralytic effect resulting from
compression. In the case of the de-
ceased the effusion of blood was, very
profuse and was sufficient to put out
of action all the merve centres. It
would have been impossible for the de-
ceased to have had the effusion found
previous to entering the ring. Had
such been the case he could not have
fought as he is described as havms
done for six rounds.

Cross-examined by A. W. Macrae, the
witness said that the effusion he
thought could not have existed pre-
vious to the young man going into the
ring.  Had the effusion axlstod only
the tongue ;or the olfactory nerves’
raight . affected.

Cross-examined by Mr. Macrae—If a
man fell down from a sufficient height
on his feet, the effusion might resuilt.

OTTAWA, Ont., Nov. 16.—The follow-
ing appears in the last general orders
issued by the militia department: War-
rant officers after attaining the age of
fifty-five years, and staff N. C. O.'s
that of fifty, or on completion of
twenty-four years’ service, are not to
be enlisted or re-engaged, unless by
special authority of the militia coun-
eil. Any non-commissioned officer or
man belonging to the imperial army,
or to reserves, whose enlistment in the
Canadian permanent force has- been
authorized, will be allowed to reckon
his former service with colors, but not
on reserve, towards the higher rate of
pay per diem and pension. Command-
ing officers are required to call upon
all provisional officers who have not
qualified in accordance ~with para- |
graph 4, king's regulations and orders
for militia, 1904, to state their reasons
why their names shou&l not be remov-
ed from the list ot omceh ‘of the active
militia.
