Scarcely any paténts were taken out by
the younger Brunel, but theerratic genius
of his father igienriosly shpwn by the list
of his inventions. I'hey rédlare 1o all kinds’
of subjects, We find an invention for cut-
ting mortices in Blocks, another for some
process relation to the manufacture of
muslin, ther one for sawing machinery,

STEPHENSON AND BRUNEL.
The cuincidence of their deaths is the
trivial circametances which induces us to
consider the lives of Stephenson and Bru-
nel in their relations to each other as well

as to the world, but the comparison is
suggestive in itpelf. Startibg in life with
names that had already bbéimade widely
known, they soon distanced all competit-
ors in the pursuit of fame, and the profes-
sional career of each has ended in the full
blaze of celebrity. Because they were
both ergineers, and famous, it has been
thought they mnst necessarily be rivals;
and injudicious attempts hiave been made
{0 estahlish the pre-eminence now of one
snow of the other, though their paths in
life were so distinct that only during “the
Yuttle of the ganges "’ were their interests
in any way opposed. The circumatanses
under which the professional life of ench
was hegun are eurisusly suggestive of the
carcers apening before them,

PBrunel was cnghgen in actively superin-
tending the construetion of an engineering
work, the dificulties of which wonld lLiave
heen impossibilities to any man hut his
father and himself; and after a prolonged
strufrele agninst obatacles all but ineur-
moantable in the Themes Tunnel, ha esso -
ciated his name with sn achievement of
world wide fame, which remained as a
monument to science but a warning to
capitalists. Stepl.enson at the same time
was steadily workingin his father’s factéry
at Nowenstle, and tairly epgaged in his
great life-long task of perfecting locomn-
tive engines. Fnch mah was imbihing the
pmﬂinr genius of hisfather, Brunel moul-
ding his own character apon that of the
giftad and vereatile Sir Isamberd, Steplien
son insensibly acquiring that patient, un-
