He eaye: .“It doe# net follow that 
as an inevitable consequence of be­
coming a more democratic govern­
ment Germany would become a more 
peaceful one...Some time in the fu­
ture the conceivable severity of terme 
upon which It would be essential to 
Insist so long as the present. regime 
endures might be to some extent mltl- 
gatd If a complete change of princi­
ples and personalities were effected 
without indulging any Utopian vision.

“As to the Inauguration of an era 
of universal prolonged peace we may 
resolve effectively to draw the teeth 
of that country which for half a cen­
tury has persistently proved a me­
nace to Europe, and whose main 
characteristic was 
by Mirabeau when 
the natural industry of Prussia/ Fur­
ther, when peace cornea we may ab­
stain as far as possible from making 
any arrangements calculated to lay 
seeds of future war.”

“Slnce Thursday, Sept. 10, the 
British army made steady prog­
ress in Its endeavor to drive back 
the enemy, in co-operation with 
the French.

“On Friday, Sept. 11, but little 
opposition was met with along 
any part of our front, and the di­
rection of the advance was, for 
the purpose gf co-operating 
our allies, turned slightly to the 
northeast.

By 
nightfall our forces had reached 
a line north of the Ourcq, ex­
tending from Uulchy-Le-Chateau 
to Longpont.

“On this day there was also a 
general advance of the French 
along there whole line which end­
ed in a substantial success, in 
one portion of the field Duke Alb­
recht of Wuertemburg’s army be­
ing driven back across the Saulx, 
and elsewhere the whole of the 
corps artillery of a German corps 
being captured.

At the very moment when 
Mr. Carnegie was softly combating the 
American protest the King of Eng­
land was writing the King of the Bel­
gians in scathing denunciation of the 
outrage perpetrated by the German 
aviator who threw bombs on the royal 
residence in Antwerp housing the 
queen and her children. We saw the 
same outrage repeated continually 
against Paris.

“However, the word of the great 
pacificist of The Hague—alas! how 
distant; those times are dead!—has 
been heard in Berlin by his Imperial 
pacificist colleague. Coming from 
such a personage it was necessary to 
reply to the invitation to speak.

ENEMY REINFORCED AND IN STRONG POSITION.

The Germans, who a fortnight ago had to abandon their 
first swift endeavor to destroy the armies of France and Great 
{Britain and capture Paris, have now fortified themselves on 
fthe mountains north of the River Aisne, through the plains of 
«Champagne and in the Argonne Mountains through which the 
'Meuse flows. They are in stronger positions than they were 
for the battle of the Marné and have been strongly reinforc­
ed with fresh troops from the north and east. They have at­
tempted some counter attacks against Hie allied troops, 
(Which flushed with victory have been trying to prevent them 
•from entrenching themselves.

According to English and French reports, these attacks 
l have been repulsed and the Germans compelled to give way 

at certain points.
It would appear that the western wings of the two arm- 

ties, the German right and the allies left, are again to bear a 
heavy part in the fighting. Upon the armies of Gen. Von 
Kluck and Gen. Von Buelow depends the safety of the rest of

Tokio, Sept 17, 9.69 p.m.—A nota­
ble demonstration of friendship to­
ward the United States was made to­
night at a dinner given by the Jap­
anese association, which was attend­
ed, among others, by Takaaki Kato, 
the Japanese foreign minister, and 
Geo.

No Attempt Made to Defend 

Town—Jews Most Terrified

London, Sept. 18, 2.12 a. m.—Ant ac­
count of the capture of Lemburg as 
given by an English engineer who 
had juat arrived In Petrograd from 
Lemberg, is contained in a despatch 
to the Central News from Its Petro­
grad correspondent:

“Panic broke out In the city on the 
approach of the Russian army," the 
engineer is quoted as saying. The 
entire Austrian administration fled 
precipitately. No defence of the town 
was attempted. The Russians gave 
the demoralized Austrian military au­
thorities three days in which to 
evacute the city.

“On the third day, as the appointed 
time approached, Russian scout aero­
planes appeared over the city, watch­
ing for the departure of the Austrians.

When the Austrians failed to leave 
the Russians made a show of opening 
a bombardment. Although no shells 
actually fell in Lemberg, the cannon­
ading terrified the citizens, of whom 
35,000 bolted into the 
country.

“The large Jewish community was 
particularly alarmed, owing 
stories which had been printed in 
Austrian newspapers. Bankers emp­
tied their vaults and made their es­
cape with the money. Nobody was al­
lowed to leave for Vienna, by train 
unless they deposited 5,000 kronen at 
the railway station to show their abili­
ty. to meet the enormous increased 
expense of living in the capital. A de­
posit of 1,000 kronen was required for 
a trip to Budapest

"Among -the pitiful sights in Lem­
berg were numerous Austrian soldiers 
begging in the streets for bread. 
Many of them were seriously wound­
ed. Other Austrian soldiers were 
seen carrying their uniforms under 
their arms in bundles, which they 
declared they were about to burn.

"The utter disorganization of the 
Austrian military administration is 
very evident. The army proved itself 
an unwilling mass of men, of which 
large numbers were delighted to 
throw down their arms to the Rus­
sians.

"The Russian army entered Lem­
berg in splendid condition, and attend­
ed by an enormous provision train.

"Exemplary order *ae Immediately 
established under Russian control."

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DISASTER TO GERMAN ftEET IN 
BALTIC; ONE ELOTIllA MISTOOK

London, Sept. 18, 2.50 a. m.—Telegraphing to the 

Times its Petrograd correspondent says:
“Reports of disaster to the German fleet in the 

Baltic have been confirmed by despatches received here 
which declare that German warships fired upon each 
other. All rumors of engagements with the Russian 
fleet in the Baltic, however, are untrue.

“The information reaching Petrograd is that a nu­
merous flotilla, attended by cruisers, while engaged in 
hunting down passenger steamers, mistook their own 
for the enemy’s ships and engaged in a lively battle. 
The number of vessels crippled is unknown, but several 
cruisers entered Kiel badly mauled and riddled and car­
rying many wounded.”
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
