Sir,—In his second letter, which appear-
ed in Saturday’s Telegraph, Dr. Armitage
throws the blame of suspending union
negotiations with the Church of England
upon the Presbyterians, His statement
regarding the understanding that next
meeting of the conference would be call-
ed by the Presbyterian representatives 8
quite new to me. In any case the matter
is a personal one with them, the church
as a whole has never shown any reluctance
to presecute the union movement, Per-
haps, however, the parties referred to
came to the conclusion that no satisfactory
results would be arrived at until details
could be grappled with and the movement
was not sufficiently advanced for that.
