llor_lsld Impulse.

Dr. Wm. A. Hammond read an inter
esting paper Thursday night before the
me:nbers of the New York Medico-Legal
Association on “Morbid Impulse,’ that
strange psychic force whick imp-lls men
to the commission of erime¢ when there
woudu appear to be no possible reasom
for it. The theme was ably handled, and
t'ie essay was so little burdened with
t chnical nomenclature as to be perfectly
iutelligible in all its parts to the most un-
sophisticated of the Doctor's auditors.

The lecturer instanced as a singular
iHustration of the effect of the morbid
impulse the case recently reported in Zhe
Sun of a man who, while in his garden
with his litile daughter, felt 2 sudden and
alinost irresistible impulse to murder her
with his spade. The afilicted father
wrote to the doetor giving in detail all his
symptoms, and begging for advice. The
reply was: ¢ Keep the morbid impulse
under the control of your will. If you

i{ do pot, and should allow it ‘to influence

you, ‘you will be gufity of murder.” The
man was in e l§ery way healthy, and this
singular desird to kill his favorite child
was conquered by theé exercise of the
will. “Another of the doctor's patients,
who was impelled to injure those near
him, confessed, on examination, that he
did so under an irresistible impulse ; that
he was only for the time in such condition
mentally that he took pleasure in doing
harm to others. Not long ago a young
man of good family became the victim of
a singular impulse. He could not resist
the temptation to attack women in the
street, throw them down, and take their
shoes from their féeet:; When he was ar-
rested and his trunks were examined
they were found to be full of shoes of all
sizes and ,qualities. When asked what
veason he had for his conduct he could
only answer that he acted under an im-
pulse that hie could ot resist. The young
man was of irreproachable character,a
was teken with this infat,uatlon at & mo-
ment’s notice.

man’s son at school'who developed sud-
denly an uncontroliable impulse to steal
sheets and blankets. Except for this pe-
calidrity the boy was held in the highest
estimation. In 1824, a well known citi-
zen of a French city killed two children
in the woods in the presence of their
mother. When placed in jail he attempt-
ed to kill his fellow prisoners and to burn
the jail. After a carefully-conducted trial
he was found guilty of murder and exe-
cuted: The plea of insanity had been
entered in his defence, but it was entire-
ly disregarded. = Many other cases were
cited from the jurispradence of Franc:,
showing the force of habit in causing
men to repeat certain crimes. One¢ wo-
man,-known as a good, kind-hearted mo-
ther and neighbor, murdered twent)=
eight persons by poison before beéing de
tected; another had killed fiftcen. In
neluher case was any reason assigned.
‘The murderers were actuated by an im-
pulse which had become a part of their
physical being.

He was only 14 years
old when arrested, yet hc had maimed a

When'asked why e had killed the child
he answered that he did not know.
“What should be done with you?” was
asked. I ought to be put where I can’t
do such things”—an answer it. would be
well for tender-hearted jurors to coun-
sider.

The lecturer cited a great many other
instairces of the singular influence of this
morbid impulse to do wron¥ He attri-
buted the strange actions of this class of
people to various ‘causess Epidemics of
suicide and murder were perhaps as much
produced by the desire of imitation as by
anything else. One of his former fellow-
students recently committed suicide by
severing the femoral artery, a method al-
most unheard of. Within two weeks two
other men killed themselves in the same
way. One of these was Horace Wells,
the discoverer of angsthetics.

In closing, the Doctor laid it down as
essential that certain monomaniacs
should be permanently restrained; that
those who act under an unconcrollnblc
impulse for pleasure, like Pomeroy,
should be treated just as sane criminals
are; for if we excuse crime on the score
of morbld impulse we shall soon find
courts unnecessary. The plea of “mor-

{ bid impulse” should be entirely disregard-

ed by the jury.

The Bold California Brigand.

The capture of the famous brigand Ti-
burcio Vasquez, whose bold and lawless
gang has long spread terror over South-
ern California, is a subject for intense
gratification there. On more than one
occasion Vasquez and four or five of his
men dashed into small villages, robbed
the stores and dwellings, stripped the
citizens of their watches, jewelry and
money, and then rode leisurely away,
carrying their beoty. Such was the re-
putation of the leader of the bandits for
desperate bravery and bloody ferocity
that the villagers chose rather to submit
to his robberies than to run the risk of
attacking him. His exploits final'y be-
came so numerous that Governor
Booth offered $8,000 for the capture of
Vasquezalive and $6000 for Vasquez dead,
and inspired by the hope ot obtaining this
reward a party, consisting of Shcnﬁ'
Mitchell, of Los Angelos, and six men,
all well armed and well mounted, set out
to capture the bandit. They learned that
Vasques was secreted in the heuse of a
Mexican, in the Cajunga Range, and
arriving within a hundred yards of the
house the men plunged into the dense
mustard thicket which surrounded it.
Those in front soon reached the front
door, which they battered down. Vas-
quez was within, but, ever on the alert,
he jumped out of anarrow window. As
he touched the ground and started for the
grove he was brought down by a shot,
and in a moment was surrounded by
others of the party. Desperately wound-
ed as he was, he did not for a moment
lose his coolness, but smilingly saluted
bis eaptors, and in his broken Euglish
sald, “You are good men. I ought not
try to escape.” He was wounded in the
head and leg, but not mortally, and was
