‘Age of majority down

The lowering of the age of
majority and an increase in
student loan allotments headed
up Tuesday’s Speech from the
Throne, delivered by Lieutenant
Governor Hedard Robichaud in
the Legislature.

The most important item
mentioned was the announce-
ment that the government in-
tends to lower the age of ma-
jority to 19. This means that
persons will have full legal rights
as soon as they become 19.

The maximum ceiling of fi-
nancial assistance of loans and
bursaries available to students
at the post secondary level
has been raised to $2,100 from
$1,700.

In giving out these bursaries
and loans the provinces are
bound by the federal formula
and don’t have any jurisdiction
