Bo far, The Planet has said noth-
ing ooncerning the matter, except in
its mews columns, bat this journal
believes that the Council.should very
varefully and lLonestly look into all
of the proposals, use the best judg-
ment in passing upon them and pro-
ceed with the work.

The whole question in the minds
of the members of our Council should
be: What bailding will best serve
the oity’s interests and will result
in the minimam expenditure and
maximum revenue f :

Let the aldermen simply solve that
problem Jjustly and honestly and then
wroceed. Thus—and thus only—will
they do justice to themselves and
those they represent.

The proposal in the letter of
Messrs. Wilson & Son, which appear-
ed in Saturday’s issue, to appoint ex-
perts and practical men engaged in
the building trade to go over ‘the
plans, estimates and proposals with
the Council, will meet with public
favor. There has been manifest dis-
matisfaction with the procedure
heretofore adopted, and the differ-
ences of opinion have occasioned
much unfavorable discussion.

To thus secure experts, to obtain
their decision and to abide by it, will
surely solve the problem in the only
proper way. It is a plan that is fair
to all parties and one that will give
matisfaction and the best results to
the peoplé who foot the bills.

true it would simply mean that o -f"}'
of the props on which the Govern-
ment depended, was the liquor traffie,
for it is clear that if the Government
had not depended on such a prop the
Government could not suffer from its
withdrawal. The contention, there-
fore, whether true or otherwise, is
practically an' admission that while
the Government was posing as the
origingl and only genuine friend of
temperance, jt was depending for its
existence in a large measure on the
liquor traffic. It may be taken for
wgranted that the liquor support was
not given for nothing. There may
®o a good deal of liquor in politics,
but there is very little politics in the
figquor business. There, business is
business, and politics is business; and
if the liguor interests supported the
Government it was, presumably, for
caase. But what evidence is there
that the lignor vote was transferred
40 Mr. Whitney? The Wine and
Bpirit Gazette, the organ of the li-
quor traffic, assured its readers in
the last issue before the election that
the interests of the traffic were
equally safe in the hands of either
political party for the next parlia-
mentary term, and that the liquor
people were free to vote as they
wished. No doubt many men in the
‘quuor business foresaw the result of
the election, just as many others
‘foresaw it, and made haste to get on
the safe side; but that there was a
general movement of the ligaor fore-
es in support of Mr. Whitney, or that
there was any special reason for such
a movement, other than the pros-
pects of a Whitney vietory, is open
1o dispate.
