“For the apger of man worketh not the
justice of God.”—Epistc of the Day.

Brethren, these words are an echo of the
Wise Man of old. A soft answer turneth
sway wrath.” Tarnicg away wrath, and
indeed every other sin, 18 God’s work of
justice or righteousnese, and man’s anger
1s not fitted to do it Wrath does not
destroy wrath, nor is it calculated to
destroy any other evil, unless 1t be divine.
The fear of the wrath of G d s good,
but the fear of the wrath of man {s the
mean vice we call human respect, I eay
thls because there are many persons,
fathers and mothers of familles in particu.
lar, who would make eouls better by in
epltiog them with fear — by showlng
apger,

We know that a kindly manner is &
better mesns of correction than a harsh
cne, because it 1s God’s way. God em
ployes fear In converticg slnners, to be
eure, but not 8o much as love, nor does
His fear hold out t0 well as His love when
there is question of perseverance, and,
fiaally, as love on our part {s necessary to
forgivenees, so Gad's love s the supreme
and essential instrument in saving sinners’
souls. You may object that God pun-
{shes sionerain hell, and that, certalnly, 1s
the prison of the divine wrath, True,
But more men are saved from hell by the
loving patlence of God than by the
terrors of His justice. Take an example
from our Lord: throughout the whole
course of His life He showed anger only
towards those who themselves lacked
kindpees, The Pharisezs, hypocrites as
they were, were lashed by our Lord, because
they were hard, vitiless and censorious.
The rich glatton, Dives, {s buried in hell
because he shut his heert agalnst thedying
beggar at his door. But the harlot Mag-
dalen s converted and eaved by our
Saviour’s kind looks and encouraging
words, Even Judas himself would have
kad fal! pardon if he had not neglected
the patlent, gentle reproach of the most
loving of Masters. Oar Lord’s way with
slnpers 1s the best. He may have eald
severe things to rinners, but before He
dismiseed them He gave them homey to
eat, to take cff the bitter taste of Hls re-
proachee,

Bat it {s not enough to say that *the
apger of man worketh not the justice of
God ;" it worketh the malice of Satan and
of hell. “Provoks mot your children to
wrath,”” eays the Apostle. Angry worde
make men angry, and {nstead of produc-
ipg virtue breed vice. I know ot hardly
anything more miserable than the fate of
a boy or girl doomed to grow up in the
heme of a scolding mother or a bad-
tempered father. Take an example from
the body. Children fed on unwholesome
food have defective digestion, that is to
say, bad food in early life hinders the
good effect of good food 1a later life, So
with the human soul ; as bad food makes
& Weak stomach, in llke manner scolding
and threatening snd quarrellinpg make a
weak character—timid snd sly and hypo-
critical, or just as bad—vlolent, abusive,
profane.

We sometimes hear a scoldlng psrent
tay of wayward children, “they make me
curse,” Take care; If they make you
curse now It {8 your own fault, and the
chances are that they will make you burn
hereafter, :

In conclusion, brethren, let us al',
whether we exezcise authotity or live in
intercourse with our equals, be kindly in
our mapner, mild and considerate in our
language, patient with others’ faults,
trusting more to persuasion and to affec-
ition than to authority, bearing in mind
at “the anger of man worketh not the

OUR BOYS AND GIRLS.

A mother’s love? Look Into those dear
eyee, listen to that loved veice, notice the
feeling of even a elngle touch of that
gentls haud!

Animated by that grand thought, he
stitched away ltke a hero, determined to
do his bumble work well, for the sake of
others. From that time on he ennobled
his calling, as every one may do who has
the spirit of the Master, whose life bas
made our lives worth living.
