Shake the phial,
when, if the most minute portion of copper is
present, the liquid will assume a fine blue color.

Tre IcE-HOUSE.—A gentleman informed us
that, upon building an ice-house, he was recom-
mended by some to build it above, and by
others, under ground. He tried both methods,
securely and firmly packing the ice in straw.
The ice in the above-ground house had been
used, and it had melted, until there was none
left by the first of July; in the under-ground
house, it lasted until the middle of August.
Thinking that the thickness of sawdust was
not sufficient, and that the heat from the bottom
caused, it to melt, he again filled it with sawdust,
and put down a double floor, lining that also.

How Canada Prize Butter was
Made.

The winner of the silver medal for the best
butter shown in the Provineial Exhibition, at
Hamilton, Canada West, give the process of mak-
ing it as follows :—My dairy “consists of eight
cows, which are milked regularly twiceaday. I
use earthenware pans, which are scalded with
hot water and then cooled with cold every time
they are used. I let my milk stand forty-eight
hours ; I stir my cream every morning, churn
twice a week, and use a box churn. I bring my
cream out of the cellar over night and letit stand
till the temperature is about 60 deg. then it gen-

‘mny takes from forty to sixty minutes chum-

ing. When the globules begin to break, I puta
little cold water in the cream, and continue to do
[ as until the cream is well gathered. I have my
butter tray well scalded with boiling water, then
take the butter out of the churn with a wooden
ladle, und first work out the butter-milk ; second-
ly, wash it well with clear cold water, and thirdly
! T work in the salt in the proportien of one pound

of salt to twenty pounds of butter; after which I
wash it again with cold water and let it stand in
the butter tray in the cellar till evening, and then
| wash it‘aguin and leave it till morning; then
work out all the water possible. It is then ready
to packin a firkin. - The maaner in which I pre-
pare the firkin for use is as follows :—1I first put
a handful of salt and one of bran into the firkin,
and also one pail of scalding water and cover it
for'an hour, after which I empty it and fill it with
cold water and let it stand a day, and then empty
