1Paris, April.— The evolution of the 
use of gas shells has taken surprising 
form in the present battle. One new 
method is to fire heavy slowly dispers­
ing gases along charted lanes against 
the enemy, filling in the alternative 
spaces with quickly dissipating posion 
fumes. Storming attacks are then 
made by troops who charge when a 
sufficient interval of time has been 
given for the light gases to rise.

The British gunners at one part of 
the line threw shells charged simply 
with a stinking composition. The 
Germans after a few1 hours discovered 
that this was non-poisonous and be­
gan laying aside their masks. After 
these shells had been fired for another 
twelve hours there was a sudden 
change to poison gases. About 2000 
Germans were caught without their 
masks and suffocated.

Ï Geneva, May 4—The German mil­

itary au horities are sending direct 
to the front lines all youths from the 
Reserve Depot in Alsace-Loraine, ac­
cording to an Alsatian chemist, who 
has just arrived here from Mulhaus- 
em. The chemist alredy has lost four 
sons, the latest, aged eighteen, hav­
ing been kild at Locre, in the Fland­
ers battle. “The Germans are em­
ploying their last reserves,” said the 
Alsatian, “Especially the soldiers from 
Alsace-Loraine. It is the German 
manner of settling the question of the 
two provinces. If a referendum is 
taken, after the war, only a few Al­
satian electors will be left.”
