themselves and to. handle their own
goods around by the way of St. Mi-
chaels. In this way they can take the
goods in at a rate of something like $40
per ton, which gives them a tremen-
dous advantage over the traders who
take their goods in over the railway
line and pay $125 per ton for every
shipment delivered in Dawson. Staples
are being sold so'cheaply that there is
absolutely no profit, and in many cases
there is a loss.
