for P Pleads
in their Behalf--Mr. Osler Replies
on Behalf of the Crown—The
Jury Take Over Four
Hours to Decide.

St. Thomas, March 16.—At eight o’clock
yesterday morning, or one hour and a
half before opening of court; the space
in front of each entrance door to the court
house was crowded with a large number
of excited men, women and children,
struggling to obtain an entrance to hear
tho addresses of counsel for the defence
and Crown and the judge’s charge to the
jury.

When the outer doors were opened a
scene was witnessed which does little
credit to any civilized community, women
and children mingling with the men in
their frantic efforts to reach the court
room.

Directly the prisoners were placed in
the dock they were surrounded by a group
of rolatives and intimate friends, prinei-
pally women; and dressed in black, and
all weeping profusely. Both prisoners
were strongly affected by the scene, the
elder one bowing his head and the young-
er one c' g bitterly.

About i0 o'clock Norman Macdonald,
the prisoners’ counsel, commenced his ad-
dress to the jury, and in a calm, clear
voice and deeply earnest tone he went
over the evidence sustaining the alibi in
favor of Hendershott, and in a scathing
manner he denounced the attempts of the
witnesses, some of them near relatives of
tho prisoners, to ruin the reputation and
perhaps take away tho life of an in-
nocent man by repeating conversations
which had occurred months ago and de-
tailing statements which the prisoner
may have made in a thoughtless, joking
manner, and which had no direct refer-
ence to the case before them.

He attempted to show that a clear case
of alibi had been proven by the defence.
He then touched upon the case of Welter.
There was no motive upon Welter's part
to take away the'life of his young friend
and relative, and the. motive on Hender-
shott's part did not apply to Welter. The
jury could not convict one prisoner and
free the other; the two were bound to-
gether, indicted together, and the Crown
knew why. He reminded the jury of the
terrible responsibility that rested upon
them, and as the. lives of the two men
hung upon their verdict great caution
was necessary in arriving at such a ver-
dict.

Referring to the life insurance, Mr.
Macdonald asked: ‘“To whom was “the
policy upon the deceased man’s life made
payable?’ Edith Welter. ‘‘And at whose
suggestion was it made payable to John
Hendershott until the young couple. were
married?’’ The agent of thelife insurance
company.

The trip of Hendershott and his daugh-
ter on the fatal 14th December had been
long contemplated, and was to fulfil en-
gagements made months previously. The
Crown failed in its attempts to show Hend-
ershott’s poverty. Hendershott was well-
to-do, and money could not be the motive
in his case for commission of such a ter-
rible crime. Two hundred years ago cap-
ital - punishment was the penalty for
mutilating Westminster bridge; now it
should be taken from the statute books of
every country.

He asked the jury if they believed it
possible that a young man of hitherto good
character and belonging to a Christian
hou ehold could suddenly commit such
a horrible murder as was charged against
him.

Mr. Macdonald closed his address at 12
o'clock, after speaking over two hours.
His address evidently made a strong im-
pression upon the jury in favor of the
prisoners, and is considered one of the
ablest ever. given in this court room.

jury said they were not there to consider
the policy of capital punishment. They
were there to do justice to the prisoners
and nothing more. Compassion or mercy
had no place here. He might reply to
his learned friend's plea for compassion
for the prisoners by a similar appeal for
the young man who was cut off in the
morning of life, the Crown claims, by the
hands of the prisoners at the bar. In
regard to the evidence being merely cir-
cumstantial he said that that was the
only kind of testimony upon which the
scheming, deliberate murderer could be
convicted, and he believed it to be the best
class of evidence. ' If there were no con-
victions upon circumstantial evidence’
then the worst class of murderers would
always escape the penalty of their erimes.
He reviewed the evidence at length in an
sloquent and convincing address of two
hours and a half duration.
His Lordship’s charge to the jury oceu-
pied about two hours and was a thorough
summing up of all the evidence adduced.
He cautioned the jury upon many points
in which there was room for doubt. His
charge* was considered favorable to the
prisoners. The case was given to the jury
at 5.45 and the court adjourned until nine
yclock. At that hourthe court room was
jammed and hundreds were standing
Sutside the court house. The jury came
in at 10.05. Court Clerk McLaws asked
them if they had come to a verdict. The
foreman said ‘‘Yes,”’ and then the clerk
asked for the verdict. ‘‘Guilty,”’ said the
foreman, ‘‘for both men.’’ As soon as
the verdict was given the spectators began
to rise and a thrilling scene followed. The
danghter of prisoner Hendershott gave
way to violent grief and the constables
were kept busy trying to restore order.
His Lordship asked the prisoners if they
had anything to say. They both replied
In the negative. He then asked them to
stand up that sentence might be passed
on them, The two men arose to their feet
deathly pale, Chlef . Justice Meredith
then sentenced them to be hanged on June
18th next. They were immediately led
away to their cells amidst the heart-rend-
ing cries of their relatives. -

It is said that their counsel will at once
apply for a new trial.

Two Firemen Instantly Killed While
Fighting the Flames.

SIX LOCOMOTIVES DESTROYED

The Elevator and Oil House {in Danger—
The Loss is Estimated at Be-
tween 875,000 and $100,-

000 and is Fully
Insured.

Toledo, March [18.—A fire attended by
loss of life occurred in this city yesterday
morning at the round house of the Wab-
ash railway. Three men lost their lives,
two being instantly killed. Nine others
were more or less injured, one of them it
is thought fatally. All the dead except
one were employees of the Wabash rail-
way. They constituted the company’s fire
department for the protection of the shops
and were engaged in fighting the flames
when the accident occurred, that resulted
so disastrously to them. The round house
is located at the foot of South street. It
was a substantial brick structure with a
capacity of twenty engines and contained
six locomotives when the fire broke out.
The flames were first seen in the cupola
that surmounted the roof shortly after 10
o’clock. An alarm was telephoned to the
city fire department and in the meantime
the yard company got one stream playing
on the blaze, which soon made its way to
the roof. The walls of the building were
believed to be secure, and the firemen
pressed closely in towards the ‘building.
It was scen that the roof would soon fall,
but no danger was apprehended from that
source until the southwest wall, weakened
by the destruction of the frame supports
that connected it with the roof, was ob-
served to tremble and suddenly fall out
on the volunteer firemen. Before the
majority of the men could realize their
peril the heavy wall-was down on top of
them, burying them under a heap of smok-
ing debris.  All but Bowen, Preston and
Bohlman were quickly taken out. Bowen
and Preston were dead when found.
Bohlman was found unconscious and suc-
curthbed to his injuries shortly-after being
taken hoige,

When tHe first of the city firemen an-
swered the alarm  there was imminent
danger of the fire spreading to the Wabash
elevator and the repair shops which stood
close by. The oil house was also menaced,
but the flames were held in check, and
the firemen finally succeeded in saving the
surrounding proper The round house
was completely wre 1, and the sixen-
gines stored there were rendered uscless.
The loss is estimated at from §75,000 to
£100,000 and it is believed to be fully in-
sured.

AN ALLEGED
Welter Said to Have Told the Story of the
Crime to a Friend.

St. Thomas, March 18.—The facts of the
killing of William Henry Hendershott on
December 14 last were, it is reported,
placed in the hands of the Crown bya
man to whom Welter confessed his crime,
and told the story on condition that he
would not be called as a witness. It ap-
pears, according to this late story, that
the murder was committed before John
Hendershott went to Eden, and that he
was present and assisted in the crime.
Will Hendershott was struck with the axe
on the right temple while on his hands
and knees, drinking from the very pool
where the bloody axe and hands were
washed after the crime. He rose and at-
tempted to run. The two men ran after
him, and one of them seized him by the
wrists while the other hit him repeatedly
with the axe. The weakness of the other
blows was probably caused by the horror
of the criminal who handled the axe, but
one blow on the back of the head was also
of fatal force. The body was placed where
they thought the tree would fall, but it
fell in another direction, and it had to be
moved to where it was found. The place
where the blood lay at the crotch of the
tree was where it first was placed. Then
they washed themselves and the axe in
the pool, and hid the bloody weapon in
the log. Everything was arranged. ‘The
trip to Eden, the telegram, and return to
St. Thomas and Welter meeting Hender-
shott there were all planned in detail.

Condition of Trade ix Canada.

New York, March 16.—Montreal reports
a fair volume of business but slow col-
lections and the volume of spring orders
less than last year. A similar report is
made by Toronto, except that a few
wholesale lines show gains. There is no
change in the condition of trade in Hali-
fax. Wholesale dealers report the volume
of sales light and the condition of the
country roads very bad. Logging has
ceased in New Brunswick, the cut this
year being less than usual, owing to the
heavy snowfall, Business failures through-
out the Canadlan Dominicn, as reported
to Bradstreet’s this week, number 39,
against 53 last week, 45 one year ago, R
two years ago and 87 threé years ago.
Bank clearings at Winnipeg, Hamilton,
Toronto, Montreal and Halifax aggregate
$17,449,000 this week, a falling off of about,
four per cent. from last week’s total and
about five per cent. from the correspond-
ing total one year ago.

| Government bills were read a first time
and Sir Oliver, anticipating that the

House would go into supply and regular
‘ routine, rose from his place and proceeded

to his office. He had only got outside the
door when Mr. Whitney moved an amend-
ment to the motion to go im o supply. He
moved that after five years the Govern-
ment should refuse to contribute to the
expenses of Government House. His
amendment practically covered the same
ground as that covered by Mr. Haycoek,
the Patron leader, who gave notice last
week that he woudl move a resolution
upon thé same lines.

Hon. Mr. Hardy obfected to the amend-
ment and quoted from parlinmentary
authorities to show that Mr. Whitney was
out of order in moving an amendment
the substance of which was contained in
a matter already upon the order paper.
Sir Oliver Mowat agreed with Mr. Hardy.
The Speaker ruled the amendment out of
order.

Mr. Marter then moved an.smendment
condemning the present system of pur-
chasing supplies for public institutions
and demanding that all supplies should
in future be purchased only by tender and
contract.

Toronto, March 14.—A flutter of excite-
ment ran about the Chamber when Mr,
Haycock, the Patron leader, arose and
moved this resolution: “That in the
opinion of the House the maintenance of
Government House and the establishment
connected therewith at the expense of the
Province should, after the expiration of
five years from the appointment, or other
earlier determination of the term of office
of His Honor, tho present Lieutenant-
Governor, be discontinued.’’

Sir Oliver Mowat said that the subject
was a most- important one. He thought
that the resolution might be modified to
suit all parties. There were many public
advantages to bo derived by the keeping
up of Government House. The Lieuten-
ant-Governor was the Queen’s representa-
tive and also of the people and should be
properly housed. He suggested that a
committee should be appointed to inquire
into the whole subject. He saiu (... he
present site upon which Governmen
House stood belonged to the Domini
Government. He thought that the consent
of the Government might be had to sell
that property, which would bring at least
$300,000. With this money a Governor's
house might be built in Queen’s Park and
supported from the interest of the $300,000.
