“LAURA SECORD.”

Her Blographer, Mrs. Curzen, FPasses
Away—Sketch of Her Career.

Toronto, Nov. 8 —Mrs., Sarah Ann
Curzon, the authoress and pootess, died
on , at the resid of ber son
here.

The deceased was born in 1833, near
Birmingham, Eng. In 1858 she married
Robert Cuizon of Norfolk, and came with
him to Canada In 1862, She was from
early childhood a contributor to family
journals and magazines. In 1873 she be-
came an advocate of women's rights. In
1887 Mrs. Curzon published . ‘‘Laura
Secord, the Heroine of 1813,"" a drama
of much force. The deceased was an hon-
orary member of the Lundy’s Lane His-
torical Soclety, the York Ploneer Asso
olation and the Woman's Art Association.

THEY WANT OUR TURKEYS.

Great Demand in Great Britain for That
&  Species of Canadian Fewl.

Ottawa, Nov. 7.—The Minister of
Agrioulture intimates that advices bave
peen received from the agent in Great
Britain of the Dominion Department of
Agriculture, saying that there 1s a good
demand in Great Britain for well-fattened
turkeys of gocd mze. He advises the
making of small shipments early in Nov-
ember.

The turkeys are killed by the breaking
of their necks, and they are also bled
from the mouth. No cutting or mutila-
tion is apparent on the outside. They are
fasted 48 hours before being killed. About
eight ornamental feathers are lefs on each
wing. 1n nearly all cases the tall feathers
are pioked off.

Turkeys of nearly the same weight
should be sorted inte boxes together.
Only choice birds are wanted; others do
not fetch good prices. Shipments sen$ in
November, and those sent as late as Feb-
ruary, are likely to do better than those
sent Immediately before Christmas, when
there will probably be a glut in the mas-
ket. Birds of extra large size do particu-
larly well before Christmas time. A$ &
large show held at the Agrioultural Hall,
lslington, Ooct.

WORK HAS BEEN SUSPENDED

On Pler 2 of Interprovincial Bridge at
Nepean Point.

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—Work on pler No. $
of the Interprovincial Bridge at Nepean
Point has been suspended owing to a
decision of the Chief Engineer of the De-
partment of Railways and Canals re-
garding the placing of concrete in the
bottom of the plers.

Mr. Schreiber, Chief Engineer of the
Department, says he did not stop the
work, but told the bridge company that
if they did not comply with certdin re-
quirements of the department resvecting

| the putting in of concrete he would nos
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pass the bridge when completed.. It was

| necessary, he said, that he should be able
| to inspect the concrete after it had set

and with the cofferdam in use he would
be unable to do this, as the conorete
woull be covered with water. This pre-
caution, he said, was mecessary, owing
to the height of thia pler, which is
higher than most bridge piers, and also
owing to the late accident at Cornwall
having been caused through the oconcrete
not being properly set. So far everything
in connection with the construction of
the bridge has been satisfuctory to the
department.
