Estcourt, Nov. 16, 6 a. m.—A mis-
sionary, a native, but a reliable mao,
who arrived bere from Ladyswith, re-
‘ports that a big fight toox place there
on Fridav, ‘Nov. 10.

More
than 200 Kaffirs, the missionary saye,
were employed by the Boers to bury
their dead, and two traips, each drawn
by two engines, carried away the
wounded. :

THE BOERS' BOLD PLAN.

The report that the Boers have
penetrated southward from Colenso to
Chievely, where they are said to have
cut the railroad, shows that they are
adopting a proper strategical plan to
impede the advance of the British re-
lieving force. Perhaps this may turn
out to be Gen. Schalkburger's force,
which when last heard from ‘was raid-
ing Zululand. This force, it is assert-
ed, may next be heard from south of
Estcourt, which they will probably at-
tempt to isolate before further rein-
forcements arrive. Indeed, it is al-
ready reported that a Boer force has
been seen in the neighborhood of thé
line north of the Mooi River.

BOERS WERE IN AMBUSH.

Durban, Nov. 16. — The Natal Mer-
cury, describing. ihe engagement at
Cheveley, says: “The ~enemy appar-
ently opened fire with a maxim and
two nine-pounders, getting the range
accurately. The fire was so severe
that telegraph wires and poles were
destroyed. Their guns were posted on
a kopje covered with brushwood and
their sharpshooters were hidden be-
hind boulders. The Dublins and volun-
teers fighting an enequal battle, thrice
drove the enemy back ; bufl the fierce-
ness of the rifle and the big gun fire
was too much for the brave little
party, which was weakened at tha out- £
set by the gverturning ofl trucks, hurt-
ing several.
