Klyda Richardson Steege tells in Su 
Nicholas a true story of the poet Whit- 
tier. The nursery was bright and 
cheerful. she begins, and the two chil­
dren were bappy as they listened to 
a kind voice reading to them. Every 
day the same-old favorites were told 
cr read to the little listeners, who were 
never tired. but always asked for 
more The stories were all about fair­
ies and elves, or boys and girls who 
had distinguished themselves, of brave 
soldiers and noble heroes. And the 
poems were everything in the world 
from Mother Goose to Shakespeare. 
But the greatest favorite of all the 
verses were those which told about 
Barbara Frietchie. You surely know 
them, and how when she. though old 
and gray and feeble, refused to take 
down her flag, and said as the soldiers 
marched through Frederickstown: 
‘Shoot, it you must, this ola" gray 
head.-

Rut spare your country's flag." she 
said.

And' then how General Stonewall 
Jackson treated her, and how her flag 
waved the whole day long over the 
heads of the passing soldiers, not one 
of whom uttered a word against it, or 
its brave defender.

In the old nursery, the children loved 
this poem, and through it the author, 
one of the greatest and best of men. 
as well as a poet of whom our coun­
try is justly proud. They talked very 
often of Mr. Whittier, and at last, one 
of them evolved, with great labor, from 
her childish brain, a little verse. It 
was of little value, no doubt but she 
was a small child, The answer to the 
enigma was the Quaker poet's name, 
and so writing a timid little letter, the 
child inclosed this first literary at- 
tempt and mailed it to Mr. Whittier.

When Peeling Onions.

The pungent odor of the onion is dus 
to a sulphurous oil, which volatilizes 
rapidly when tbe tissues of the vege- 
table is broken in any manner, and es- 
pecialy affects the delicate membranes 
surrounding the eyes. This effect, how- 
ever, can be easily avoided by stick­
ing a small pared potato on the end of 
the knife with which the cutshrig is 
done. A chemical affinity, which can­
not be readily explained, but which is 
none tbe less satisfactory in its 
working, attracts the fumes, and their 
presence is not manifested to the oper- 
ator till the potato has reached a cer- 
tain degree of saturation. when It cau 
be readily replaced by another.
