FRANCE and TURKEY

Their Diﬁl&mntic Relations Reported
Strained and May be
Broken off.

Paris, Aug. 5.—The Foreign Office
here refuses neither to confirm or
deny the advices from Constantinople
saying the French ambassador there,
M. Constans, has handed over the
question of the right of a French
company, known as the Quays Com-
pany, to enjoy rights claimed under
a comvention to his government, at
the same time recommending his own
recall, and that the passports of the
Turkish ambassador at Paris, Salih
Mupir Bey, be delivered to him.

The Temps says there is reason to
believe. the Foreign Office is consjd-
ering "his passports. The Francais
thinke that instéad of breaking diplo-
matic relations with Turkey, the
French Foreign Office will suspend
them by giving M. Constaps unlimit-
ed leave of absence. Am immediate
decision is improbable, as M. Del-
casse, the French Foreign Minister,
and other high Foreign Office officials
are absent on their holidays.

The dispute centrest on the Porte's
refusal to allow; the Quays Company,
which is a French concern, to enjoy
the rights they claim under a con-
vention. The Sultan is determined
to obtainp the quays, negotiations for
the purchase of which are becoming
active, because he regards as highly
dangerous the facilities now afforded
for landing and embarking passen-

gere.
