The Toronto Globe, organ of the 
liberal party of Canada issues a call 
for a convention of liberals to be held 
in that ,city pn the 24th inst. ostensi­
bly ior tnepWpose of perfecting the 
party organization in the province and 
Dominion. Relegates are asked to 
attend from all quarters and where 
young libera! clubs are flourishing, 
that a young liberal bo sent to repro 
sent the constituency with the other 
delegates. The Globe remarks that 
the convention is not called for the 
purpose of discussing the party policy 
but rather to perfect the party organ­
ization. There is a feeling in the up­
per provinces, in the manufactur­
ing centres as well as in the East that 
no matter liow vicious the conserva­
tive policy may be and how far that 
policy may be responsible for the 
exodus from Canada, the liberal party 
has offered about the poorest possil! si b- !e 

icted
reciprocity with the South. That 
feeling made itself prominent» in the 
secession of Hon. Edward Blake from 
the ranks of Canadian liberals and it 
goes without saying that Mr. Blake is 
not the sole liberal possessor of that 
view. Mr. Laurier has bee.i speak­
ing at different points in Ontario and 
Inis doubtless been in touch with lead­
ing men and in all probability the 
convention at Toronto will discuss 
the question of policy under the head 
of business. At least the Globe does 
not say that the future policy of the 
party will net be discussed.

NATURAL SCIENCE IN THE 
SCHOOLS.

In the course of a paper upon the 
ab -ve subject, Mr. G J. Trueman of 
1 lie Upper Sackville School makes a 
powerful plea for the encouragement 
of the study of the natural sciences in 
the public schools. The paper was 
tirai read before the county teachers’ 
institute and appears in a recent 
number of The Educational Revie>:. 
Each year brings a stronger reason 
why the sciences, in a very elemen­
tary fqrm, should be introduced into 
the public school curriculum, and 
more particularly is the need felt in 
the rural schools. For instance Mr. 
Trueman cites the agricultural bulle­
tins and reports that are monthly and 
annually issued by the Canadian De 
pa riment of Agriculture. In those 
reports it is absolutely necessary to 
ensure accuracy of expression for the 
writers to use scientific terms and for­
mulae. The chemist cannot refer to 
the fattening properties of foods, with­
out using such terms as albuminoids, 
carbohydrates, crude fibre and other 
expressions which cannot be sympli- 
aed without a very complex explana­
tion. The botanist must adhere to the 
scientific names of grasses or plants 
iinee local names vary extensively, 
de must explain that nitrates, phos- 
ohates and other elements must be in 
die s -il before germination can pro­
ved -o fruit bearing. True the fami­
n' may jay that good "manure will do 
,hat whether • he knows the chemical 
properties cf fertilizers or not But 
ii these days when chemical fertilizers 
ire supplementing the barn yard article 
m must be capablo.of knowing when 
lu reads the analysis of a fertilizer on 
;he barrel head just what lie is paying 
ior. At- present very few farmers 
mow this.

AN EXTENSIVE COAL DEAL.

A syndic île backed largely by 
AmvrcLqr capital has arranged to 
take over for operation several im­
portant coil mines in Nova Scotia. 
They are the Clowrie mine at -Cow 
Bay, the Big and. Little Glace Buy 
mined, the International and the Old 
Bridgeport, the property of llnoe dif­

ferent companies. It is not the m!en« 
tion, so tho representative of the com­
pany says, to raise the price of coal or 
to control the output, but to extend 
the shipping to new markets. The 
West Indies, and South America take 
-yearly a large quantity of coal from 
Europe and that gentleman stales, 
the object of the company wid be to 
increase the trade* between Nova 
Scotia and these places. The output 
of these mines is abQut ono fifth the 
t-'tal production of Nova Scotia or 
365,000 tons. What the effect of the 
that will have on Cumberland collevics 
is not known, but beyond probably 
necessitating -a few changes iu the 
mode of shipment to im et competition 
in local'markets it is not thought the 
deal will affect these mines to any 
great, extent.

THE MOUNT ALLISON JUBILEE.

The first event to commemorate the 
fiftieth anniversary of the establish­
ment of the Mount Allison educations 
al institutions was held under most 
auspicious circumstances last evening. 
Although she may yield the laurel for 
historical merit to other sister colleges, 
she may well be pioud of t.he loyalty 
of her sons and friends as expressed 
in the rpeeches which were delivered 
duiing the banquet. Although the 
first educational institution in Canada 
was established some two and three 
quarter centuries ago, the past fifty 
years contain more evidence of whole­
some advancement. than do all the 
long years which followed the govern­
ment of France, to the year 1840, 
when the first step was taken toward 
the establishment of the school system 
which eventually envolved into that 
of to-day. It was in thp year 1616 
that the first school was established in 
Canada. In those days the mental 
taaining of the peeple was confined 
entirely to the government of eccle 
siastical corporations or private indi­
viduals and under the former Brother 
Pacifique Duplessis, a Franciscan, 
established the first school at Three 
Rivers in the province of Quebec. At 
this time it was rare indeed to find un 
inhabitant who could read tho printed 
or written language and one historian 
tells us that eveu in 1668 it was rare 
indeed to find among the children of 
the officers and gentlemen one who 
could both read and write and they 
were ignorant of the first elements of 
geography and history. The -next 
school to be opened was that founded 
by sister Bourgeoys, of Troyes, at 
Montreal in 1659, and was called the 
Congregation of Notre Dame. It had 
for its object the education of girls of 
humble rank. Up to within a few 
years ago this school was still active, 
and may be yet engaged in its work. 
It established several branches 
different sections of Quebec and in 
the French sections of Ontario. In 
1668 the Jesuits established a Lesser 
Seminary at Quebec where boys were 
taught who were expecte 1 to one day 
take holy orders. The Indians attend­
ed for a time, but sdou scholastic dis­
cipline became too harsh for them and 
they wandered back to their aborig 
inal habits. It is of interest to note 
that at this time the desire of the 
founders of these institutions was to 
impart manual as weU as mental in­
struction. At the Quebec Seminary 
a farm school situate in St. Joachim 
parish, a few miles below the city was 
established, where the best methods of 
farming were ç «ught, and at the 
schools for girl*» domestic art in needle 
work was included in the course of 
study. In tho higher schools the 
manual arts and navigation were 
taught In spite of all’these advan­
tages but little progress was made in 
educating the people. After the con 
quest, Lord Dorchester in 1787 tried 
to awaker. an interest but failed and 
the attempt made by 'he “Royal In­
stitution for the Advancement . of 
Learning” to keep up the schools was 
alike unsuccessful From tho date of 
the opening of the Lesser Seminary in 
1668 forward a century, appears tho 
dark ago of Canada. Little or noth­
ing was done in educational work and 
the effects of the old French instruc 
tion was gradually dying out. Race 
prejudices and British indifference 
kept the people in ignorance, and it 
was not until the first period of Par­
liamentary government that the peo­
ple aroused themselves from the leth­
argy into which they had fallen. In 
1807 the first Education Act was 
pas-ed which provided for the estab­
lishment of eight grammar schools in 
Ontario and the first classical school 
was opened in Kingston by Dr. 
Stuart. In 1816 stupa were taken to 
establish common schools but the 
U achers were inferior and poorly paid 
and the majority of the children did 
not attend at all In the lower prov­
inces the progress was very slow. In 
1788 an academy was established at 
Windsor, N. S. which afterward bud 
ded out into a college with university 
powers and can point to tho fact that 
she is ti e oldest universiiy in the 
Dominion. In-1820 Daljicusie col- 
ledge was established at Halifax 
through the influence of the Presby­
te-iuii church. Kings college was 
estalili-hed at Fredericton in 1828 
under the control of the Church of 
England but in 1858 it was made 
non-sectarian under the name of Uni­
versity of Ne w Brunswick In 1831 
the Baptist founded Acadia at Horton 
N. ti, in 1840 the Catholics, St. 
Marys at Halifax, in 1843 the 
Methedists, Mt. Allison, and 1855 the 
Catholics founded ht. Francos Xavier 
at An'igonish and SC. Jo-eph’s at 
Momrautcook in 1864„ In Prince 
Edward Island Prince of Wales Col- 
lego was founded at, Charlottetown in 
1860.

and Prof. Tweedie of the present 
faculty, Joseph R. Hea of Chatham, 
who also taught French in the aca­
demy, Samuel Fairweathor of St. 
John, and Daniel Francis. The form? 
al opening took place however on 
J une 29 1843, when the Principal de­
livered his innuguvral address. The 
faculty was then as follows:

W. Wood, Esq., French Tutor Joseph 
R. Hea, Agents Revs. 8. Rico and

Leod and 0. F. Allison.

The number of students the first 
term was 34. the second 45 and the 
third 62. In 1847 at a meeting held 
here it was decided to open an aca­
demy for the education of females, 
and in August 17, 1854 that building 
was thrown open for occupancy 
Since that date the history of Mount 
Allison has been one of continued 
success and progress. She has num 
bered among her graduates and under­
graduates, some of the brightest minds 
and highest intellects which have 
graced the arena of law, science 
religion and politics during the latter 
part of the present century, and the 
most fervent wish of her many friends 
of all sects and creeds is that *he good 
work which she has so ably performed 
iu the past will mark her efforts in 
tho future.

The beginning of the history of 
Mount Allison dates to January 4th, 
1839, on which date Charles F. Alii* 
sun wrote‘ to the member i of the 
Methodist ministry his desire to found 
the insiitution which now bears honor 
to Ins name. § That letter was read 
before tho district mee ing ihe follow­
ing May, and the offer was gratefully 
accepted. On Jany. 17th, 1840 a 
committee met and decided upon the 
plans. On July 9. 1840, the corner 
stone of the Academy was laid by 
Mr. Allison with the following cere­
mony: ‘The foundation stone of this 
building I now proceed to lay in the 
name of tho Holy Trinity in Father 
Son and Holy Ghost; and may the 
education ever to be furnished by the 
Institution be conducted on Wesleyan 
principles, to the glory of God and 
the extension of his cause Amen.’ 
The first academy was not in the same 
style of architecture as the present 
edifice and was built upon a larger 
scale. On-dlio morning of the 19 of 
January 1843 a few friends of the 
movement, the founder, principal and 
seven young men met in one of the 
rooms and after devotional exercises 
the first class was formed. The names 
of the first students orynot all known 
as the roll was destroyed in the fire 
which in 1866 swept the academy 
out of existence. Among those we 
know were Joseph Dixon Esq. now
{lost master at Sackville, Rev. Wil­
iam Tweedie, father of Miss Tweedie

Fifty Years Old—The Old Boys' Ban-

A BRILLIANT SUCCESS.

Yesterday the Mount Allicen Institut 
tions completed the first fifty years of 
tlieir life and work. The event was 
most fittingly marked by a banquet in 
the dining hall of the Academy last 
evening, which marked tho first of the 
celebrations to be held in honor of the 
occasion. The spacious hall was filled 
with tables running lengthwise and up- 
wards of 80 guests sat down.

After ample justice had been done 
the viands with which the tables were 
richly laden, Principal C. W. Harrison 
asked His Honor Judge Tuok to assume 
the duties of chairman of tho evening. 
He said it was an ‘Old Boys’ , banquet 
and as Judge Tuck had considerable of 
‘he ‘Old Boy’ in him the choice was 
most appropriate. In rising His Honor 
referred to the old days when ho attend­
ed and the many changes which has 
taken place during those years which 
have elapsed since he was a boy here 
in the 40’s. He called ' upon his old 
friend Thompson. Trueman Esq., who 
was steward during his term of student 
life for a speech, to which that gentle 
man responded in a few words. In re-' 
spending to the call Mr. Trueman spoke 
of the pleasure it gave him to see so 
many of the old boys back, and referred 
to a humorous incident during his 
stewardship.

Mr. Sami. Black of - Dartmouth, in a 
quiet speech spoke of his early attend*

Sir. William B. McNutt of Halifax, 
who attended the academy a few months 
after the opening, as the son of the re­
sident pastor of that day responded 
briefly.

Rev, Mr. Heustis responded as a boy of 
tho 50’s. He felt the pleasure of meet­
ing the old bey. Of his year there are 11 
methodist ministers, all of whom are j 
still living. lie hoped the present çele- 
biation would give an impetus to the 
work of. Mt. Allison.

Mr. Chas. Fawcett as another boy of 
the 50’s was called, but spoke briefly.

Judge Ring was a student during the 
10th year of the life of tho academy and 
recollected tho anniversary on that oc­
casion. He felt the pleasure of being at 
the centenary and meeting so many of 
the boys of previous years. He hoped 
for the future of the institution. He 
spoke of the days when tho beys used 
o* hire a gun with a blue stock from 
Mr. Purrington and go to Westcock and 
shoot snipe. He referred to the with­
drawal of governmental aid from Mt. 
Allison, but at that time it had appear­
ed to be in answer to public demands.

Rev. F. Hardison whom Judge Tuck 
said was the most humorous minister in 
the conference was called upon and re­
sponded briefly.

Mr. J. L Black said he was not a 
student for a long time and could speak 
of the advantages of an education from 
a negative standpoint. In looking over 
tho hoard and reviewing the number of 
gentlemen who are filling positions of 
the greatest importance, he was struck 
by the great cause for pride these pro* 
vinccs have in .the possession of those 
institutions.

Rev. Douglas Chapman said ho had 
a strong love for the college and hoped 
the good work would continue long.

Mr \V. B. MucCoy said in looking 
around, that of the classes which atten­
ded during his course he recognized but 
two gentlemen present. He was one of 
tne good boys, he said "and joking re* 
ferred to a possibility of his appoint­
ment to the bench as Dr. Allison said 
the next appointment would be a Meth­
odist.

Mr. Josiah Wood, M. P. spoke in a 
humorous strain about his college days.

Dr. Inch said lie could boast of having 
been the contemporary of a greater 
number of Mt. Allison students than any 
other living man. For 37 years he had 
watched the coming and going of 37 
classes who had gone out to the world, 
lie had entered as a boy and left as a 
gray haired man and the past looked as 
a long procession. He would rejoice 
ever in continued prosperity of Mount 
Allison.

Rev. Mr. Paisley, Principal of the 
Academy for 6 years spoke of his pleas­
ure of meeting many of those who were 
with him in those years. — j.,

Dr. Weldon spoke of the feeling he 
had as he looked upon the college build­
ings. Some of his contemporaries had 
passed away and some were away in dis- 
tant lauds, and although all that was 
human had gone, there still lingered the 
spirit of tho old time.

Austin’s department of the police court 
yesterday afternoon, when A. G. Mc­
Kenzie, the slayer of James A. Fraser, 
was discharged. The evidence was about 
the same as given before the coroner’s 
jury, with the exception of additional 
facts that were brought out while Tup- 
per, the only witness to the affair was 
on the stand. Deputy District Attor 
ney Phibbs questioned her, and soon 
discovered that there was not sufficient 
evidence to hold the défendent. Mrs. 
Tupper stated; in answer to a question 
that was not touched on at the inquest 
that several days before the .shooting, 
Fraser had told her that the town was 
not large enough for him and McKenzie 
to live in, and that if McKenzie did not 
leave very soon he would cut his heart 
out. The prosecution moved to dis­
charge the defendant, arid the Court 
promptly granted the motion, and Mc- 
Keusie left trie courtroom a free man.

—There 36.000 municipal voters 
Montreal. Over 10,000 have this year 
been disqualified fer non payment of 
taxes.

— y/iiristmas has not proven a season 
of rejoicing to the cotton operatives of 
Lancashire. In Blackburn, 22,000 looms 
are silent out of 66,000, and Burnley 
200,000 spindles are idle out of 300,- 
000.

—The Temiscouata Railway Company 
are applying to parliament for permis­
sion to continue their railway from Ed- 
mundston to St. Leonard’s N. B., there 
to bridge the river St. John to Van 
Buren, Maine, so ns to enable them to 
make connexion with the Bangor and 
Aroostook Railway.—Empire.

— The Merchants Bank of P. E. I. 
which, with some of its most prominent 
customers, was brought to ruin in the 
disastrous year prior to 1879, is now 
flourishing. In ten months of last year 
it made a net profit of $11,671,63. Out 
of this amount and a small park of the 
balance of last year, it paid two divi­
dends at the rate of 8 per cent upon 
the capital and its rest is now $40,000.

— The number of barrels of oysters 
shipped from Summerside, P. E. I., 
since the 16th of April, 1892, was 29,» 
413. These are pretty high figures 
and as the prices have been better this 
season than tho previous one the money 
brought to the Island through this im­
portant industry should be most ac­
ceptable. Something like $99,000 has 
been real zed this season. — Times.

—One of the most valuable discover» 
ies yet made in Canada is the finding 
ing of amber in the Northwest. The 
Dominion Government lately sent Mr. 
Klotz to investigate and report. One 
piece of amber, the size of an almond, 
procured by him, and submitted to an 
export in New York, was pronounced to 
be equal to the finest Germai! amber. 
It is found in the country 80*$h of the 
Saskatchewan and on the shore of Cedar 
lake. It has a bright yellow color and 
is quite clour. Heretofore, most of the 

,amber used lias been procured on the 
shores of the Baltic Sea.

To the Editor of the Post:
. Sir:—In your issue of the 5th inst I 
noticed an article by “Antitax” on the 
Central School question. He seems to 
think that if the shortest way to some 
mens hea it is through their stomach 
that the most effectual way to reach the 
majority of ratepayers is by their purse­
string. He satisfactory disposes of the 
whole question by advancing two fermid* 
able and conclusive arguments^the first 
is that in as much as Jim and Buck were 
vicious desperadoes, and cared little 
what expenses they incurred to tbe 
county so iu like manner the majority 
of rate payers in Central School district 
are like malicious in their designs and 
unless watched and foiled in their at­
tempt will perpertrate an outrage equal­
ly disasterous. The second is akin to 
the first that in ns much as his father 
educated him on hardwood benches 
without backs and ho survived, he also 
will undertake to educate his children 
in like manner and take his chances of 
their mortality. Therefore let the 
“school” “sink or swim,” live or die, 
save us from taxes. To some, such ideas 
might appear brilliant but I scarcely 
think they will commend themselves to 
the average citizens of Sackville at the 
present day. Such twaddle is tarn - 
tamount to saying that some of our 
fathers mowed their hay with a scythes 
and reaped their grain with a sickle, and 
thrashed it with a flail, and at the same 
time managed to live, away wich 
mowtra and reapers, horse rakes and 
thrashers and like labor saving machines 
s® long as they cost money.

Remember that advancement and im­
provement have not been confined to 
art and agriculture, while educationally 
we stand where our forefathers were, 
and shame to the man who would at­
tempt to insult intelligence of the pres­
ent generation with such nonsense. 
Well may he endeavor to secure him. 
self behind the “non de plum” of ‘anti- 
tax.’ Thu facts of the case are simply 
this. The time has come when the ac­
commodations of Central School aro 
far from what they should be. Under 
present circumstances the teacher, how­
ever capable, can neither do themselves 
nor the pupils juai ice. The building is 
inadequate, the rooms are too small, 
dark and uncomfortable. The locality 
is undesirable, the lot is unsuitable, and 
from any standpoint you find youself 
in difficulties. In solution of the prob*. 
lent’of what is best to be done, many 
questions arise and many difficulties 
present themselves all of which should 
be carefully investigated and judicious­
ly disposed of. Thanking you for so 
much of your valuable space and hoping 
some one more capable may take up the 
theme and present it tn us in an intelli» 
gent and practicable way, what are our 
requirements, our priviligee, our capa­
bilities and obligations.
