LECTURE TO FARMERS.
Northumberland Agricultural Society
did a good thing when it secured a lecture
from Rev. Neil McKay, who, on Monday
evening last, addressed a fair-sized audi-
ence in Temperance Hall, Chatham, the
presidentofthe Society, B.Stapledon, Esq.,
occuping the chair. Mr. McKay did not
waste any time in unnecessary perliminary
remarks, but after referring briefly to the
antiquity of the farmer and shepherd as
well as the superior moral aspects of the
proceeded to illustrate the
character of (htfcrent soils, the effects of
cropping without adequate fertilization
Under the lat-
ter head he referred to the four recognis-
ed modes of enriching land, all of which

farmer’s life,

and modes of fertilising.

save that of employing imported manures
(i. e. those brought ‘from sources beyond
the immediate soil itself) were objection-
able, because of their inadequacy. He
drew his illustrations chiefly from Prince
Edward Island, where he had spent two
portions of his life—several years between
1855 and ’60 and, again, from 1872 until
last year. He said that before the
of mussel-mud was known there, the farms

value

near the river and coast—the older farms
~—were being run out, or impoverished,
and the most valuable farms were the new
ones, cleared out of the forests. As soon,
however, as the mussel-mud ‘was applied
to the land, these depreciated farms recov-
ered their value, in determining which
the question with buyers was not as to the
age of the farm, but, “ how far is it from
the oyster bed 7”7 Hay, in old days, was
worth from $15 to 818 a ton on Island
farms in the lraying season, and during
the winter it used to fetch anything, from
twenty to forty dollars a ton, but since
the oyster, or mussel-mud came into use,
it could be had for five or six dollars per
ton off the field, and for eight or ten dol-
lars during the winter.

"' Referrinig to enquiries he had made by
letters to farmers on the Island, with &
view of plaging the subject of his®lecture
the more irfftelligently before his audience,
he quoted {replies he had received from
ltwo well-Xnown farmers, Hon. Alex.
Laird of Wilmot, and Mr, D. C. Ramsay,
of Port Hill. Mr. Laird said that the
number of miles it would pay to haul oys-
ter-mud depended on the facilities avail-
able for getting other manures. Farmers
living in North Wiltshire, 12 miles from
Charlottetown, had taken the mud from
Summersigle by rail with good results, but
it would/hardly pay to haul it with horses
that dj§tance—30 miles or more. It
would pay, in ordinary localities, to haul
it ten .or twelve miles with the farm
horses during spare time, either in sum-
mer or winter. Land, Mr. Laird wrote,
would continue to show the beneficial re-
sults of our application of oyster-mud for
20 or 30 years—this is, if stable or vege-
table manure were applied afterwards.
But if the land is cropped and neither pas-
tured nor manured, it would, in all pro-
bability, be more barren in six or seven
years thai if the mud had not beci®ap-
plied to it.

Here the lecturer explained the neces-
sity of developing the ignorganic proper-
ties of the mussel-mud by the use of the
organic matter in barnyard manure and
vice versa. Quoting Mr. Laird,again,it was
shown that, in that gentleman’s opinion,
20 loads of barnyard manure put-on land
previously mudded would produce as good
results as 40 loads on land not previously
treated with mud.  Mr. Laird further sta-
ted that on his land fronting on the river,

application. Atadistance of two or three
miles from the shore one-half that quan-
tity, or, even less was enough. Mr. Laird
had found very little benefit from oyster-
mud on land that had been previously
manured by eel-grass or kelp. All the
crops grown are benefitted by the mud,
but clover in a greater degree than any
other. Mr. Laird also stated that his
habit was to apply the oyster or mussel
mud to'the same land once in 12 or 14
years. On the subject of stock the same
aukhority recommeunded—as combining
good milking with beef-producing quali-
ties—a cross of Ayrshires and Shortharns,
or, what might answer as well, the breed-
ing of good native milkers to Shorthorns.
In answer to Mr. McKay’s enquiry as
to the relative fertilizing qualities of
oyster-mud and mussel-mnd Mr. Laird
was of opinion that oyster-mud was the
best_#possessing the more lasting qualities
ondceount of theoyster-shells taking long-
ertodecay. Mussel-mud was not so strong,
but quick in its effects.

Mr. Ramsay’s views on the above points
were in the main similar to and in most
cases identical with those of Mr. Laird.
Mr. Ramsay, however, was especially
gtrong in recommending the growth of
fodder corn for cattle ; and the lecture er
here devoted some time to this hranch of

thesubject. He especially deprecated the
habit among farmers of allowing their
cattle to run at large, and showed that by
raising green fodder and making ensilage
for winter and spring feeding this might
be gvoided, thus saving to the land the
benefit of the fertilizing material scattered
about the woods and waste lands by cat-
tle in the summer season, besides avoiding
the waste of time and annoyance of search-
ing for them, and the loss, in quality and
quantity of milk, ete,” He showed how
cheaply a silo might be constructed in a
locality like the Miramichi where lumber
is so cheap, and urged the yse of ensilagp
upon farms.

A thing which the lecturer thought was
in the same category as the habit of let-
ting cattle run at large, was the practise

TEST- THE EGGS.

With the hatching season at hand,
the testing of the egg
important item. Teco many neglect
this entirely, and lose the fuod sup-
ply for the little chicks, which might
be obtained from the infe:tile eggs

moved and sold in the markets. But
few cf our breeders have acquired the
skill necessary to coable them to de-
tect the living germ 8o early, and the
eggs that will’ not hatch are, or
sunu‘d he, removed by the seventh or |
cighth day, and saved to cook and
fecd. Anpy one hatching one hundred
chicks would be satisfied if that
number was realized from 150 eggs.
These fifty eggs are worth saving,
and-are wortb jost as much for food
for the chicks as though fresh lsid,
More than this, in setting six ‘or
eight hens, enough eggs wiil be found
infertile, so that if removed the re-
mainder can be given to four or five,
and room made for a fresh supply,
thus saving valuable time apgl in-
creasing tbe possible number of
chicks. Egg lesters are sold by
dealers of poultry eupplies, but this
expense is by no means necessary.
Take a sheet of heavy white paper
and roll it round a stick somewhat
smaller in diameter thap an ordinary
egg—paste in shape, and then with-
draw the s'ick. By placing an egg
at one end (sideways) and looking
through to the stn. or a lighted lamp,
bolding tke egg close to the light—
you can see very plainly cvery stage
ofthe progress of incubation, even to
the pulsation of th= heart in some
cases, and trace the branching blood
vessels in every direction as they
spread over the yolk. In a very
short time one will become expert in
examining, and be able to detect the
living germ by the fourth day.

A correspondent writing to tbe
Country Gentleman, says :—**I never
plant more than half an acre, but bave
not failed for forty-two years in free
ing my cabbage from worms, I was
at the house of a lady in Kentucky,
who had the finest cabtages I had
seen that year, I asked her how she
managed to keep them free of worms.
She told me by eprinkling them with
flour. As soon as I got home I had
mive plonghed, and the next morning
I put a large tablespoonful of coarse
flour or middling on each head while
the dew was on. The dew made it
wet, and the worms began to crawl
and roll over on the wet flour. The
more they struggled the more paste
they gathered ; they would soon fall
on the fresh plougned earth, which be-
ing wet, would stick to them and clog
their fect and legs so that they c;;u!d
not get into the ground. Those that
cou!d not get oft died on the heads.
Thke paste prevents all eggs from
hatching,”

Nearly all garden plants can be
benefitted more or less by having an
application of good wood ashes thor-
oughly worked into the soil around
the roots.

¢¢ Sap-suckers” succulent sprouts
issue from the larger limbs and body |
of the tree, slmul(l , unless needed for
filling up places in the tree, all be re-
moved ; also all dead limbs, no mat-
ter how large.

Every farmer who has any ground
to cultivate, should have a s'rawberry
bed large enough to supply his family,
About two hundred plants would
give enough, with a surplus to put by
for winter ; while cvery 100 plaots
in full vigor, would afford a dich near-
ly every day during the season.

ToroNTO, MARCH 23.—In the procéed-
ings attacking Mayor Howland’s qualifi-
cation, judgment was given at Osgoode
hall unseating him, and a writ of man-
damus was taken ot declaring_the office
of chief magistrate vacant and. ordering a
new election, which was served upon the
city clerk. = The premises for which How-
land. was rated in the last asséssment roll
are leasehold and owned by his wife, and
the contention was that a leasehold estafe
was a chattel real, and by the Married
Woman’s Act of 1859 all rights of t
husband in such property weresweptaway,
and Howland had t‘lex‘tfore no interest in
the right of his wife upon which he could
qlmhf\ It was admitted he had no other
property.

Singular to say, a bill was passed by the
Ontario 1(‘"1~thule to-night, amending the
\Iumupal Act and covering Howland’s
case, making it clear that a husband can
qualify ypon his wife's property, even
when he has no estate in it. By the pass-
ing of this bill he can run again in the
event of his appeal against the judgment
given to-day not being sustained, which
otherwise he conld not have done.
Howland is a strong temperance man,
and by the help and votes of the women
of 'luromu, was elected Ly a*large ma-
jority. It is gratifying to kuow that he
will be in a posmon to. again offer for the
office, and in all probability with the same
result. He has since been dutul by ac-
clamation.
