Nothing but our dire poverty, our utter
destitution during this severe winter,
when ‘ourselves; our wives and our chil-
dren are smarting under the pangs of
hunger and cold, with little or no help,
and ntly less sympathy from those
p to watch over us, could have in-
duced ' us to make this final attempt to
have redress directly from headquarters.
We say final, for if no attention is paid
to.our case now, we shall conclude that
the treaty made with us six years ago was
a meaningless matter of form, mg that
the white man has.indirectly doomed us
to annihilation little by little ; but the
motto of the Indian is : ‘“If we must die

it was in the name of the Great Mother.
The white man had it all his own way ;
he made the conditions both for himself
and for us. We were treated as so many
children, unable to judge for ourselves,
although we claim a certain amount of
the faculty of reasoning in our own inte-
rest, did_ especially when there is ques-
tion of the very first law of nature, self-
preservation. The conditions were mu-
tually agreed to. We understood them
to be inviolable, and, in presence
of the Great Bpirit, reciprocally bind-
ing—that neither party could be guilty
of a breach thereof with impunisy.
But alas ! how simple we were ! We have
found to our cost that the binding exists
all on one side, and the impunity all on
the other. For instance, a cendition on
our part is to respect all property belong-
ing to whitemen. If any of our tribes
pushed by hunger, kill an animal belong-
ing to a whiteman, they are taken and
punished according to law.

'to the park jumped on his car and he
drove away. Brady sat on the right side
of the car. Kavanagh identified Fitzhar-
ris a8 the driver of the cab. He deposed
that he saw Lord Cavendish and Mr.
Burke approaching. Some one among
those he drove said the tall man was to
be assassinated. Kavanagh said he sub-
sequently drove by Chapel road round
town to Palmerston park. Kelly alighted
at the terminus; Brady paid him one
pound. After the men witness drove to
the Park had alighted there, he put a nose
bag on his horse while waiting. He heard
a perpon speak to James Carey. Delaney
afterwards instructed him (Kavanagh) to
look sharp and, be ready to start. Upon
this he drove near to the waiting group,
which included some persons he did not
know. Two gentlemen, Lord Frederick
Cavendish and Mr. Burke, were approach-
ing arm-in-arm. James Carey and De-
laney, who had come back on the car
from the place where it was waiting,
jumped down and joined the group, Wit-
ness heard seme one say ‘‘It is the tall
man,” Kavanagh was then ordered to go
further away by some of the conspirators.

He then drove round to Leeson Park,
stopping at a public house near Leeson
Bridge. Brady then paid and dismissed
him. On Sunday morning he met Brady
at Townsend street, and received two
pounds. Brady afterwards bought him
harness.

Kavanagh’s evidence makes it certain
that Burke was first murdered, and that the
plot was primarily against him.

On Kavanagh identifying Delaney and
Jas. Carey, the latter of whom he said he
knew well, there was such commotion in
the court that the magistrates threatened to
clear it. Brady afterwards somewhat re-
covered his composure and endeavored to -
smile. '

Kavanagh said he was so near the scene
of the assassination that he heard one of the
victims cry ¢ Oh.” The tall victim (Burke)
was lying in the road after this examina-
tion. The other victim was standing in the
road with an umbrella in his hand. Kavan-
agh afterwards saw him lying in the road as
before stated.

the 6th of May at Wren’s public house,

which Kavanagh mentioned in his deposi-

tion.

Samuel Jacub, witness at the inquest, de-
posed to seeing the struggle in the Park
from a distance of fifty yards. He saw the
assassins mount a car; one of them after-

wards returned and struck a prostrate form.

He could not say whether four or five men

were engaged. Jacob was unable to recog-
nize any of the men on the car.

Kavanagh identified Fagan as an asso-

ciate of the assassins.

—A man supposed to
be connected with the Pheenix Park murders
was arrested at Swansea to-day.

DusLiN, Feb. 11.—Divers are searching
the basin of the Grand Canal for the knives
which Kavangh deposed at the enquiry at
Kilmainham Court Honse, yesterday, that
he and Brady bad thrown into it. The
water will be drawn from the Basin to-
morrow if the divers are not successful in
their efforts.
