Sickles’ Corner in Erie.
(From the New York Nation.)

Gen. Sickles was, at the time when the 
Erie reform movement began, Minister of 
the United States to Spain. He had no more 
to do with the Erie railway than the Shah 
of Penis or the Great Mogul He did not 
own a single share of stock, nor was he a 
trustee for bondholders. He was not evei 
what is known to modern times as a receiv 

The Erie railway waa a corporation in­
corporated under the laws of the State of 
New York, and not under thoee of the 
United States. The President of the United 
States was entitled to no voice in its man- 

it. Yet, notwithstanding these self- 
evident facts, the President of the United 
States gave Gen. Sickles leave of absence 
from his post at Madrid, to oome home and 
engage in an effort to gain control of this 
road. Not only did he give Gen. Sickles a 
leave of absence to come, but on his arrival 
issued a preposterous order authorizing an 
inspection of the books of the Erie Railway 
—an order so absurd that it was afterwards 
revoked by the Secretary of the Treasury. 
If this leave of absence had been really 
granted in the interests of a true reform, 
perhaps the extraordinary lawlessness of the 
act might be pardoned for the sake of the 
good effect, but we aU know what the " 
reform ” was. In reality it was a move 
and this is especially stated and. explained in 
the committee's report, to gain control of the 
Erie stock for the purpose of bolstering np a 
connecting road—the Atlantic A Great West- 
tern—and enabling the latter bankrupt corpo­
ration to fatten upon the receipts of the former. 
This is so weU understood on all hands now 
that the committee have even gone to the 
length of recommending the passage of a 
bill by the Legislature to prevent a lease of

Westland. At both meetings 
and plenty of racing prevailed.

I aid not therefore feel justified in entirely 
breaking off my connection with my Ameri­
can associates, although I acquainted them 
with the difficulty which might , arise if the 
Government took the same position which 
the majority of the people with whom I < 
versed at Ottawa appeared to do. I 
aware that by the terms of the bill 
introduced by the Government, they would 
have a controlling power as to the terms of 
the contract, and 1 was willing to abide by 
their decision as to-ihe extent , of interest, if 
any, which foreigners might be permitted to 
hold; and until that decision was communi­
cated to me I felt in honour bound by the 
agreement I had made, to leave the door open 
for the entrance of my American1 associates 
into the Company, unless the contingency 
arrived of a distinct prohibition by the 
Government against admitting them ; and in 
informing them of the progress of the affair in' 
Canada, as I did on certain occasions as an 
individual and without implicating the 

• Company of which I was a member, I con­
sidered that I was only acting fairly by 
them, and I did not intend thereby to bind, 
and as I conceive did not in any way bind or 
compromise, to my views the other 
members of the Canada Pacific Railway 
Company, with whom I did not thins 
it accessary to communicate at all 
on the spbject of any occasional corre­
spondence with my American associates ; 
the more especially as that correspondence 
was entirely private and confidential, and 
moreover was written with such inattention 
as to accuracy of expression as might be ex­
acted in correspondence intended only to 
ie seen by those to whom it was addressed. 
During my stay at Ottawa I had some com­
munication of an informal character with 
members of the Government, and I Jound 
that they were stittdispoeed to recognise the 
value of my services in endeavouring to 
organise a Company, but in view ot the 
rivalry which aupeared to exist in respect of 
the Pacific scheme and the strong array of 
Canadian names which had been obtained 
by the Inter-Oceanic Company -as associates 
in its project, nothing definite leading me to 
expect any preference for myself, or 
for the Company which I was endeavouring 
to organise, or indeed anything definite re­
lating to the project, was raised by the 
members of the Government with whom I 
then communicated.

A Frightful Hurricane.
Parsons, July 2.—A fearful tornado took 

place in Neosho county. It struck Gales­
burg, a station .flO-tiie Missouri, Kansas and 
Texas Railroad, eleven miles from here, 
about half past nine p. m. yesterday. The 
storm wai a fearful one. l'fce heavens' were 
•me sheet of flame, accompanied by .a terri- 
ble buret of wind and rain. The torna.1 < 
came from the southwest, and first struck 
the stone house of Mr. (lidding*, half a mile 
south of Gsleeburg, blowing it down and 
burying Mrs. Gidmngs and three children in 
the ruins. The children were aged respec­
tively fourteen, twelve and ten years, and 
were instantly killed. Mrs. Giddings was 
seriously injured. The gale next struck Mr. 
Roder’s house, which was blown down. He 
was seriously and his wife fatally injured. 
Two other houses were blown from their 
foundations. The tornado moved in a nar­
row belt and swept everything in its track 
—houses, fences and crops—clean as a 
mower’s scythe. At Parsons three» houses 
were struck by lightning, but no serious 
damage was done. The rain came down all 
night m torrents, and .much damage was 
done to-the wheat and oom crops.

“ Up to the period to which this statement 

extends, the negotiations between the Govern­
ment and myself had chiefly reference to 
effecting an amalgamation between -the 
two Companies which were competing for 
the Railway upon the principle, I under­
stand, that the enterprise would require 
all the strength that could be obtained for 
it, and the united efforte of everyone inter­
ested in it, and that it would conduce greatly 
to its success if the persons in the two com­
panies, who together comprised most of the 
prominent men in the Dominion, could be 
induced to join their energies in pre 
forward the project.

Montreal, July 3.
The Pacific Railway Committee met this 

afternoon in the Court of Appeals to resume 
their proceedings in connection u ith the 
Huntington charges. The room was crowded 
with gentlemen interested in the enquiry. 
A delay of an hour occurred in opening the 
business, it being three o’clock before the 
members took their seats on the Judges’ 
bench. Upon order being celled,

The Chairman said that when the Com­
mittee adjourned yesterday it adjourned 
at a suggestion made by himself as Chairman 
of the Committee with a view to making a 
communication to the Minister of Justice, 
who was in Montreal, in regard to the posi­
tion that might be taken by the Government 
in respect to a communication to be made to 
the Imperial Government for an Act of the 
Imperial Parliament of a character similar 
to that which was disallowed by the Im­
perial Government as passed by the Cana­
dian Parliament during the present ses­
sion. In answer to that communication,
he had received from the Minister of Justice 
the following letter :—

“ Montreal, July 2nd, 1873.
“Mr Dear Sir,—With reference to the 

suggestion made to me by you to-day, that 
the Canadian Government should make an 
application to Her Majesty’s Government to 
pass an Act during the present session to 
enable Committees of the Legislative Cham­
ber to examine witnesses on oatb, I beg to 
say that in the absence of His Excellency the 
Governor-General I am unable to say what 
view the Government would take of such a 
proposition. If, however, the Committee 
desire, I will submit the suggestion for the 
consideration of the Governor-General in 
Council.

“ (Signed,)
w JOHN A. MACDONALD."

“I read this,” the Chairman added, “ because 
the communication that I made yesterday 
caused the adjournment of the Committee ; 
and it is right that as soon as the oppor­
tunity is given, the answer of the Govern­
ment to that communication, made on my 
own responsibility, should be made known.”

Hon. James Macdonald then submitted 
thq motion he made yesterday ia amend­
ment to a motion by M.[Dorion, that Sir 
Francia Hincks should be called as the first 
witness, an alteration having been made eo 
that after the recital it read : “Therefore, in 
the opinion of this Committee, witnesses 
cannot be examined before this Committee 
without being sworn.”

The motion in amendment was earned, 
there voting in its favour Messrs. Macdonald, 
Blanchet, and the Chairman ; against it, 
Messrs, Blake and Dorion.

Hon. Mr. Blanchet then moved, “ That the 
Committee adjourn to the 13th August, to 
meet at Ottawa unless a meeting should be 
called earlier by order of the Chairman.”

The Chairman said that before the Com­
mittee passed this resolution he desired to 
mention some communications that had 
been made to him as Chairman of the Com­
mittee, and also some matters connected 
with the order of proceedings that he 
thought it was right the public should be 
made acquainted with before the proceedings 
of the Committee were adjourned, until 
such time as Parliament was again in session. 
In consequence of the difficulty that had 
arisen by the disallowance of the Oaths 
Act, the Minister of Justice had sent a com­
munication to ' him as Chairman of 
the Committee. He would read the com­
munication, which was as follows :—

“ Montreal, July 3, 1873.
“ Sir,—As the Act which would have en­

abled the Committee now sitting in Mon­
treal, and of which you are chairman, to ex­
amine witnesses on oath has beén disallowed 
as befog beyond the competence of the Cana­
dian Parliament, I desire to renew to you as 
Chairman of the Committee, the offer made 
by me on the part of the Government en 
the floor of the House of Commons, viz., to 
issue a Royal Commission addressed to the 
gentlemen forming the Committee, which 
would confer noon them all the pokers given 
to the Committee by the House df. Gem­
mons, including the examination of witneses 
on oath, and the power to send for persons, 
papers end records; and containing the same 
provisions as to the votes of the members of 
tiie Committee, and yourself as Chairman, as 
were ordered by the House. The acoept- 
mos of this Commission will enable tiie 
Committee to proceed with the enquiry and 
uxammataon of witnesses on oath, without 
any important delay. I will cause a copy of 
tins letter to be sent to each member of the 
Committee.

AN ENGLISH COLONEL FOUND DEAD.
(New York Herald, July 1.)

The body of Colonel William O’Conpor 
Sydney, said to be a relative of Earl Sydney, 
was found on the beach at Staten Island, on 
the afternoon of Friday week, by Officer 
John O’Brien, of the Staten Island police. 
Notice was sent to Coroner Lee, of Staple- 
ton, and he went to the spot where the body 
had been washed ashore, in company with 
two men, but they were unable to move it 
because of its size. It was after some time 
decided to bury the dead colonel on the 
beach, but the county authorities objected, 
and further assistance was procured to move 
the body to the County Aims House. This 
was not done until Saturday evening, and in 
the meantime the body lay on the sands 
putrifyfog under the burning sun. Mr. 
Patrick A. Fogarty, of 139 Henry street, 
and Dr. Beck, ef 26 West Sixteenth street, 
friends of Colpnel Sydney, heard of the find­
ing of the body on the beach on Staten 
Island, and thinking it might perhaps be 
their friend, who was missing for nearly a 
week, they went to Staten Island. A mo­
ment’s inspection of the body convinced 
these gentlemen it was the remains of Colonel 
Sydney, and they‘made the necessary pre­
parations for a decent interment.

Colonel Sydney came to New York from 
London about three months ago. He was on 
his way to California, where he owned a 
good deal of property in mines. Before con­
tinuing his journey to the Golden State he 
determined to remain some time with his 
friends in this city. He first went to the St. 
Nicholas Hotel, which place he made his 
headquarters since his arrival From there 
he moved to a private house in West Six­
teenth street, and afterwards to the De 
Soto in Sleeker street at which 
house he was located up to 
the time of his most mysterious disappear­
ance. Colonel Sydney was a constant visi­
tor at the house of Mr. Fogarty in Hemy 
street. They were old friends and stron^y 
attached to each other. When Mr. Fogarty 
went to London he stayed at the residence 
of Colonel Sydney, No. 6. Lancaster Gate, 
Hyde Park, and made that house his home 
while he was in the city. Last year Colonel 
Sydney sold the establishment at Lan- 
caster Gate and bought an estate at Ches- 
wick, which is now called Sydneyville. 
He moved his wife and family to this 
place, and it is supposed they are living 
there now. It was supposed that Colonel 
Sydney had obtained his military rank in 
the Household Guards, but Mr. Fogarty 
states the rumour has no foundation, in fact 
it was conferred upon him by Governor 
Bigler, of California. Colonel Sydney spent 
many years in California, and amassed < 
siderable wealth there., He was largely 
teres ted in t% mining stocks in that St 
and is said to have considerable stock in the 
Canard line of steamships. His solicitor in 
London is a Mr. Humphrey Elliott, and he 
was expecting a draft from that gentleman 
for some days previous to his disappearance 
for the sum of $5,000. Last Saturday week, 
the day he disappeared, Mr. F< ” *
upon him at the De Soto, about _____
in the afternoon. Colonel Sydney was then 
sitting at a table in his bedroom, taking 
some soup that had just been brought him 
by the hotel boy. He put on his clothes and 
went with Mr. Fogarty to the St. Nicholas 
Hotel to look for letters; None were found 
there, and after partaking of a glass of beei 
they went to the office of Dr. Beck, in Six­
teenth street. Mr. Fogarty left him there, 
promising to meet him again in the course of 
the evening. He remained with Dr. Beck 
until after six o’clock, and left the office, 
promising to meet Dr. Beck again at the 
Spfogler House at half-past seven.

Dr. Beck went to the Spfogler House at 
the hour agreed upon and waited, but 
Colonel Sydney did not appear. After wait­
ing some time, he went to the De Soto and 
inquired for him, but the manager, Mr. 
George South, said he had seen nothing of 
the Colonel sinoe he left the hotel in com 
pany with Mr, Fogarty in the afternoon. 
Saturday night passed, but the Colonel did 
not turn up; Sunday glided away in the 
same manner, but still nothfog|was thought 
of the disappearance, as it was supposed he 
went to the house of some friend, and was 
probably remaining there for a day or two. 
On Monday afternoon the friends of Colonel 
Sydney became anxious about his prolonged 
absence and set enquiries for him on foot. 
Messengers were sent to the offices of the 
different agents of the several ocean steam­
ship lines, but nothing could be learned of 
him. It was suggested that he had probably 
gone on board one of the vessels about to 
start to see the Captain, as he was very inti­
mate, with all masters sailing out of New 
York, and had been taken out to sea. This 
surmise was soon banished, as no vessel left 
the port that evening, and those that had 
gone ont during the day could not possibly 
have him on board. Becoming alarmed, 
they applied to the police, and for five days 
the city was searched to tie purpose for the 
missing man. His friends in England were 
telegraphed to, as well as those in California, 
but no one in either place had heard anything 
of him. The object of this was to secure the 
property, as it was concluded the Col­
onel must have met with foul play. Capt 
Byrnes, of the Fifteenth precinct, caused an 
examination of every house in the city to be 
made where Colonel Sydney would be likely 
to be attracted or led into, but no informa­
tion, of him could be discovered. Dr. Beck 
joined in the hunt, and went every day to 
the Morgue and the different police stations 
in the hope of hearing something of him, but 
always with the same result, until Sunday 
last. On the Friday night before Colonel 
Sydney disappeared jehads long conversa­
tion with Mr. George South, the manager of 
the De Soto. After paying a portion of the 
bill he owed he said that he intended start­
ing West soon, and that he would draw 
$10,000 the following afternoon. He eat 
iathe bar-room for some time after the other 
guests had gone, and retired after requesting 
that he should not be disturbed
until late in the afternoon, as he felt 
tired and wanted all the rest he could get. 
When he left the hotel on Saturday, in com­
pany with Mr. Fogarty, he wore a striped 
gray coat, but when the body was identified 
the striped coat had been changed for a black 

This fact led to a farther enquiry into 
his movements after he left Dr. Beck on the 
day of his disappearance, and it was 
ascertained he had gone to the De 
Soto after leaving Dr. Beck and chang­
ed his coat. Mr. Fogarty found the 
gray coat among his effects yesterday at the 
hotel, where he went to pack them up and 
put a seal on them to wait the action of the 
administrators of the estate. A reporter of 
the Herald called upon Dr. Beck at his of­
fice last evening, and that gentleman stated 
he had known Colonel Sydney for a great 
many years. He was a most amiable gentle- 
man, he said, and beloved by all who knew 
W. Colonel Sydney, Dr. Beck said, has 
been suffering for some time back from an 
acute mental distress, but whst the nature 
of the trouble was he. would not say, for the 
reason that it could do no possible good. 
The Colonel, he stated, was an old California 
pioneer, and was as well and favourably 
known as any man in the Golden State. How 
he came to his death, Dr. Beck had no 
idea; but he thought suicide was the most 
likely theory. In his opinion Colonel Syd­
ney had not been quite sane for several 
weeks, and he was inclined to think he had 
taken his life in a fit of despondency. Mr. 
Fogarty, however, upon whom the reporter 
called, did not think for a moment that 
Colonel Sydney had committed suicide or 
was insane. Although the body showed no 
marks of violence, because of the length of 
time it was in the water, he thought it was 
extremely Likely some one had made away
