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SANITARY CONVENTION,

Discussion of Important Toples at the Ses-
sion in London, Unt,

Lox0ox, Nov. 16.—The sesfion of the san-
itary convention under the auspices of the
Provincial Beard of Health opened at the City
hall this morning, there being a large attend-
ance of local physicians and medical gentle-
men from a distance, ~ After the opening ex
ercises by Rev. Father Tiernan,

An address on public health, prepared by
Dr. Harding, of St. John,:N.B,, was read by
Dr. Oldright, which consisted priucipally of
hints regarding the necessity, advisability,
and best methods of imparting sanitary in-
formation among the general public and the
recent acquisition of ladies as advocates of
sanitory reform, alluding also to the fact that
many physicians were not qualified to impart
such information to the public, but that in
general they were the most fitting bodies,
He held that it was the duty of the public to
themselves to study this subject and profis
by such study. Dr. Oldright considered the
paper eminently appropriate to the opening
session. He expressed gratification that the
ladies were taking increased interest in sani-
tary science, and that there might be a good
attendance of the fair sex during the session
of the board.

Dr. EpwarDs considered that a practical
way of meeting the masses would ‘be by im-
partiog sanitary information in the schools,

Dr. PLAYTER, of Ottawa, thought the medi-
cal men bad to complain that the public bad
not vet co-operated with them in regard to
sanitary science, though he hoped they would,
and be believed London would be a good
starti int,

Mr. WaLKER spoke briefly of the complete
system of sewage in vogue 1n England, where
under the law of sanitary anthority a sanitary
officer inspects houses, grounds, and water
closets.

MILLDAMS PREJUDICIAL TO HEALTH,

Dr. Arxort, of London, read a lengthy
f‘aper on *““ The Effects of Mili Dams on

ublic Health.” Aifter referring to the grave
responsibilities resting on the medical fra-
ternity, he alluded to malaria as amongst the
most hidden and potent causes of disease,
and while it wasjone of the most preventible
of diseases few measures of importance had
been adopted with a view to its suppression.
Miil dams, locks, and other -obstructions to
the natural flow of the water were its most
fertile sources in this part of Ontario. The
building of a lock or dam had always been
foilowed at no distant date by an
increase of such diseases, and their
removal had been followed shortly
afterwards by a very great diminution, if not
complete cessation, of malarial troubles., He
cited several instances which had come under
his own observation of whole families having
been down with ague from the too close prox-
Imity of a mill dam on a sluggish stream,
and showed that with their removal from the
spot the disease had disappeared from
amongst them, and they had never been
bothered since, He concluded by askirg :—
‘“ Whatsha'l be said of the people who per-
mit dams to remain on the river, where they
collect all the refuse and sewage in addition
to the ordinary impurities, A private citizen
would be indictable were he to keep an open
tess pit in the yard to coilect the sewerage of
one house, but in a city of 30,000 inhabitants
the authorities permit the existence of
three dams, which collect all the sewerage
and rgfuge into three huge cesspools. To
two 5 these causes may undoubtedly be
charged a great amount of the sickness of the
city. I bLelieve that the' late great figod,
whicl did so much damage to bridges and
dams, was a great blessing in a sanitary point
of view to thie city and surrounding country.
Nor do 1 believe in a financial point of view
the balance will be 's0 muach against us as
might be supposed. For the inergased pro-
ductive power of the peopletin good health,
the saving of time through a lessened amoung
of illness, and last but not least the diminished
expenditure for medical attendance, are
a saving to the country which at
all events goes far to balarce the
expenditure - for bridges.
agreed that the removai of 8 dam would be
the means of decreasing sickness, diminishing
doctors’ bilis, and saving vainable lives, does
it not foilow that failing to do so would bein
the highest degree triminal, morally if not
legally ? Has the.time not arr.ved when the
bealth of the people should be the chief con-
sideration of our rulers, and the prevention of
disease wiser and more honourable than its
cure ?’

.HYGIENIC CONDITION OF RURAL SCHOOLS,

Mr. DEaRNEss, inspector of schools for
East Middlesex, then read an address on the
‘“ Hygienic Condition of Rural-Schools.” He
believed four-fifths of the deaths of children
were due to ¢in and ignorance and disease,
and lamented the fact that nothing had been
done by the Government to diffuse a know-
ledge of hygienic matters amongst the p=ople.
After referring to the defects of the site
usually chosen for rural schools, he advocated
the selection of ground for the building with
a southern aspect, and facing south, Venti-
lation and warmth were important essentials
in schoole, and in many buildings both were
lacking. The airof tne majority of schools
was to his mind a most prolific factor of con-
sumption. He referred to the usnal method
of warming by stoves placed near the door,
and also to the inefficient supply of water ;
48 per cent. of the rural schools had wells, 30
per cent. depended on the neighbours, and
for tiee balance tHe scholars had to obtain a
supply as best they could. He concluded an
admirable paper by aliuding to the apologies
for closets, the impurities of the well water,
the excellence of the furniture, and gave it as
his opinion thav a child should not be sent to
school before the age of seven years.

LEGISLATIVE AID.

Several resolutions were then adopted.
The first asked the Legislature to amend the
Pubiic Health Acts of the province so as to
provide for a Board of Health and health offi-
cer in each municipality.”

of gociety. Shortly after the marriage M,
He‘ont was ordered to South America,
and he took with hiln, when he went, his
wife. - While there she died in childbirth,
For some reason Mrs, Thompson, her mother,
who still resided at the oli mansion, would
not believe that her daughter was dead, and
became possessed of an idea that her husband

in Soath America that he might be free to
pay his addresses to some dark-eyed beauty
of the Spanish-American court.

POISONED BY STRYCHNINE.

The Coroner’s Jury Think €nok Teat Mur-‘
dered His Youug; Wife,

FresaErTON, Nov. 16:~—The mysterious
poisoning case of Rose Léppard, at Eugenia,
a small village near here, two weeks ago has,
with the resumption of thecorbner’sinquest to-
day, excited more interest'tham when the un-
fortunate young girl met hér death. The un-
fortunate girl was married‘to Cook Teat,
an old bilind man, by Rev. D. J.
Macdonnell in ' Toronto, “‘and procured
a policy on her life for 84,000°in the Canadian
Mutual Aid Association, thréugh Mr. W, P,
Page, Toronto, agent of ‘the company. In.
terest in tho case has been Heighitened since
the inquest adjourned tw6- weeks ago, on
account of residents of Eugenia volunteering
statements of their knowledge of the
case, sgd altogether “there has been
forming;*® since the inquest  adjourned
a fortnightMago, a strong chain of cir-
cumstantial evidence, wﬂﬁg bas been grad-
ually but surely hgtom'n ‘round the princi-
pal actor in,the affair. e reason the in-
quest was adjourned, it will be remembered,
was to procure an analysis of the contents of
ths deceased’s stomach by, Dr. Ellis, public
analyst. Dr. Ellis forwarded his report of
the analysis from Toronto to-day, which states
conclusively that he had N

DISCOVERED STRYCHNINE

in the girl’s stomach. This report was read
at the coroner’s inquest held to-day by Dr.
Christie, coroner, of this place. It will be
remembered that this girl died in great agony,
and while she was in apparent good heaith,
Her mother states that she never had a sick
day in her life, and tbat she was the
healthiest  girl in  the township.
Death, however, was accompanied by
every symptom of strychnine poison-
ing. It 'was ciearly shown Cook Teat had
strychnine in his possession, and indeed a
small partly-filled bottle of the poison has
been found in*his possession. At the inquest
to-day Aaron Teeter testified that beiore the
poisoning of the girl, Cook Teat had shown a
bottle, which he said contained strychnine.
At the tinge he was shown the bottle, it was
about two-thirds full of the poison; now
the bottle which was found in Teat’s pos-
session, and which Teeter recognized as the
same one which the latter had shown to
him, is only one-third full, the strychnine
when found making it quite apparent that
some of 1t has been used for some purpose.
Since the adjournment of the inquest, two
weeks ago, Cook Teat amd Mrs. Leppard,
mother of the murdered girl, seem to have
had a falling out, for at the inquest this
morning she seemed inc.ined to tell all she
knew that would be to his disadvantage.
There was some hard swearing in the case,
and a great deal of contradictory evidence,
especially between Mrs. Leppard, Aaron
Teeter, and Cook Teat. She said she was

SURE ROSE HAD BEEN POISONED,

not by her own hands, for the girl was not of
a despondent disposition, but she thoughs
she must have been viven poison by somegne,
and took 1t unknowingly. It was also shown
that Cook Teat and g(oue had been seen on
Monday, the day she died, walking down the

road while she held the papetaqbich_gvidpnte ,

ly oqnnim.:wme i powger, from the.
way. (. ahe. . ; t  was- immedigtely
aff.zr ‘Sv{i" ii'nﬂ:'* that :g:' took :ick’.-
Her mother “states Cook Teat bhad on
one occasion offered. to _bring down
some strychunine to poisonsome onions which
were being stolen from ber garden, and by
which Teat proposed to cateh the thief.
Sheppard, however, refused to nse it upon any
account. Part of Aaron Tceter'sevidence was
quite irrelevant to the poisouing case, but it
tended to show that Teat’s character was not
by any means irreproachavle, and was calcu-
lated to prejadice the mest conscientions
jury against him. Teeter.said, and Cook
Teat admitted that he had another wife
in Erin, who was a daughter of Mr. Sart
.geant, - Teeter said Teat’s wife in Erin had
told him that he had on sundry occasions,
whenshe lived with him, threatened to cut her
throat and shoot her, He delayed his mar-
riage, it seems, with Rose Leppard, in order
to try and get a separation from his other
wife ; it was also shown that he offered
this woman in Erin $50 if she
would sign deeds of separation. This
separation from his first wife was never con-
summated, but when he was married bv Rev.
Mr. Macdonnell he alleged, as shown at the
inquest to-day, that he was a bachelor, They
were married, and before Cook Teat had been
keeping company many months with Rose
Leppard it became painfully apparent that
‘her marriage toy him was a social necessity,
and it is generally presumed that he gave her
strychnine, which caused her death,

UNDER THE PRETENCE THAT IT WAS MEDICINE
that would have the effect of procuring a mis-
carriage. It is supposed she took deadly

isdbn quite ignorant of what it was,  Mrs,

pparg alsostated that after the opening of
the inquest on her daughter’s remains her
suspicion that she had been poisoned was
strengthened, and when she returned home
from the inquest she found crumbs of bread
and cheese in Rote's satchel, and thinking
her daughter might have heen poison-
ed through some food given her to
eat, she soaked the crumbs in milk and gave
them to whe cat next day, but they had no
effect. Thestrange fact in connection with
the case is that while the gravedigger was
preparing the grave for Rose Leppard he had
occasion to call at her mother’s house, and
took his dog with him, The dog ate some
morsel of food which he found outside Lep-
pard’s door, and strange to say, mext
day showed symptoms of having been
poisoned . by strychnine. Cook Teat’s
evidence was taken. ' He' said Teeter's
had told a good string of falsehoods; that
they had the effect of quite apsetting him,
He swore that he had never snowa him
any strychnine ; that he had mever proposed
to give Mrs. Leppard any to use, and that
with the exception of a little he gave a neigh-
bour to poison a dog with, he' had never used
any for any purpose, He had never, hesaid,
given deceased anything in the way of medi-
cine for herseli, The inquest lasted for
nearly six hours. Mr, Frost, brother of
County Court Attorney Frost, of Owen
Sound, watched the proceedings in the in-
terets of the Crown. The case was summed
up by Coroner Christie, and given to the jury
about nine o’clock.  After’ eonsidering it
about balf an hour, thsy returned a verdict,
finding e !

COOK TEAT GUILTY

of causing the girl’s death by poisoning her
with strychnine, Teat, who was present,
seemed to take matters with singular cool-
ness. He took his pipe outof his pocket,
and leaning back in his chair smoked de-
liberately for some time. Then Constable
Field, of Flesherton, took him'in custody,
and to-morrow he will be transferred to gaol
in Owen Sound to await his trial at the next
Criminal Assizes there. The prisooeris a
peculiar looking old man, about fiity years
of age, and, as stated before, quite
blind. His medium length bhair is
stiff- like bristles, and brushed straight,
while his chin and side whiskers are cut to
correspond with his hair. He lives with his
mother and her several children near Eugenia.
The family came from Lexingtomy Michigan,
some years ago and settied here. His mother
enjoyed & pension ifrom the United States
Government, obtained through her son hav-
ing been engaged in the American war.  He
had a brother living who lost an arm in the
American war, and another who is also blind.
He and his brother became blind by accident,
and altogether the families; some members of
which are said to be highly respectabls, seem
to bave been remarkably unforturete,

THE DUKE OF CONNAUGHT.

Heand the Duchess go to Indis-~The First
]-:::nlployment of an English  Prinece in
India,

From London Times, Nov. 3.

The Duke and Duchess of Connaught left
last evening on their way to India, where his
Royal Highness is to take up the military
command of the ‘Meerut Division, to which
he bas besn designated. The good wishes of
the whole English people will accompany him
and the duchess. Whatever objections may
attach to the appointment of members of the
Royal Family to responsible postsin adminis-
tration at home or abroad, it has always
been recognized as fitting that in .the
profession of arms, with which they are by
tradition connected, they should have the op-
portunity of serving their country and mak-
ing for themselves a distinguished and useful
career. It is no amateur soldiering on which
the Duke enters when he accepts an Indian
command. In India there are few of the
amenities of military life which sometimes
call forth the eriticism or satire of those
who observe a highly placed officer’s position
in England. The Indian army cccupies a
country 'the condition of which brings our
troops into something like the category of
the continental armies, and every man who
takes service in it, whatever may be his
rank or fanctions, knows that he maust be
ever ready to deal with unknown contin-
gencies. To engage in this more earness and
serious service has, we believe, been long the
desire of the Duke of Connaugkt. He has
looked upon his profession not as a mere
ornamental adjunct to his high rank, but asa
career to be steadfastly followed ; and this
Indian command, involving, “as _it does,
separation for himself and his c#nsort for
several years from the society and the condi-
tions of life to which they have been accus-
tomed, has been accepted with hopeful antici-

tion by both of them. That the son of our
&een and the daughter of the gallant Fred-
erick Charles may be favoured with all good
fortune in their new career will be the wish
of every Englishman. This is the first in-
stance of the employment of an English
Prince within the imits of our Eastern Em-
pire. All will desire that the result may be
of good omen for the future,

A Substitute for Matches.

Countless accidents, as every one we,
arise from the use of matches.' To obtain
light without employing them, and so wita-
out the danger or setting things on fire, an
ingenious contrivance’ is now used by the
watchmen of Paris in all magazines where
explosive or inflammabie materials are kept.
Any one may easily thake trial of it. Take
an oblong phial of the whitest and clearest
glass, and put into 1t a piece of phosphorus
about the size of a pea. Pour some olive
oil heated to the boiling pomnt upon the
phosphorus ; fill the phial about one-third
full, and then cork it tightly. To use this
novel light, remove the cork, allow the air
to enter tiie phial, and then re-cork it. The
empty space in the ghial will become lumin-
ous, -and the light obtained will be equal to
that of a lamp. When the light grows dim,
its power can be mncreased by taking out the
cork, and allowing a fresh supply of air to
enter the phial. In winter it is sometimes
necessary to heat the phial between the hands
‘In order to increase the fluidity of the oil.
The apparatus thus prepared may be used for
six months.
