The lack of ventilation is appalling
and is a serious menace to the health
of teachers and pupils.

The sweeping leaves very much to
be desired.

Over one andQuarter Million Quarts
Handled Since 1916 Exclusive
of Various OOther Deliveries.

(Special To The Journal.)
Toronto, April 4.—Since
went under prohibition in September,
1916, and up to March First of tms
year, over one million quartg of li-
quor have been sold under physicians
presciptions by legal vendors under
the Ontario Act. This was an estim-
ate furnished under the Public Ac-
counts Committee of Legislature this
morning by J. D. Flavelle, Chairman
of the Ontario License Board. This
is exclusive of lipuor issued by drug-
gists. Vendors ana distillers for sac-
ramental or industrial pu poses. Mr.
Flavelle further stated that it did not
include liquor obtained by physicians
for their own use. Flavelle gaid he
believed that despite the fact the
Department had collected more than
a million and a quarter dollars in
fines for infractions of the Act there
was no comparison in conditions of
sobriety of the Province now as
against conditions before the Act
went into force. The amount of liquor
consumed, he asserted, was undoubt-
edly immensely less under the Act.

CASH DEPOSITS NOT NECESSARY to SECURE SERVICES OF CAR
WHEN IT. IS PURCHASED DECLARES BOARD OF HEALTH.

A short mecting of the Board of
Health was held last night. All mem-
bers were present; the pmayor in tne
chair. Dr. Calder, W. P. Holmes, Ex-
Ald. Gibson, Dr. Curry, Inspecror
Bonham and City Clerk Pay wete
also present.

Mr Gibson submitted a finance re-
port for accounts totalling arouna
$30.00.

Asked by Mr. Holmeg if there were
any cases of flu in the city now, Dr.
Curry as Medical Oycer of Health
stated that none had been reported
to him. Mr. Pay said there were three
cases of death in the city lasu week
from pneumonia. 4

Mr. Pay reported that = he had
placed $563.00 in the bank as sub-
scription money to the new ambul-
ance.

No Charge for Ambulance

The Medical Health Officer stated
that he was now located in the city
and would take up the ambulance fund
cause more vigorously. He thought
the newspapers should make it very
clear to the public that there would
be no charge for the use of the am«
bulance when it is obtained.

The Mayor stated that there was
some indifference, he had found, to-
ward 'the’ campaigin because many
people had the idea that cash would
have to be put up whenever the am-
bulance wag called into use, provid-
ing it were obtained, and working
people felt that in case of emergency
cases cash deposits should not be
necessary, particularly if the gener-
al public contributed to the purchase
of the ambulance.

“You can make it as clear as you
like through the Press,” said the
Medical Health Officer, “that -there
will be no charge for the service of
the ambulance. Thig is one of the ob-
jects of getting a new ome, to give
service to the gencral public and not
have to settle first wro 15 gomg to
pay for a trip. One of the chief pur-
poses of thig Board of Health is to
reduce the number of deaths in this
city and by having an ambulance
recady for all purposes without cash
demands we can help to save lives”

“Certamly the usefulnes~ ~f an am-
bu'ance is reduced if the question has
to be debated each time as w0 wao will
pay for its service. If the citizens
contribute to the purchase of the car
no doubt the municipality will find
ways and means of keeping and oper-
ating it.”
