■ing City Engineer Hill, arc having 
their own troubles in connection with 
the sewer now being installed on Six­
teenth avenue west.

Thirty-four ■ men out of a gang of 
40. working under Foreman Tooten. 
have been laid off and discharged.

When interviewed, Mr. Tooten said 
the services of the men were dispens 
ed witli on orders from Mr. Hill, wii > 
did not consider they were doing -, 
sufficient amount of work for tlie 25 
cents per hour they were being paid. 
Mr. Tooten lias retained in tlie ser­
vice six of the gang whom he thought 
were fully competent.

Most of the men discharged Called 
in a body on Mayor Cameron at the 
city hall and entered a most strenuous 
verbal protest against the manner of 
their dismissal.

On behalf of the men. W. ti. Webb, 
who has been employed by the city 
for some time past, stated" that they 
were all doing a fair day's work, iii 
fact, accomplished much more work 
than is usually done by sewer gangs 
working for the city, and asked tlie 
Mayor t<t see that all who were dis­
charged were again put to work.

Mayor Cameron, who did not know 
anything of the trouble until ap­
proached by the men, said lie would 
consult with Mr. Hill at the earliest 

.opportunity and see that any mistake 
would be rectified: but also made it 
plain that incompetent or shiftless 
workers would not be favored in an--' 
manner.

FIRES 60,000 SHOTS A MINUTE.

New Rapid-Fire Weapon Will Pour 
Bullets in a Steady Stream.

New York, Aug. 3.—The science ol 
war will be revolutionized and stand­
ing armies vastly reduced if the rapid 
tiring gun invented by William .Fat­
ten ca,n duplicate in the field tlie work 
of a ten-inch model which Mr. Patten 
has built and is demonstrating. The 
gun is noiseless- and is fired without 
powder. And this is not all. Patten 
asserts that the gun can discharge 
bullets faster than can he Joaded into 
its magazine, that tjie loading speed 
therefore practically is the only limit 
to the number of shots that can be 
fired. He maintains that 50,000 shots 
a inimité can be discharged.

The gun is fired by centrifugal force 
All there is to it is a big wheel with 
a crank for revolving it. In the ten- 
inch model this can be turned by 
hand. A motor of fifty horsepower 
would be required to turn the six foot 
model Mr. Patten hopes to build.

lîiillcts—not shells such as are used 
in war guns,"but Simply balls'of lead 
or steel—are poured into the gun. The 
operator revolves the wheel, and the 
bullets begin to pour in a steady 
stream. They tly so fast they have 
the appearance of one long leaden rib­
bon, and if the gun is revolved on its 
base tho stream of lead wotild sweep 
around in an arc which would mow 
down anything in front of it.

The inventor of the new gun got his 
idea from seeing a fly-wheel burst.

PLOTTED A REVOLUTION.

Conspiracy in Bosnia and Crcatis is
Disclosed—Want Self-Government.
Vienna, Aug. 3—The conspiracy 

trial at Cettinjo’reveals an extensive 
plot to organize a revolution among 
the Southern Slav races in Bosnia 
and Creatis, in which bombs would 
play an important part. Several 
prominent politicians and journalists, 
including two deputies',' were compro­
mised. The Austriah authorities 
hate taken energetic measures. 
Several editors have been sentenced 
to long tei ms of imprisonment. 
Affairs in Bosnia and Hefzergovina 
have been unsatisfactory tor some 
time. Conditions have baeome fur­
ther unsettled by the sudden olmnges 
in the Turkish regime. Both pro­
vinces are now adminiserred by th< 
Bosnian minister in Vienna, but tlie 
agitation which prevails for some 
form of government is expected to 
succeed.

PARIS CONFRONTED .
BY GENERAL STRIKE

Authorities Are Prepared for Any Em­
ergency—25,000 Troops in Readi­
ness in Barracks—Lapor Leaders 
Threaten Shortage of Meat and 
Bread.

Paris, Aug. 3—Paris is once more 
confronted witli the possibility of a 
general strike of workingmen. Several 
newspaper offices in Paris tonight are 
short of printers and some of ' them 
may bp unable to get out their edi­
tions. Large forces of police guard the 
newspaper office's, while every police­
man in Paris is on special duty. In 
addition So.fiOO troops are confined in 
the barracks and being thus prepared 
the .authorities decllare they are ready 
ior any emergency.

There -is a feeling of panic among 
the people and considerable anxiety 
arid indignation against the labor lead 
ers, who claim 100,000 men will join 
a general strike and that the meat and 
bread supply will be eut off as well as 
there being a stoppage of all work 
where electric power is used. The city 
has been covered with posters an­
nouncing that a strike has been called 
as ti protest against the shooting down 
of workmen. ,
