It was dated
at Adana and read: “Help, Adana,
Chambers.” Immediately \upon receipt
f this message a decpatoh was sent to
the state department at Washington
quoting Dr. Chamber’s message and
asking that proper action be taken
through the regular channels. Dr. Cham-
bers is the resident missionary of the
board in Adana.

Life Story of Sultan.

To say that the . story of Abdul
Hamid read like a romance is to d
it aninjustice. From his infancy he
inspired fear and repulsion and it ‘s

{said that his father gave orders that
'the child should never be brought io

him in the morning lest he might cast
ill luck over the whole day. He w
it is said, the son of an Armenian
slave girl, who renounced Christian-
ity for Islam and danced her way into
the Harem of Abdul Mejid. That wise
and liberal ruler was succeeded by
the wild and tempestuous Aldul Aziz,
whose maniacal frenzies forced his
ministers to oppose him. He ended
his life a few days later by opening
his veins with a ‘pair of scissors.

Abdul Majid, the Liberal-mindad
Reformer. left an older son, Murad,
of legitimate birth, and in many ways
resembling his father. Murad V was
raised to the throne, made vacant by
the disposition of Abdul Aziz, at the
end of May 1876. Three months later
ha himself was relieved dfrom the
throne and a pall of mystery decend-
ed upon him which has never been
clared. A hundred-tongued rumon de-
clares that he still lives, the lawful
souvereign of Turkey, commander -f
the Faithful, Calipn of Islam, in the
Marole dungeon of the Cheragan pa-
lace and no Mohammedan boatman
will willingly approach the forbidden
ground on which the Cheragan stands
on a cliff above the Bosphorus. W
ther Murad V. lives in known only to
Abdul Hamid, the younger brother.
who succeeded to the throne. But this
much is certain, Marad soon after tha
suicide of his maniac uncle was strick-
en with mental depression, perhaps
brain fever and a commission of doec-
tors, with Abdul Hamid’s physician
at its head, declared that he was hop.-
lessly insane,

A Regency Deciared.

The Shiek Ul Islam, the religious
head of the Moslem world, thereupon
declared a regency and it is as regent
for his brother Murad tliat Abdul Ha-
mid went on the throne. The incar-
ceration of the elder brother took
place at the end of August 1876. At
that time a frightful struggle was go-
ing on among the Balkan Mountains
between the Christian Slavs and the
Mostem Turks. The world rang with
the tale of the ‘“Bulgarian Atrocities,”
which fille dall Northern Turkey with
a carnival of cruelty and destruction.
Meanwhile whispers were rife through
Constantinople that Murad V nad
completely recovered his health and
mind, and that his brother Abdul Ha-
mid was guilty of the crime of usur-
pation.

The Turkish parliament stayed pro-
rogued and in theory and in law, the
constitution which Abdul Hamid had
sworn to protect has remained in foreco
since 1876. The Berlin treaty in the
summer of 1378 dismembered the Tur
kish empire, but Abdul Hamid seems
to have taken rather lightly the loss
of so much of his Empire or -his
brother’s empire. The treaty had c-
cognized him as th eruler of Turkey.
