From the Western Wilds,

Sergeant Kdward Ellis, (son of Thos.
Ellis, E<q., Puslinch,) who has been for
the two last seasons engaged in the
Boundary Survey Commission Service,
writing from the Roeky Mountains, re-
lates some interesting facts.
