Sounded his protection speech.

Mr Charltea’s Speech.
■Rfr. Charlton, speaking of his mo­

tion for reciprocity and differential 
duties, said 63 per cent, of the ex-

imports came from England. He 
then devoted some time to showing

trade was unsatisfactory, and be 
then proceeded with a bit of history 
to demonstrate what reciprocity 
would do. This he illustrated by 
pointing out that under the recipro- 
cic treaty of 1854 our exports to 
the United States rose from $10 - 
000,000 to *44,000,000 in 13 years, 
an increase of 440 per cent. Then 
ensued a war of tariffs with ft re* 
suit satisfactory to Canada. but 
not so pleasing to the Americans, 
for while our exports in these 35 
years to England increased from 
$16,826,000 in 1866 to 8105,000,- 
000 last year, an increase of 27 
per cent., our exports to the United 
States only increased $3,000,000. 
On the other hand, while our im­
ports from Créât Britain only 
increased $3,000,000, or 7 7-10 per 
cent., our imports from the 
States increased
318 per cent. And this was 
brought about, not by a tariff ^ 
high as the United States tariff, 
which we ought to have employed ; 
but by a low tariff against their 
practically exclusive tariff. (Hear, 
hear.) Our tariff imposed at pres­
ent a, duty of 28 per cent, upon duti­
able goods imported from the United 
States, or 12J per cent, upon total 
imports. Upon dutiable goods from 
Great Britain the duty was 50 per 
cent., or 25 per cent, upon our to­
tal imports. (Hear, hear.) And 
so we import 63 per cent of our to­
tal from the States. 22£ per cent. 
irom Great Britain and 14.\ per cent, 
from the rest of the world.

Unties Are Unequal.
‘ These duties are unequal and not 

in our interest," said Mr. Charlton. 
“They shouldn’t be lower to the 
United States than to Great Bri­
tain; that they ought to bear some 
relation to this treatment of us 
goes without saying." (Cheers).

He showed that our trade was im­
portant, and that the magnitude of 
our importations of manufactured 
goods from the United States was 
simply amazing. In 1898 we import­
ed of manufactured goods $26,732,- 
000 from Great Britain and $43,- 
821,000 from the United States; in 
1 «899, $31,646,000 from Great Brit­
ain and $56,546,000 from the Un­
ited States; in 1900, $37,985,000 
from Great Britain and $62,858.000 
from the United States; in 
1901, $37,270,000 from Great 
Britain ($714,000 of a de­
crease) and $65,559,000 (or $2,- 
700,000 of an increase) from the Un­
ited States. In other words we im­
ported $28,289,000 more from the 
United States than from Great Brit­
ain last year, and $15,000,000 more 
than from the rest of the world.

Reciprocity in Natural Products.
Mr. Charlton repeated that to se­

cure reciprocity with the United 
States in natural products we should 
not be called on to increase our free 
list or lower our tariff. The deal 
would be mutually advantageous. It 
was said that he wanted to lower the 
duties on all manufactures in Can­
ada. That was not true. What he 
wanted was to allow the United 
States to pay them back in Cana­
dian products for our immense im­
ports of American manufactured 
goods, and, if not that, we manufac­
ture them ourselves. (Hear, hear. )

Out For Self-Protection.
What he would do was to give 

the United States an inducement of 
40 of 50, or 75 per cent, or any­
thing to obtain fair tariff treat­
ment. “If that is not enough,” 
said Mr. Charlton, “all right, we 
will simply do what we have threa­
tened and what we will do, and so 
far as 1 know, l don’t care how 
soon it is done. 1 know 1 hat my 
friend on the right (Mr. Edwards )

will say that I’m gone stark mad 
on the question of protection. But 
this is more than a question of pro­
tection, it is a question of self­
protection."

To sum UP. Mr. Charlton said he 
had shown that our tariff was one- 
half lower than the American,while 
their’s practically excluded Canadian 
products. Our tariff was lower to 
the United States than to England. 
We bought three times as much from 
the United States as we sell to that 
country; and bought our manufac­
tured goods chiefly from them. So 
that if they refused to remedy this 
condition of trade, self-protection 
must be resorted to by Canada. 
With all our resources of natural 
wealth we shouldn’t be content, he 
urged, to plod along at the rate of 
a 10 per cent, increase each de­
cade in our population, while the 
flower of our people went across the 
line. It would take us 200 years 
at that rate to people the country 
we have. “At all events, we do not 
want to continue to be hewers of 
wood and drawers of water to the 
United States," said Mr. Charlton,

Mr. Charlton added that his policy 

was to give a preference in our 
market to the countries that admit­
ted our natural products free. It 
was one that would even bring the 
Germans to time, tvnd it would cer­
tainly help us in the onward march 
to empire. »

He concluded "by moving- “That 
this House is of the opinion that 
Canadian import duties should be 
arranged upon the principle of re­
ciprocity in trade conditions so far 
as may be consistent with Canadian 
interests; that a rebate of not less 
than 40 per cent, of the amount of 
duties imposed should be made upon 
dutiable imports from nations or 
countries admitting Canadian na­
tural products into their markets 
free of duty; and that the scale of 
Canadian duties should be sufficient­
ly high to avoid inflicting injury up­
on Canadian interests in cases where 
a rebate of 40 per cent. or more 
shall be made under the conditions 
aforesaid."

In a Free Trade Speech.
Mr. W. C. Edwards replied in a 

free trade speech. He dissented en­
tirely from Mr. Charlton’s claim 
that the policy put foreward by him 
was in the interests of Canada. If 
Canada never had protection, it was 
his belief, the population would be 
double what it is to-day.

Mr. Bell (Pictou) followed. He 
expressed himself as greatly impress­
ed with Mr. Charlton’s speech, and 
took the member for Russell to task 
for holding free trade opinions while 
continuing to give a blind support 
to an out and out' protectionist Gov­
ernment.

Dr, Sproule accused the Govern­
ment of flying a kite to see how the 
wind blew, and after referring to the 
divergence of opinion on the tariff 
question among their supporters, 
challenged the Government to make 
a statement of their position.

Mr. Heyd was in favor of giving 
further protection to the woollen 
manufacturers.

Mr. W. B. Northrup opposed the re­
solution on the ground of its in defin­
iteness, declaring for such an explicit 
clear cut tariff pronouncement as 
would leave no man in the country 
ignorant of how his representative 
stood on the question.

Mr. W. F. Maclean said the Liber­
als had gone part of the way; now 
let the Government do the manly 
thing and come right out for ade­
quate protection, lie would say to 
them, do it now, do it to-night. Now 
was the accepted time, now the ; p- 
jminted hour. He hoped this was the 
last time the Opposition would have 
to appeal to the Government to take 
the final leap and confess that Gift 
only policy for Canada was the pol­
icy of protection and not the jug- 
handled arrangement in force at the 
present time.

Wait Till the Budget.
Mr. Fielding said he did not think 

the Hcrtise desired a division on the 
resolution, the object of which was 
rather to invite discussion and ad­
journ the debate to another day.

Of this 
number 16,357 were British, 0,054 
foreign and 5,487 were landed at 
Montreal who were not defined as to 
nationality.

A question by Mr. E. F. Clark in 
the House yesterday elicited from 
the Premier the information that the 
Government had sent a delegation 
to Patagonia to represent to these 
Welshmen the advantages of Canada 
as a field for settlement. The Gov­
ernment was now in communication 
with Welsh agents respecting the 
advisability of giving their people 
further assistance.

The Minister of Interior laid upon 
the table of the House the terms of 
the hydraulic concessions in the 
Klondike, granted to the Treadgold 
syndicate. In the main these are as 
already set forth in the press.

Railway Commission Rill Drafted.
Ottawa, Feb. 25.—A bill for the 

appointment of a railway commis­
sion has been drafted, and is now be­
fore the Cabinet. The measure will 
require the most careful considera­
tion, and will involve a lengthened 
debate. The probability is, there­
fore, that it will be laid over until 
next session.

FH SEITS H CtISltD
Political Atmosphere Permeated 

With Protest Talk.

Seat» Held by Arch. Campbell, M. Avery 
and E. G us Porter Challenged Monday 
— West Durham Also Disputed—Partic­
ulars Will Be Filed Later—Political 
Parties Make an Even Bye-Election 
Protest Break.

Toronto, Feb. 25.—The political at­
mosphere is permeated with election 
protest talk, no less than three pro­
tests having been filed at Osgoode 
Hall shortly before 4 o’clock last 
evening, at which hour the time of 
filing them expired.

The three were against the elec­
tion of the Conservative candidates 
in Addington and West Hastings and 
one against that of Mr. Campbell, 
the Liberal candidate in West York.

What with the protest filed a few 
days ago against the Liberal candi­
date in West Durham, it makes two 
protests on behalf of each party.

The allegations in each case are 
the usual ones of bribery and cor­
ruption.

In W’est York Robert Stuart Bur­
rows, a printer, is the petitioner. S. 
W. Dady, auctioneer, disputes Mr. 
Avery's seat, and Cornelius Mullin, a 
sailor, of Belleville, petitions against 
E. G us Porter.

The petition in the case of Robert 
Beith of West Durham asks that 1 he 
successful candidate be disqualified 
for corrupt practices. One of the 
charges reads:

“Before and during the said elec­
tion the respondent personally en­
gaged persons as canvassers and ag­
ents, knowing that they had within 
eight years previous been found 
guilty of corrupt practices by the 
court, and by the reports of election 
judges."

The usual charges of bribery and 
corruption by agents are also made.

A WAR OF WORDS.

But It Might Have Been a Fist Fight in 
B. C. Legislature,

Victoria, B.C., Feb. 25.—There was 
a disgraceful scene in the Provincial 
Legislature yesterday afternoon. 
Richard McBride, leader of the Op­
position; Joseph Martin, the leader 
of the party, formerly the Opposi­
tion, but which voted with the Gov­
ernment last session, and Smith 
Curtis, formerly Martin's first lieu­
tenant. engaged in what narrowly 
averted being a fist fight.

It was over the seat, in the House 
usually allotcd to the leader of the 
Opposition. McBride took it when 
he entered the chamber, and when 
Martin arrived there was a wordy 
war. McBride held the seat until 
the chaplain arose to read the pray­
ers.

The new leader of the Opposition 
arose also, and Martin slipped into 
the chair.

Mr. Curtis grabbed Mr. Martin by 
the throat and hurled him back.

Messrs. Mel lines, Gilmour and oth­
ers grabbed Mr. Curtis and pushed 
him off, while cries of “Shame, put 
Martin out.” etc., came from the 
galleries, which were crowded.

After discussing the matter all af­
ternoon the question whether Mar­
tin should get his sent was put to a 
vote, and it was decided affirmative­
ly by 18 to 16.

LIBERALS CAPTUBB THH SINAtB.

CoBservatlve Force* West te %he Wall es
“Lost es DtvUles»**

Ottawa, Feb. 21.—The Liberals 
have captured the Senate. The cap­
itulation of the Conservative forces 
took place yesterday afternoon when 
the Government leader in the Upper 
House announced that the Liberals, 
now having a working majority in 
the Senate, intended to nominate a 
majority of Liberals on the Senate 
committees.

To this Mr. Mackenzie Bowell an­
swered that he could not summon a 
majority to defeat Mr. Scott's move, 
and accepted the situation after a 
verbal protest.

The roll shows 43 Conservatives 
and 38 Liberals in a full House, but 
the absentees are sufficiently more 
numerous on the Conservative side 
to give the Liberals a working ma­
jority on the average attendance of 
the session. By private count there 
were in the Senate yesterday 35 Lib­
erals and 32 Conservatives.
