end of the season to the other,

There are two objeations to the regulation
with respect to the disposal of the offal,
both of whioh are serious. It is regarded
by the eanners as unncessary, and it is be-
lieved by them to be impracticable, It is,
many - of the canners - think, impos-
sible for them to carry on their' busi-
neey profitably if they are compelled
to comply with the provisions of the law re-
garding offal. The law, they contend, has
until now never been rigidly’ enforced, and
no harm has come of ita non-enforcement,
There is no perceptible diminntion of the
fish in the river, and the health of those
who reside on the banks of its lower reaches
are as healthy as ever they were, and as is
the rest of the community who live inland.

It is mofortunate that this matter of the
effect of allowing the offal to drift out to sea
‘with the current has not been clearly ascer-
tained. The proceedings of the Commission
of 1890. were very far indeed from satisfac-
tory to the parties interested, and the de-

- oision of the majority of its members was
never approved by the great -majority
of  those = who had  any knowledge
of - the ‘subject. It was seén  thab
the Hon. D. W. Higgins dissented from the
finding of the majority on the subject of the
offal, and it is believed in this part of the
Dominion that Mr. Higgins was more oom-
petent to form an intelligent and an an:

REPORT.
To the Homourable Edgar Dewdney, Lieuten.
ant-Governor of the Province of British
Columbia :

the undersigned Commissioners ap-
pointed by the Commission of the twentieth
day of April, 1894, to inquire into ocertain mat-
ters therein mentioned, concerning the Nakusp
& Slocan Railway Company, have the honour
to report that the manner in which that inquiry
has been made, and the evidence taken therein
will appear by the record of the proceedings o
the Commission, which we have the honour to
submit herewith,
It will be seen from the notes of evidence,
that, though full notice was given of the time
and place of sitting, and also, in our opinion,
sufficlent intimation that the reasonable ex.
penses of witnesses would be recouped to them
through the Commissioners, no one has thought
fit to appear in support of the accusations,
The only person from whom we have roa-
celved any assistance in this direction has been
the Hon. Robert Beaven, M.P.P., who, though
not responsible for making the charges, brought
forward some facts upon which he suggested
the absentee accusers might have relied,
These were. first : irregularity in acting upon
the Statute et 1893 before it had actually been
brought into force, which could only be done
by an Order in-Council.
But this seems, though an irregularity, to be
quite inadaquate to support the charge of cor-
ruption agairst the Minister. The Statute of
1893 was brought into operation by an Order.
in-Council almost immediately afterwards,
The whole transaction has been confirmed and
ratified by the Statute of 1884, and the irregu
larity, so far from demonstrating that the Min-
ister waAs then the agent of the Company,
points distinotly in the opposite direction,
since it would have been the first oare and
duty of such an agent to see that everything
was in order.
And gecondly : Yen. pointed ont thay
in the'opinion of 4 the dndertak-
ing which the Statute of 1894 imposed upon the
Government, in lien of that under the Statute
of the former year, was 8o manifestly disad-
vantageous, thas it was to be inferred that it
could only have been introduced and supported
through  corruvt motives ;. though it must be
added that he did not make sush a charge,
It dees mot follow, of course, that a bad bar-
gain must be a corrupt bargain. An honest
Minister, with no motive or desire except te
serve his Province, might make a mistake, We
do not wish to suggest for a moment that any
sach has ooourred in the matter inte
which we have been inguiring. On the: con
trary we think that under the evidence ad-
duced, and the arguments addressed to us, only
one conclusion is open to us, and that is that
the arrangement for the comstruction of the
Nakusp & &locan Raflway which was ratified
by the Aot of 1804, is more advantageous to the
Province than the ‘arrangement contemplated
by the Act of 1898, 8hd we have had no difficul-
ty in arriving at that conclusion. But, how-
ever that may be, on the issues more directly
submitted to us by the Commission, there
we think no room for doubt, and we find as
lows, chat is to say:--
Firstly: That the Honourable the Premier
of the Province, in advising the guarantees
mentioned in the said Commission, did not
work for the Company, but worked for the
Province ;
Secondly: That the etatement made by the
Honourable Member for Nanaimo District. in
his place in the Legislative Assembly, tbat it
appeared that the Honourable the Leader of
the Government had been working for the
Company and not for the Province, isnot true ;
Thirdly : That no corrupt motives of any
kind existed with or influenced Your Honour’s
Ministers in the advice tendered by them to
Your Honour in relation to the Nakusp and
S'ocan Railway Company ;
Fourthly : Thatnooneof Your Honour’s Min-
isteis has had, or has, any interest, directly or
indirectly, in £
(a.) The Nakuep and Slecan Railway Com

‘| pany; or

(b)) In the Construction Company by which
such railway is being built ; or

(c.) In any contract by or with either.of the
said Companies, either in furnishing materials
or supplies, or in any way whatsoever.
