Mr. Sullivan’s paper
showed thas there are to-day no less than 400
street railroads in America using electricity,
involving an industry of tgwo 000,000,

His paper also showed that it was economi-
cal to operate as small a number of cars as
two with the electric current, as had been
demonstrated by experience. He advocated
the consolidation of street reilways with the
electric lighting stations in order
more economical line of operation,

An interesting and valuable paper, illus-
trated by statistical tables and diagrams,
was read by Mr, J. H. Vailon “The Applica-
tion of New A(gpnnt\u and High Economy
Engines in Central Stations to Secure
Greater Commercial Efficiency and Economy
of Coal.” . )
