Yesterday an Off Day in the House—A Di-
vision. on Mr. Mills’ Metion to Con-
demn the Govermment for Imcreasing
Pablic Expenditure—Mr. Daly Replied
and the Vote Was 87 to 57—The Cabinet
Said to Have Discussed Remedial Legis-
Iation.

Ottawa, June 25.—There is a possi-
* bility now of the Manitoba shcool ques-
* tion being solved without the interfer-
ence of Parliament. The Minister -of
Public Works, speaking for the Roman
Catholics, held out the olive branch
and it has been accepted by “Fighting
Joe Martin,” the author of the Mani-
toba School Acts of 1890. It is ‘a fair
presumption that Mr. Martin would not
have taken this important step without
the consent of his leader, Mr. Laurier.
What should follow is a friendly confer-
ence between the leaders on both sides
of politics and a basis of settlement
reached by which this troublesome
guestion may forever be removed from
the political arena.

Mr. Martin’s views are embodied in
a letter to The Citizen, which reads as
follows: 5

Editor Citizen: I notice in your issue
of to-day an interyview with Hon. Mr.
Ouimet, from which' the following is an
-.extract: “However, it would be idle to
discuss that now, as no legiglation hus
been asked for by the Catholis of Mani-
toba, giving them the right to share in
the funds provided for education by the
Government, or by theNoeal authorities.
If their schools are not up in _secular
teaching te - public -~ schools” -

' the province, - all they ask is to be
at liberty to add to the secular educa-
tion required in the Public schools such
religious teaching as will meet their re-
ligious views.”

I may say that if that had been pro-
vided for in the legislation of 1890 we
would never have heard of the Manitoba
school question.

There has been all along a very serious
misunderstanding between their church
and the people of Manitoba if the above
is an accurate statementof the position
of the church. I suppose, however, that
we: must, take for granted that Col. Oui-
mefl is in a position to formulate the
wishes of the Roman Catholics in’'connec-

_ tion with this guestion. : If so, ~then
L may say at once that there is no need

i of any remedial jegislation in order to

~ bring about such-a state of affairs. I be-
lieve the people of Manitoba would be
willing to give to the Roman Catholics
al] that is asked for. Everybody wishes
that a solution of the question may 'be
found withoul any coercion on the part
of the Dominion Pariiament, and if the
demands of the minority are correctly ex-
pressed by the minpister I am very much
at sea in my acquaintance with the views
of the Manitoba people if they will not
grant of their own accord all that is
‘asked.

When I ibtroduced the school bill of
180{-;. I pointed out that, inso far as it
provided for religious exercises in the
xchdols, it was in my opinion defective.

I am one of those who deny the right
»f the state to interfere in anysway in
matters of religion. I aid then, and I
still think, that the clause of the 1890
nct, which provides for certain religious
exercises, is most unjust to Roman Ca-
tholics. If the state is to recognige re-
hgieg in its school legislation; such a re-
cognition as is acceptable to Protestants
ounly, and, in fact, only to a majority of
Protestants, is to my mind rank tyranny.
The desire of those with whom T thinlk
In this mhtter is to eliminate every ques-
tion of a religious nature from the school
laws nnd to male the schools purely se-
cular. This has not been done in Mani-
toba and that course is ag-
parently not supported by a ma-
jority of people there. That being
80, surely it will be’ admitted that the
nature of the peligious exercises, or reli-
gious teaching (I am unable to make any
clear distinction between the two),should
be as is agreeable to the consciences of
those whose money is taken to support
the schools. I thave sufficient faith in

. the liberality of the Manitoba people to
declare in their behalf that if a final
scttlement of this question ean be reach-
ed on the lines suggested by Col. Oui-
met, they will do their part.

What Manitoba has insisted upon - is
that the Roman Catholics shall not have
& system of separate schools such as
existed prior to 1809, which were ex-
empt from the general laws as to effi-
Ciency. Tf the Roman Catholics
are willing ° to accept the schools
83 they exist at present, and as they
muy from time to time be modified, with
the addition of such religious teaching
as' they may desire, there should be and
I am sure would be no difficulty in reach-
Iug a settlement of the whole question
Without any legislation on the part of
the ngmiuion Parliament.

Three Yonge-street Stables Burned at
Mianighi—Less $1500.

P.C. McGregor sounded an alarm of
fire from Box 86 at 12.15 o’clock this
morning for a fire in the stables of J.
B. Cook, photographer, 366 Yonge-street,
Before the firemen aprived the blaze
had made its way to the adjoining stables
in the rear of 864 and 364 1-2 Yonge-
street. When the alarm sounded “fire
out,” only the charred pillars of the
stables remained. Mr. Cook’s photograph
gallery and its contents were ruined by
fire and water. His favorite horse,
valued at $260, was cremated in the
stable. His loss will be $800, parti-
ally insured. The buildings, owned by
Scott & Walmsley, were damaged $300
worth ; insuted.

The stables of Mr. Cook, where the fire
originated, adjoin those of the Colorine
Manuofacturing Co., where an attempt
was recently made to start a fire by
means of a bundle of kerosene-saturated
paper, alighted ‘and thrown into the
stable. This morning’s fire is thought
to be the work of the same hand.

Joseph Chamberlain has got Lord Sal-
isbury in a mess, and the latter now
calls upon Lord Rosebery to help him
out of it. This is not Lord Rosebery's
business. Lord Salisbury must either
pluck up courage or exhibit a spectacle
of impotence and paltroonery from
which we are sure he will shrink.

The Pall Mall Gazette, referring to
The Daily News’ intimation that if
Lord Salisbury demands any pledges
from the outgoing Government® as.a
condition of his taking office, they will
be refused, says: “If Lord Salisbury
refuses to form a Ministry without
terms then Lord Rosebery must agaln
take up the responsibility which no one
but a coward would ever have cast off
on such a pretext. He ought to have
dissolved Parliament instead of resign-
ing.”

Gladstone Out of the Running.

The Pall Mall Gazette says Mr. Glad-
stone, at his conference with Lord Rose-
bery last night, seriously questioned
the wisdom of the resignation of the
Ministry. Certain Liberals believe that
Mr. Gladstone, having been physically
fortified by his cruise in the North Sea,
widl throw the weight of his influence
and eloquence upon the side of his old
colleagues, but the ex-Premier’s per-
sonal friends are strongly opposed t
his taking any such course, fearin
that the excitement and exertion might
cause a physical reaction, and Herbert
Gladstone has definitely stated that his
father would take no further part in
political life.

The Campaign Opens July 4

The National Liberal Federation has
in course of preparation a manifesto
dealing with the coming elections. John
Morley, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
will open the campaign on July 4, at
Manchester, where he will address a
mass meeting of the party.

An Anti-Parnellite Manifesto.

Justin McCarthy, leader of the antl-
Parnellites in the House of Commons,
has issued a manifesto beginning: “The
defeat of the Home Rule Government
has placed Ireland’s bitterest enemles
in office.” Mr. McCarthy proceeds to
denounce the Conservative leaders as
having by their own confession no
Irish policy but that of coercion. He
claims that the Liberal policy of con-
ciliation has been proved wise and prac-
ticable by the political unprecedentedly
tranquil state of Ireland.

The manifesto continues as follows:
“The Irish party for nine years have
stood firmly and honorably by their al-
liance with the Liberals, an alliance
based upon the ‘latter’s adoption of a
Home Rule policy, and have the public
solemn assurances of the Liberal lead-
ers that Home Rule shall remain thelr
primary policy and shall be kept in the
forefront of their program. Without a
subsidy fromthe rich exchequer of.a
great empire,unlike the Government,we
fight frowned upon by the wealthy and
powerful in England and Ireland, a_nd
we rely exclusively upon the generosity
and confidence of the ever faithful peo-
ple of the Irish race at home and
abroad to supply the resources neces-
sary for an election fund.”

The Rishep Had Aspirotioms to Smeceed
Cardinal Taschercau. But. Is' Unpopu-~
lar With the Clergy—A ‘€lerical Enemy.
Gave the Letter to the Press-The Vatl-
can Likely to Remove Him.

Montreal, June 25.—It 1§ learned that
the Roman (Catholic ‘authorities are
about to call Bishop Gravel to the
strictest account for the publication of
Mgr.’s letter to the Propaganda, and
as a French-Canadian gentleman ob-
served this afternoon, it is more than
probable that it ha# already beecn de-
creed at the Vatican that the usefulness
of the learned prelate is gone .The
following details, which were commun-
jcated by a gentleman well up in ec-
clesiastical matters in this province,
relieve the Nicolet prelate of a personal
responsibility in the publication of the
document in question, yet it by no
means alters the fact that His Lordship
committed a grave blunder, and was in-
discreet in his judgment.

The story goes that<Mgr. Gravel as-
pired to the high position of Prince of
the Church, succeeding His Eminence
Cardinal Taschereau, and as it is well
known that the Cardinal Archbishop
of Quebec is in very poor health and
liable to succumb at any time, the am-
bition of the Nicoletan bishop was con-
sidered by his friends as proper and
legitimate. It is well known, however,
that Mgr. Gravel has not only had a
good deal of difficulty with his own
clergy, but as already stated, His Lord-
ship has always been looked upon as
a usurper by the Bishop of Three Riv-
ers and the clergy who remained faith-
ful to Mgr. Lafleche and the lost cause
of a united diocese. ~

It is claimed, therefore, that a clerical
enemy of Bishop Gravel would rather

The Fourth Murder Trial for the Fal
b TN Assizes.
