His examination of the return ln the 
department to-day showed him the re­
port, which bears what he calls hls 
forged signature, includes this amount, 
to which he objected to certify ln Feb., 
1892.

Tour correspondent was permitted 
by the Deputy Minister of Railways 
and Canals to investigate the records 
of the department this afternoon. The 
signature to the return for 1892 differs 
somewhat in appearance from/ the 
handwriting of the signature appended 
to the return for 1891. The ex-president, 
says he can very easily prove that he 
was not In or near Ottawa on the 5th 
April, 1892, the date on which the sig­
nature appears to have been attested 
to by Aid.
