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bad to do, Thoy have workod from ono to two hours a day,
carrying stons and mud from the hill on which we live,
lovolling np around their school building. '

Their behaviour on the whole has been good. At the
beglaning of the famine we woro obliged to substitato a
oheaper grain for one of their meals of rice. The boys were
unable to realize the situation until some of thom ran away
and found out thore was famine at homse, when they bogged

us to take them back.
A steady religious Interost bas provailed in the achool.

During the year three have been lod to take Jesus as their
Bavionr, and have boen baptized. Nine of the boys are
pow mombers of our church. In addition to the rogulsr
half-hour morning opening service, conducted by tho mis-
slonary, or in his absence by the teachor, the boys them-
selves have maintained an evening prayer-meoting during
the last threo months.

When the Ramachandrapuram aschool was moved to
Poddapuram, we took eight of the Tuni boys for wome
months, in order to relieve that school. At the close of the
year wo sent both our teachors for normal training to
Vizagspatsm. The noed of trained teachers is much folt in
our schools. As Government refuses to examine on equal
footing, pupils from suhools ot regularly inupected by them,
t {s important that our teachers be trained, in order that we
may have our schools placed on the recognized (lovernment
lst

In addition to looking after the boye’ food and clothing,
daily classes in Bible and Knglish and monthly oxamina-
tions have besn conducted by tho missionary's wifo.

We havo been very mach pleased in observing the mis
sionary spirit of tho boys. They willingly gavo o portion of
their rico to assist in building s school-house in a distant
village, and in their prayer-meotings continually remember
the unconverted in their villages.

Oar hopo for tho nitimate ovangelization of the people is &
notive ministry. As most of our Christinns aro utterly un
oducated, our boarding schools ars neceasary Lo prepare
them for the Scminary. Apart from this, in order that our
Christians may be established nnd edified, a personal know-
ledge of the Word of God is essontial. (ur schools, by
furnishing an elementary education, enable them to read for
themselves that Word.

Their life in boarding schools nlso furnishes opportunity
for regnlar and systematic religious instruction. Thbrefore,
the {mportance to our work of ovangelization of thesc
schools ia exceedingly groat.
