Holding Butter.

Tho Commercial has had a good deal to sey
against the custom of lolding butter. Tora
chango we will give the views of a contem-
porary~—the Montreal Trade Blletin—on
the same subjoct. as fullows.

“Regarding but*er our English correspon-
dent writes under date of March 1ith, as
follows: - *There is some Capadian butter in
Lundun, but the price 13 painfal to record—
top rate 603, This would mean about 12¢
at Montreal and if it refers to sumie of the
Canadian creamery that was biught by Eng-
lish houses Jast July, and shipped in the fall,
it will show a big loss, as Tune make cust 184c
to 194c here during the first half of .luly.
T'his 1s further proof of the disastrous conse-
quences of holding butter for speculativo
purposes. ‘T'he time has gone by for storing
summer creamery in refr,goratoxs until the
fall and thenshipsing it to England  English
cons mmers prefer butterine and other (resh
tlovored immitations to held creamery ; for.
however carefully kept, the latter loses its
aweet, fresh and resy flavor whenever 1t is
held for any 1 ngth of time, although its
texture may remrin perfect. Sweden, Nor-
way. Denmark, France and the increased
number of private dairies in England have so
accustomed the Eunglish people to fresh
flovored butter that even the poorer classes
will buy nothing but the fresh article. Of
courso there is a market for stalo and inferior
stuff, but that is only wanted on the other
side to grease axletrecs with. 'Che Antipo-
dean product having brought the winter lovel
of values in tho English market almost down
to & summer basis, the theory of storing
Canadian summer creamery for winter ship-
ment i3 knocked into ‘‘smithereens,” For
about the one hundred and first time the
Trade Bulletin again affirms that unless our
s1mmer creanery, which is as fine as that
produced in any other country, can be placed
on the foreign market in a strictly fresh con-
dition, it will simply be a waste of time snd
encrgy in attempting to develop the export
batter industry. If Canadians would avoid
a repotition of weeing thoe tup price of ther
summer creamery quoted in the London mar-
ket in the spring of 1894 at 6us, thoy must
abandon the holding system, and ship it
fresh, before its delicious grass flavor and
aroma have evaporated.

A new departure of great importance to
intending setelers in the Canadian west has
been inaugurated by the Canadian Pacific
Railway laud department. The company is
desirous that every worthy settler who feels
that ho can be bencfitted by removing te
Canada should be indued to come hero, and
nothing in tho nature of a hindrance placed
in kis way. In order to meet one difliculty
the company will give transportation to
settlers, their families and effects from St.
Paul and boundary line points to any of tho

-districts in which there are Canadian Pacific

Railway lands. Many worthy scttlers have
very little cash in their possession after pay-
ing for transportation charges and it is to
encourage this class of settles that tho new
arrangement has been made. The company
will ta&: 2 lien on the settler’s effects and the
money can be paid back in yearly instalments,
