Reatains oF SirJonv Tnaxgrine—St. Paul's, I
T. Dec. 22.~Dlr. Stewart arrived from Red River last
ovening, on hiis way to Canada, bearing despatches for
Sir George Simpson, containing information of the
discovery of the point where Sir John Franklinand his
party pernhed. It was on the coast opposite Montreal
Island. Their bones lie buricd in the sand, within an
extent of 12 miles. This is tho fifth winter since they
perished, and the drifting rands of that barren region,
beingin lat.
