T the Editor of the Dublin Freeman :
October, 1874.

Sm—The undisguised delight with which the
English Press welcores and exaggerates the faintest
symptom of supposed disunien 1in the national
ranks should teach the Home Rulers that, if they
are hated, they are also feared; and fear of our
Parlinmentary strength constitutes the real basis of
the hope of Ireland.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

The Cardinal Archbishop of Dublin hag issucd a
pastoral to the clergy calling upon them to assist in
makiag the enauul collections on the third Sunday
in Novemberin aid of the funds of the Catholic
University. He contrasts the condition of Catholic
vducational iustitutions which are dependent upon
the voluntary contiibutions of the people with the
Protestant Colleges and schools richly endowed at
the expensc of the Catholics of Ireland, He des-
cribes in the following passage the sort of persons
they meet in their wanderings :— It istrue, indeed,
that in tue midst of their uncertainties they are agi-
tated by a desire for some religious principle to rest
on, but unbappily, this longing after truth induces
them to give up their articles of religion nud their
Book of Common Prayer, though indeed such bosks
have no authority to settle religious doubts. It
also disposes them to become followers and ad mirers
in matters of religion of ignorant converted collirrs,
of roving minstrels or speculating vavellers, or of
men who laying down the sword or the reyvolver, as-
sume the tusk uf pouring the Spicit into the minds
of their hearers. These gentlemen, when they
abandon their own profession, however skilful they
may have been in it, and take up the masagemeut
of synods and ccclesiastical affairs, and the dirertion
of souls, and assime or undertake, without any call-
ing from Heaven, duties for which they are not pre-
pared, can scarcely be expected to be successful
leaders in their new province, and in that spiritual
warfare f. wh' h Christians nre engaged against the
devil, the worid, and the flesh.” This is understoed
to be a pointed allusion to the Yankee evangelists,
Moody and Sankey, who are at present in Dublin
ond drawing every day several thousands of all de-
nominations to their buffoonery in the Exhibition
Palace. They were cutertained recently at a public
breakfast in the Shelbourne Hotel,at which a large
number of clergymen and Jaymen of all the Protest-
ant sects—Episcopalian, Presbytcrian, Methodist,
and others—wers present.” It is right to say that
there has been no hostile feeling showa hy the Cath-
olic inhabitants. The Nation, alluding to a rumour
that some opposition wasto be organized, strongly
repudiates the suggestion, and, writing in a good
spirit, call upon its co-religionists to hold firmly
their religious convictions and enjoy and allow the
fullest equality, not to excite a religious war, but
to ® let Protcstant and Cnthelic work and pray to
keep the teachings and the theories of the Huxleys
and the Tyndalls fur from the shores of Ireland."

On the 3d Nov, the Most Rev. Dr, Power,
Birhop of Waterford and Lismore, administered the
Holy Sacrament of Confirmation, in the Cathedral,
Barronstrand street, to upwards of nine huredred
children, of both sexes, comprising six hundred frem

‘much honor ou its producers.

brating the centenary of the birth of .one of Free-
dom's noblest, greatest, and most successful of cham-
pions, the immortal O'Counell, by birth and grace
an Irishman, His labours, his life, and its. lessons
are more than insular in scope. s0 that we claim for
them the proud heritage of our common humanity.
Hofer, Bruce, Eosciusko, Washington, and Grattan
are types of the great principles, as well as of the
races of the nations from which they sprang, nor is
O’Counell unworthy of such eminent recognition.
His birth on the 6th of Angust, 1775, marks the
eve of the deepest struggles and the most stirring
events in the political history of mankind. Inthat
year the first blow was struck for Americanindepend-
ence. Louis XVI. was crowned in France, and the
first symptoms appeared of those powers which over-
threw Feudalism in Burope, and gave the people
some share inthe Government of the States and
Empires.

He witnessed the restora-
tion of Ircland's legislative independence, which had
been suppressed Ly Poyning’s Act, He saw for 18
years its glorious privsts, nud educed Grattan, Hood,
Burke, Curran, and Charleraont, 33 they led its
patriots into denouncing the projested union. Like
auother Moses he rescued the millions of his Cath-
olic fellow subjects from slavery little less degrading
and oppressive than that of the Bebrews of Egypt.
Hence hls merited and glorjous title of the Libem-
tor. Defending right with no weapon but moral
force, the succossful policy of 0'Conuell proves that
among the most powerful political agents against
oppression are union, organization, argument, nnd
passive resistance. With thesc, and standing with-
in the Constitution, hostruck the galling chains of
centuries from more than eight millions of Catholic
slaves. They culogize his sense of justice, his

The O'Connell Monument Committee met on the
7th of Nov., under the presidency of M, Denis Moy-
lan, D.L., and appointed Sir John Gray and the Rev.
Mr. O'Rorke, P.P., to malke inquiries as to the precise
state in which the models of the monument have
been left by Mr. Foley. It was observed that the
contract with the artist was to pay him £10,000 for
his own work, not for that of his workmen. If the
artistic portion of the work had been even substan-
tially completed by Mr, Foley, they would not ob-
ject to bave the mechanical portion completed by
his representatives ; but they had not only no proof
of that, but every reason to doubt it.— Temes Cor.
The Home Rule Meeting held, on the 1st Nov.,at
Kilmallock, was very large and enthusiastic. Re-
solutions were adopted in favor of Denominational
Education and Fixity of Tenure, end in support of
the plan of Federalism proposed at the Dablin Con-
ference in last November. The meeting was ad-
dregsed by Mesars, Butt, Martin, Synan, and O’Sul-
livan. Great earnestness and unanimity character-
ized the proceedings. . Notwithstanding the pre-
valence of an impression that an attempt would be
made to interfere with the meeting by some so-
called Nationalists, no interruption gccurred, The
threats levelled against the peaceful advocatesof
Home Rule at the recent meeting of the Limerick
and Clare Farmers’ Club' have thus bappily ended
in nothing. Every one present seemed to be
animated with the most concilintory spirit.

Bow CoxrAcious Disesses Are Sermap. — The
amount. of disease spread by letting lodgings or
houfses where persons suffering from contagious af-
fections have recently resided is incalculable; the
risk to the unsuspecting new-comer being rendered
none the less by the citcumstance that he is often
unconscious of the danger until the discase has: ob-
lained a fatal hold upon him. We are therefore
glad o note that at Liverpool, in which town scarlet
fever s present in an cpidemic form, two men have
been fined for letting lodgings where cases of fever
had occurred without previously having the Louses
disinfected. Whilo writing upon this subjcet, wo
mny refer to another mmode in which infectious dis-
cages are sometimes spread by the ignorant, un-
trained # Mrs. Gamps” who act indiscriminately as
nurses to the sick and ss midwives in cases of labor.
In a recent number of Public Mealth we describedan
instance in which & nurse who had been in attend-
ance on a smellpox patient went afterwards. to at-
tend a poor woman in her confinement. Both the
woman and her infaunt died. Next, this nurse at-
tended another woman in similar circumstancus, and
she contracted the discase and died, as did also her
two infunts. Altogether, Lefore the aflair came to
the knowledge of the gauitary efficinls,about twenty
persons who had come in contact with the nurse or
with thoss who had lost their lives through her
culpable negligence were attacked by smallpox and
cight died, At Wolverhampton lately six women
have died of puerpernl fever conveyed to them by a
midwlfo who persisted in going to crses of labor,
although sbe had buen cautioned on several acca~
sions by medical men of the fearful risk to which
she wrs exposing others by her reckless disregard
of proper precaution.—I"ublic Iealth. ‘

wrrested, and an assortment of similar sins. Tho
dispatches came from aoll over the country. One
from Wilkesbarre, Pu., chronicled threc murders and
one attempt at saurder, all of which eccurred inside
of twelve hours. One from Cincinnntti told, of the
arrest of the three men who stole $46,080 from the
Amecrican Express office in that city. A letter from
Mazatlan, Mexico, contained the gralifying intelli«
gonce that a man guilty of fourteen murders had
just died there,—murdercd himself by a -fellow-
pambler, Three of his vitims were murdered in
@hicago, Tho next piece of news was. the murder
of throe brotlicrs in Texas. 'This wasn curious case.

and then killed two of them. ‘That night, when the
third was gitting with the corpses, the murderors
returped and finished the job, Next to this, in the
columns of the paper, came the daily-record of the
trial of the safo-burglary conspirators at Washing-
ton. Then come the story of a $22,200 defalcation
in a New York bank, ‘The confession of one of Lhe
murderers of Farmer Wah!, near Pittsburg, followed,
Details of the trinl of tlires alleged murderers at St,
Paul succeeded this. 'Then with an extra murder
sandwiched in, cnmo the sickening story of the in-
famous Mountain-Meadow massacre, the primemover
in which has just been caught. A wife acensed of
poisoning her husband, was the next criwinal, The
stereotyped -heading *Crime in Kentucky™ meant
yesterday only the wounding of onc negro and the
killing of one white man. The next paragraph
meationed the arrest of n New York Coroner and
thrce minor roughs for a murder committed on
election day. A jewcllory robbery broke.iheymenos
tony of murder, but the fatal stabbing of two boys
in Yan Wert, 0., aud Chicago, made the tale com-
plete. This iz not mn exceptional record, we are
sorry to say. For the last fortnight tho daily list of
‘outrages has been almost incredibly large. Tho
caudcy of this outbreak of crime lic on the gurface
Large masses of men are out of employment, and
aro driven by want to sin.

part of this crimo back to the high tariff and the de-
based currency, which have plunged wus into com.
