RELTGIOUS STATISTICS OF TIE UNITED
STATES.
T the Editor of the True Witness and Catholic Chronicle.

My Duar Six,—The supplement for the Montreal
Witness for Decewmbery in a notice of a late work upon
the Churches and Sec!s of lhe Unifed States, lurnishes
us with some interesting stalistics, to which I beg
leave to eall your attention.  The work is by the Rev.
P. Douglass Gorrie, who has cevidently collected with
mreal care the large mass of statistical information
there presented. I preler, however, (o cite from him
through the Montreal Witness, feeling that the approval
of the learned editor of that journal is the best pledge
I cun give the public for the anthenticity of the facts
in guestion.

I here subjoin a list in which all the Protestant sects
of any importanee, with the number of their members,
both lay and clerical, are given :—

There are a variely of smaller parties which are not
included in this list § if now we add for Universalists,
Shakers, Jumpers, Ranters, Tankers, and other minor
Protestant sects, 386,223, probably aliber:l allowance,
we shall have the whole namber 3,500,000.

The number of Catliolic communicants by the same
authority is said to exceed 1,500,000, and the clergy to
be about 1,500 ; but taking them at 1,500,000, we have
the whole number of persons professing any form of
relizious faith in the United States to be about
5,000,000, which estimating the entire population of
the country, as we may safely do, at 20,000,000, leaves
15,000,000 of souls professing ne religion af all, or in
other words, in heathenism!™ And this in & country
the boast of Protestantism, the < land of Bibles, Sab-
baths and Sanectuary privileges,” “the land of re-
ligions Jight and Gospel liberty,*” a country which sends
its hundreds of thousands of dollars annually to furnish
religious instruction tv foreign heathen nations, and
even to Lower Canada, while threo-fourths of its popu-
lation are in a state of admitted heathenisin!

Nor is this state of ignorance or indiflizrence to be
ascribed {o the want of religious 1eachers, for it appears
that the whole number of ministers employed by the
above sects of Protestants is 30,000 in round numbers,
or one minister Jor every 670 souls of the 20,000,000
of that vast nation These statistics give us an idea of
a spiritual ‘desolation without paralTel in lands {;ro-
fessedly Christian, prevailing espeeially throughout
the great West, where the myriads of emigrants from
the Kastern states and from Europe, are growing up to
be a nation reckless alike of the restrictions of law or
Gospel, fearing neither God nér man.

‘But Jet us turn to the other side of this sad picture;
and we see that one and-a-half millions, or nearly
one-third of those professing Christianity in this
country are Catholics, and if we compate them with
the so-called Lvangelical Churches, we. shall find
that the Catholics are more than enc to two.

When I look upen the fearful state of irreligion, with
the sectional diflerences, dissension and insubordina-
tion; ‘which seem tu divide my country agninst itself,
I tremble for its liberties, and feel that the only
influence ivhich can ever calm these discordant ele-
inents, which can ever subdue and discipline the im-
petuous’ spirit of young America, is 10 be found in

Catholicism.  -And while I:look upon these statistics,

it is. with a renewed hope.that the. Church,: whose
missionaries planted the cross in America before the

Shibboleth of Puritanism was ever ieard on her shores,
will yet possess her fair, inheritanece,;..: . . "~ ..
But to return to our text ; the Monireal IFilness, with
a singular happy philosophy, seems to suck: consola-
tion even frown the picture of Catholicity and -Protest-
antism here presented, and sagaciously observes thnt-
after all ¢ the Church of Rome constitutes only one,
and in the States a comparatively small (?) one of the
denominations - inte which nominal Christians are
divided,” adding something more about the -hol
rivalry of these different evangelical sects. ¢
one,*? alas, poor Catholics ! that unity which hasalways
been your glory, is now made your reproach, and
your accuser, like a kindred spirit of olS, arraigned
before the Sen of God, exclaims, ¢My name is Legion,
for we are many !’ '
