And on the next morning, after the solemn
service of All-souls, the ntermeat Look plice,
and the spot waz afterwards marked by a beaubi-
ful ehauntry, which the piety of Flora raised
over ber cousitt’s remains, and at which the Holy
Sacrifice was almost duily offered.

Little more bave we now to say. The meet-
ing of Flora with ber old friend Father Eustace
was full of affectionate warmth; and, had it not
been for the painful circumstance it would have
brougbt to his mind, she certainly would have
rallicd him on the secrecy which he tad maw-
tained relative to the iutentions which he thaa

SECOND LECTURE ON THE POPE’S
ENCYCLICAL. '

(Conciuded from Fed. 17)
SECRRT HOCLBTIEE.

The inotives wiach decided the illestrious
Poutiff, (Pope Becedict XIV.,} retain all their
weight and force. {t cannot be sunposed thal
men of uo faith will foster the growdh and pro—
gress of irue faith—tbat men of doubtful morals
wiil be the Ineads of virive.

Again; if tuese societies are good, why do
they By the hght?  Ilven pagans, deveid of the
hght of gospel truth, condemued these soviaties ;
and Cecifius Natalis gives the eason : ¢ Honesta
semper publico gaudent secreta sund'—Hovest
tuigs 8 urish sud rejoce i the hgut 5 wicked
things take refuge a darkoeas; aad our blessed
Lord tells us why men court seccecy —men love
darkress rather'tnan bight, because their works
are ev:l.  Dut the most obungions festure of
these socteties, awnd one peigted out in the Bull
of Pope Benedict XIV., 15 the imnatary oath,
Candidetes for membership are required to take
oath to labor 1o altwin un uadefined object by
means unkuowe to the recipient. The Cuureh
interferes—forbids ker children to take tue nath,
for it in rash, and 11 is a sip to take it. The
prophet Jeremmb gives us the coaditions of an
catb—* Thou shalt swear, says the prophet, As
the Lord Livett in truts, in judgwent, and o jus
uce. (Jer. 1v. 2.) In truth, ibat s, the form
of words must express the spiention of the per-
son who takes the oath ! be wmust tell the Lruth
as it appears to hun ; in justice, that is, the ful-
filmert of tbe oath, wust mjure oo right—inust
not be imjurious to God —to religion, to our
neighbor’s person, character, or proprietor, or
our own just inferests ¢ is judgment, thatis, since
an oath s sacred, as it invokes God o witness,
it should not be taken wituout farth, piery, and
reverence for hus who 183 iovoked ; hence,m
taking an oath, we must constder— Lat, if 1t be
vecessary ; 2od.if we shall be able to keep it;
3rd. 1f tuar which is sworn, be just and right ;
beuce it is unlawiuf ro tske an oath of seecrecy
such as 18 required by these socieues; for it can-
not be done winh Jadgment, nor with justice, nor
wuh trutb, mince toe recipient koows whetber the
gsoctety will not exact some 1hugs against con-
gcieuce or agawost the law of God. Suchag
oath is a rash oalh, and the Church does forbid
her clildren from taking it.  When the sociery
18 shut up by the secrecy of an oalh, we cannot
kuow what evil may be shur up walin. A so-
vigty may be good ip its origin; but, when ‘the
bealthy hight of public opinion 15 excluded by an
vall, the sociely may become corrupl, puirid,
exhale infections breatbing and corrupt society,
And agan ; a society: may commence, ‘bound by

an oatb, but afier a ime abandon it and become
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tolerable, but they must abandoa the oath., Tis
true and all governments do not condemn secret
socielies ; some have encouraged them, to their
cost; but the' Church is ope and universal, and
ber laws for all time 2nd place. \Vlat she con-
demus, is evil n every place, and when she con-
deuins one, she is consistent und condemns all of
the same kind.

Suppose the church tolerated these societies
whal grievous evids would not speedily ensue.—
We bave some examples—tbe insecurity of hfe,
How meny aseassinations by members of secret
societies on the plea of public utihty. Ilave
not the victims been pursued into foreign lands
and their life’s blood drawn by the assassin’s dag-
ger.  Ilow many even to indulge a secret pique
bave committed the same cruel act aided and
abetied by the secrecy ol the lodge, Liow in-
secure would be Lhe throre of many a prince.—
How many governors and ruless would be em-
barrassed n the admigistration of ther mast just
and most paternal guvernments by workings of
secret societies. How often bas justice heea
frustcated by wmembers of these societies when
those bound by luw and equity to give Lestmony
under cath in a court of justice against a male-
factor plead an excuse for not doing so their pre-
vicus oath fo prolect a brether associate. How
mwunuy may he ordered and compelled blaadly to
perform an act which thewr =o4! abhors nepaced
by the threat of their own destruction in case
they disobey.

1t is ot the will of (God that society shiould
be compased of secret cliques, How much evil
bave these sccieties done to the chureh, to the
community and to the individeal, God alone
knows. Hence these societies, by what name
soever they are known, if bound to secrecy by
an unlawful oath, are coudemned by the cburch
if their otject or means of attaimnp be evi or
may by the proper authorties be prudently con-
slered such.  Now what geod bave secret so-
cieties affected and what are their c.aims to our
consideration or confidence. As yet we have to
learn their beneficial effects. No general ame-
horation bus beeu efiected by them-—no general
raisenes alleviated— no progress made m true
rehigion—no advance i the arts and scrences,—
The socral bond bas oot been drawn closer—
men bave not better loved their fellow-men—so-
ciety is not better constituted, nor does harmony
and a good uederstanding prevul to a greater
extent under thewr berign miluence, Sometunes
ey prerend to protect oprressed pationshiies.
‘Tws is one of the goad thongs tuey have atlempt-
ed and have not acromphsbed.  Great revolu-
tious must be accomphished by the masses and
then there is no need of a secrel society. DBut
to pretend 10 overtbrow a government by such
socigties, 15 to lay o trap to ensnare the uawary
and 1be ignorant,

If these spcieties are good, wiy would good
men abandon thewn and regret having been con-
aected with ther?  The covclusion is 100 evi-
dent.  Guod mea are pever sorry for biving
done good, but fer having doune evil they are
sorry.  Lwtus iostruct you with the sovereign
teaching ol Jesus Christ: ¢ Because the light
tizs come tnto the world, and men love darkoess
rather than light, for their works are evid.  For
avery one that doeth evil hateth the light, and
coweth oot to the light, that s works may be
wade mamlest, because they are done in God.’
(Joun, 3, 19.)  Ard let me eshort you 1 the
wards of S., Peel: ¢Let us therefore cast off
the works of darkness und put on the armor of
ligbt. Letus waik honestly as in the day.'—
(Rom. 1a, 12 13).

Our Holy Fatber, in the fifth paragraph of the
syliubus of tbe Condemned Propositions, enume -
ales twenly errors apainst the rights and hiderties
of the Church. The Church has been coustitut-
ed by Our Lord Jesus Christ, ber Divine Au-
thor, and Fnsber of fauth, a eomplete society
and corporation, baving its rights, functions,
taculues and government, complete ta itself, and
wdependent of any other society, with a com-
plete hfe and organic nction. It is us St. Paul
calls 11, the Body of Christ, the hving Body.—
Jesus says, As the branches live on the trunk of

a tree, so we live on Christ ! We are members.
| St. Paul says, of Curist’s Body. - As the natural:
"body had 1ts personality, s life, and juactions,

His Apostles to represent Hun, St. Peter the
head ; aod now the Pope takes the place of St.
Peter, and Bishops follow w the feotsteps of the
other Apostles. The faithiul are members, too,
of this mystic body of our Lord Jesws Christ
and we are engralied on if, in the sacred weters
of Baptism. 'Tee Church, censequently, 1s the
mystic Bady of Christ, and is'complete aad inde-
pendent. It would be ucbecoming (he divite
wisdom of God fo institute an unperfect society
—an imperfect body, lo depend for its exislence
and workings on a counler society, or a body op-
posed to it,

Christ came into thie world to redeem it and
1o raice it from the grovelling depths of s pas-
sions, and to place it in feilowshtp with bis
Lteraal Father. The world was corrupt, the
world was wicked, and bow could Jesus submit
His Church and make it follow the dictates of a
wicked and corrupt world? The world was
always deadly opposed to Christ. It was op-
posed by 1ty pride and by {ts sensvubiy ; andif
pride be found m the working of the world, it is
certainly found in the ceurts aud w high places.
Men vpon whose svord and upon whose nod de-
pend mavy trembling subjects, certainly are not
disposed to huwility.  ISwperors, kings, beads
of State, do not want to submst to the Church
they do not want 1o submit to the teactimgs of
Jesus Clrist because Flis teachiogs were agamst
them—1ilis teachings were agawst the world
He cursed the world — Eis teschings were
against pride, e said it was the root of all evil
~—I1lis teachings were egmast the rich, for He
suid “woe unlo the rich;” and again, 1t was

easier for a Camel (o pass throngh the eye of a
:needle than it was for @ rich man to eater jnte
the kingdom of God coosequently, men
I high places wish to govern the Coaurch, wish to
\appointnts Bisbops, and of course to nomnate
their creatures and immediate fricnds to be their
vassals in the sancluary of (sod, aud in fge
imitate the T’agan emperors of Ruome, who ar-
rogated to themselres the office of high priest.—
Tliey, too, want to hold the divine as well as the
earihly authority over their subjeets.  This cen-
tralisation of power, too dangerous for any one
ordinary individual, is called 1n our modern lap-
guage Caxsarism. 1o Ausiria it is ealled
Josephism 5 in Linglaod it is called Onihodoxy—
that 15, that the head of the State shinnld be also
head of the religion and the Cuurch, Christ
sard, ¢ Give unto Casar that wiach belongs to
Cuesar, and 1o (od that which beloogs to God.?
The Curarists~those tbat follow the doctrine
ot Caarism—say, * GGive unto Caear that which
belougs to Casar, and to Cicaar that which be-
longs to God.”  That is, give 10 warlily princes
the enlire control of both temporals and spirituals
ou earth. Thnis doctrme reigos almost wniver=
sally in Protestant and iofide) conntris—m Rug-
sia, in Eoglaod, in Prussia, m Denmark, and
even in Constantinople, where the (irand Turk
or Sultan is the head of [slanism and successor
of the great Mobawmed. The Catholic soy-
ereigos even of Europe have endeavored to usurp
the priesthood. Sawl did itin olden times,—
Now the princes of this earth want to entrammel
the Church in ber arrangements and i ber ac-
tion on the people.  They claim ibe wonowmt-
ment of Dishops, and even of the Pope himself ;
Ibey took possession, aod even are domg it at
present, of our abbeys and Church lunds, apd
their crealures pretead reasons ol Siate (o Jus-
tify their acts, They dictate 1o the mimsters
af God the doctrine they are to reach to the
people.  T'he head of the Stute,even, in F ance
wishes even sow to lioder the Biohops trom
promulgating to the people the sound doctrige
ewauatiog from the Holy See. Sute policy
amd Stas necessity are put paramo-nt to the
Gospel of Jesus Christ.  State necessity, ob,
yes! State pecessity can it sel astde the most
sacred obhigation of the Gospel. Siate neces-
sity forced Napoleoc I —to set aside hia {awfyl
wite to bave an beir to bis throng, to consdiidate
lus empire.  Did it succeed ?  Ie made a sad
mistake, The father died in exile and the son
did not reign, but died young; and daes the
nephew, the present emperor, expect a better
issue {rom State policy 1 opposition to the Gog-
pel and the Sovereign Pontifl.  Ou, g dynasty
holds by a very frail cord, for the throne that
God does not establish cannot be established,—
