ARTICLE XXII

Duratîon, Aniendinent, Wîthdrawal, and Termination

1. This Agreement shail remain in force until and

Including July 31, 1956.

2. The Council shall, at such time as It considers

appropriate, communicate te the exporting and importing

countries its recomtuendations regarding renewal or replace-

Ment of this Agreement.

3. The Council May, by a majorîty of the votes held'

by the exporting countries and a majority of the votes held

by the Importing countries, recemmend an amendment of'this

Agreement to the exporting and Importing countries.

4. The Council may fix a time within which each

exporting and importing country shahl notify the Government

0f the Ujnited States of Ainerica whether or net it accepts

the amendment. The amendment shaîl beceme effective upon

Its acceptance by exporting countries which hold two-third s

Of the votes of the exporting countries and by Importing

euntries which hold two-thirds of the votes of the

imPorting countries.
