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5. Government Policies Affecting Grain and Agriculture

In October 1984 the Government announced its intentions to deregulate the wheat
and flour industries within a four year transition period. Regulatory controls
are to be removed from wheat flour on January 31, 1987 and the role of the New
Zealand Wheat Board is to be reviewed in 1988.

Government contracts which call for countertrade purchases, require these
purchases to be in non-traditional products.
