The Ambassador of the United States of America presents his compliment

to the Secretary of State for External Affairs and has the honor to refer t

the Embassy's Note No. 26 of July 23, 1956', in which permission was requeste

to undertake certain navigation improvements in Canadian waters of th

Detroit River Section of the Great Lakes Connecting Channels. The approva
of the Canadian Government was conveyed to the Embassy in Note No. 26

of October 26, 1956), from the Department of External Affairs.

It is now proposed to make navigation improvements in both United State

and Canadian waters of the St. Mary's River and the St. Clair River Section

of the Great Lakes Connecting Channels, exclusive of the Southeast Bend o

the St. Clair River. The project involves the deepening of existing channel

and the disposal of the excavated material. The improvement of the Grea

Lakes Connecting Channels to provide increased channel dimensions in th

interest o f the growing needs of commerce on this important waterway wa

authorized on the United States side by Public Law 434, 84th Congress, approve

March 21, 1956.

The features of the work in both rivers are briefly described in the enclose

summary sheets and are shown on the attached maps'. That portion of th

project which is located in Canadian waters is specifically indicated on th

maps. The map pertaining to the St. Clair River includes certain work i

the vicinity of the Southeast Bend near the southerly end of the St. Clair Rive]

but the present project does not include thart of the work.
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
