
21. Mmi Parties fùrther recognize that tht agreed rebuilding program for salmon spawncd
ini the main tem Yukon River in Canada is expected to contribute increased
escapements to Porcupine River stocks.

22. To ensure that maximum benefits accrue to Porcupine River spawning escapements
from the rebuilding prograrn for mainstesa stocks, the Parties agree:

(a) not to initiate new fisheries on Canadian-origin stocks within the Porcupine
River drainage before December 31, 1999; and

(b) if after thisperiodether Part ntndstoinitiate anew fishry onthe
Porcupine River, that Party shall inform Uic Yukon River Panel, which shau
bave Uic authority to malce recommendations for management arrangements to
Uhc Parties.

23. Tht JTC shall compile existing information on Uic status of Porcupine River salmon
stocks and on management and research tools available for management of these
stocks. Based on tbts information, thc JTC shall:

(a) advise thc Yukon River Panel regarding thc status of these stocks andi thc
benefits accruing to Porcupine River salmon spawning escapements from thc
mainstem rebuilding program;
