first was Mr. Harrison, later Chief Justice Harrison.
The second was Colonel Hewitt Bernard, who afterwards
became his brother-in-law and Deputy Minister of Justice.
‘Theéiﬁéﬁ Mr. Charles Drinkwater (1864-1873) who came
from the railwaj world and afterwards returned to it
as Secretary to the Cgnadian Pacific Rallway Company.
On Sir John's restoration to power in 1878, Mr. Harry
Kinloch became his'private secretary until i1ll-health
forced him to retire. He was succeeded by Mr. Frederick
White, later Comptrolier of the North West Mounted
Police. | _ |

In 1883 Pope became his private ﬁecﬂetary. or
his chief he says in the Memoirs: "It is true that he
was exacting In his demands, He required all a man's
tims.
