
Article 12

At such times as it maY cousider necessar the Governing B3ody of the
International Labour Office shah present to the General Conférence a report on
the working of this Convention and shahl examine the desirability of placing on
the agenda of the Conference the question of its revision in whole or in part

Article 13

1. Should the Conférence adopt a new Convention revising titis
Convention in whole or in pat, then, unless the new Convention otherwise
provides -

(a) the ratification by a Member of the new revising Convention
shail ipso jure involve the imimediate denunciation of this
Convention, notwithstanding the provisions of Article 9
above, if and when the new revising Convention shail have
corne into force;

(b) as from the date when the new revising Convention cornes
into force this Convention shall cease to be open to ratification
by the Members.

2. This Convention shail in any cas rernain i force in its actual forrn and
content for those Members which have ratifled it but have not ratifled the
revising Convention.

Article 14
