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The Ministers noted with satisfaction the decision taken on
the establishment of a development centre, the work of which
will have to be prepared by the Organization.

. In the field of trade important tasks lie ahead,

If the less developed countries are to achieve a substantial
improvement in their standards of living, efforts in the
field of aid must be sunplemented by policies desisned to
increase their foreien exchanee earninss and vprovide ex-
panding markets for their products, includine manufactured
articles. To this enf, the Ministers have recommended that
member countries, in the framework of the Oreenization,
should wor¥ towarcs policies which talve full account of the
interdependence of trade and aid. In the licht of the
development of negotiations on the enlareement of EEC and

of the verspectives operned by U.S.i. Trade Expansion Act,
the Organization will have to consider how it could test
contribute to the expansion of world trade on a multilateral
and non-discriminatorv basis, as provided for in the
Convention.

10, Substantial adaptations in the fields of agriculture,
industry and manpower will be necessarv to facilitate economic
growth and the expansion o€ trade. In view of its ereneral
competence in econonic matters, the OECI can usefully help
member countries to cooperate in this task. The Ministers
noted the statement publishe¢ bv the OECD Ministers of
fgriculture. Their work will strenethen cooperation throurh
the OECD in the fields of aegricultural policv, international
agricultural trade and food aid to the less-develored
countries,
